New there’s no use denying tlnt‘
there are some mighty disagresabls
men on farms. Also in factories and in
shops and In stores and {n banks and
in law offices and In raiiroads. There
are llkewise some wery good men on
raflroads and in law offices and in
banks and stores and shops. So there
are on farms. As every tub stands on
its own bottom, so man stands
or falls on his own character—not on
thit of somebody e¢lse who happens to
follow the same calling. There are a
few external differences, due to the de-
mands of occupation. Tha Dbanker
whase work ls on the white pages of
the bank's big books must have and
invarisbly doez have clean hands. I
have heard of bankers, however, where
the cleanness did not soak in to any
depth— men of faultlesa fingers and
dellentsly manieured nails, and hearis
thiat wers never washed with pity nor
cleansed Trom selfish greed. Moreover,
I have known farmers with hands
stained by the soll and finger nalle so
broken by their work that there was
little 1aft to manicurs, but clean In-
slde—as clean as “a hound's tooth" It
18 never just 1o judge men bty thelr
outeides; nor i it any more wise than
it Iy Just

8o common, however, is the custom
of labelling men accordime to their ap-
pearnnce that I suppose there's no uss
talking against It. Our friends will
kerp cn doing . and also keep un
wondering, when they meet some farm-
ur who talks good English and wears
whole clothes, how he ‘evar tookk up
farming, or why le ever came back to
a farm. Now. the humble farmer-man
who writes this has had soma little ax-
perience in  other occupations than
farming and he hasg been permitted to
obeervs somewhat elosely numerous
others of which he has not had per-
sonal experience. And It ism his con-
vietlon, basad on forty vears' ex
ence and observation, that there I8 no
avocation on the face of the sarth
which calls for so much all ‘round ca-
pacity and so much practical cleverness
as farming. Of course, I'm talking
about successful and worthy farming.
No doubt there ares numerous numb-
skulla Jliving on farms, just as there
ars saveral aspheads In other vora-
tions, They never “arrive” (n ejther
cage, Thev alwave remain at the foot
of the cinsx, at the hottom of the lad-
der; in the calch basin of incompe-
tenta.

A great many occupations consist in
doing the mame thing over and over,
till the doing becomes 8 habit and in-
cessunt practice produces sxperiness,
But the farmer who lives 365 days per
annum on & farm has several times 365
conundrums flung in his foce each year,
svery one of which he must solve or
take a whipping for his stupidity.
Some of them ars pretty deep gues-

tions: some of them seemingiy quite
trivisl and common place. T've oncae
before sald a little say about the

farmer’s nead for acquaintance with at
least the rudiments of several sclences,
if he expocts to get the most possibis
out of his field=. But the other day
in a farm paper I saw a letter from an
indignant correspondent, who had been
mtirred up by hearing it said of a cer-
tain neighbor: '""That young man is too
smart for the farm: he ought to mo
into busineasn™ Whereupon the =maid
rarrespondent sat down and v.rot' a
few things aboul the kinds of “smart- |
ness’ which' farm life called for, lolo-|
Iy on the practical side. |

things, sald the indignant correspond-
ent, he's “smart™ enough o start

tarming. The other things he munst
know how to do will come by practice,
But he can begin when he is thus far
grounded in the rudimenta,

Now, mind »ou that list lsn't of my
making. If 1T were going to get one up
that wonld be fairly complete it would
inelude a good many tricks not enum-
erated above, The farmer must know
something of metal-working, in order
to makes the quick repalrs which are
apsential to economy when some bolt
or clevis or nut gives way. He must
he at least a dabster with the paint-
pot and brush, know what kind of
paint to use. and whan and how to use
it. He munst be something of a car-
penter cnough at last to put up & shed
or pateh a leaky roof. If his farm is of
any gize he must understand complate-
Iy a dozen kinds of machines, or the
bill for repairs will eat np his profits
Tn fact, there's almost no limit to the
Hat of things he must know and must
ha able to do if he Is to get all that
& get-able in the way of comfort and
prefit off hia fnrm.

No, indead, is's time that we farmers
approcisted our calllne more highly—
and time that we made others do the

same.  Instesd of the farm being the
dump on wlhich masy be left the ma-
terial, human =and otherwise. which

isn't gpod for anvthing anywhere else,
it is reiiiy the theater whose stage de-
mands the brightest minds and the
squndest bodies. The questlon should
not ba whather a iad s “too smart” to
he mailde g farmer of, but whether he is
bright enongh te be capable of suc-
cevding at that insistent and strentuous
cerupation., Tt iz said that David
Rankin of Mi=sour! Is the richest farm-
er (it the T'nited States. He owns sev-
sri! counties of land. ralses from 15,000
to 20,000 merer of corn every year, feads
cattie and hoge, glves away a hundred
thousand or s0 to semn needy institu-
tlan every now and then, and could
draw his check for mere than one mil-
lion, any time, it is said. Aflter talling
tome inte=viewer, recently, how he
managed his huge farm, he declered
that ss#tem was the secret of his sue-

cemn; that “the farmer, of all busineas
men, must have fixed methods 2nd cut
to ths line every way.” “T contend”
sald Mr. Rankin,k “that farming ve-

quiree closer figuring and more atten-
tior thsn any other kind of busines=s.”

“is man Rankin is the only farmer
I #var heard of who rmmde himself a
millionaire by farming, pure and simple,
He must be en exceedingly capahle
person to have done it—so capable that
his magacily atiains the height of geén-
lus. Which makes hig judesment about
the reiative amount of abllity neces-
sary for success In farming and other
businesses all the more valuable. Still,
there are 2 good many successful farm-
ers in the conntry—remembering, If
sy please, that “success” and million-
alredom are not syponymops, And the
man who farms it without the desira
and intention to be =uccessful is In
the wrong boat. We don't need to get
bumptious or highfalutin®’ ebout ocur

business but t's high time that we
took it for what it really {s, measured
it with our own trus stéel squace and
not with some other feliow's crooked
5a.rd-ltirll The wman that 4s “too
| smart” for farming hasn't yet been
disrovered, The single simple, sorry
| fact mbout the most of us {8 that we
aren't “smart’ anough. That's one rea-
son why =0 many attempts at farm-
ers are faliures. Th—\ might have got
slong bettar ot the law or running a
raliroad or some other simpler and
less exacting business®
