Bhrewd, Indeed, must be
the man who could work off any in-
ferior animal on this gypey trader, yet
It was nothing unusual for him to
leave a few spavined or ringhoned pa-
triarchs with the local traders. The
women of the band came through the
atreets and .wsold baskets or told for-
tunes. Many a Jewett City man,
with gray hair now, hoyn then, recalls
with plensure his first giimpse of the
wonderful attractions of life In a
gypsy camp, and a lesson In the gen-
tle art of basket making. During the
gypey visits the small oy kept
clonely within doors, for I was ru-
mored that once s boy had been stolen
by a‘d-r-.nduln; band, and never re-
turnad.
