Buch a rond properly built
would answer for comparatively light
travel, with medium automobiie traf-
fle, say from 200 to 300 vehicles per
day, without heavy teaming. A bi-
tuminous road of high claya for heavy
traffic can be bullt.and properly main-
tained for a total of $12,000 per mile
for fifteen yeara

WE HEAR OF THE WORST,

Booker T. Washington gave an in-
teresting talkk in Boston Sunday eve-
ning upon the "Uplift of the Negro™
in the Old South church, the place
belng completely filled, and 500 people
standing on thelr feet to hear him.
Of the negro's progreas he said:

**The neégro In the south is nst
standing’ still In the matler of Indus-
try. He iz baginning to realize mor:
and more the fact that he is the main
dependence in portions of the south
for both common and skilled labor.
In 1890 thers wera only 4,000 brick
and stone masons among our people in
tha south; at the present time there
are over 14,000, In 1800 there were
only 4000 statlonary engineers and
fireman, now there are over 10,009,
Largely through the influence of the
educated men and women that are he-
ing sent into every eorner of the south
through the medium of thess larger
institutions, the negro !s becoming a
great land holder. We own, accord-
ing to rellable statistics, in the south
19,000,000 acres of land This is a
territory nearly as large as the whaoie
of New Engiand If we exclude the
state of Malne.

“Not only Is there growth In these
diractions as a reanlt of education, but
the negro s becoming a commercial
factor In every southern state. At a
very conservative estimate the negroe
now owns 10,000 drygoods stores, gro-
cery stores and shoestores. He has
over 200 drugstores and 47 banks.

“The negro |a getting rid of his Ig-
norance, thanks to your help, thanks
to the help of the southern states and
to the negro's own efforis, When we
‘were made free, largely through efforts
of men like Willlam Lloyd Garrison
and others here in New England, onlvy
three per cent. of the negroes could
read and write. At present 57 per
cent, of the negroes in America can
read and write. Andrew Carnegle said
a few days ago that the nagroes are
further advanced In civilization than
were the people of Beotland, his own
race, 100 years ago.

“The moral improvement of the race
is best indicated, perhaps, by the dis-
appearance of the one-room cabin
which for s0o many years proved a
curse to the race. Instead of the ona-
room cabin belng the rule at the prez.
ent time, it has gradually become the
exception. The negro has 24,000 min-
isters and 26,000 churches.”

This |s a true showing of the won-
derful advance made by this emanci-
pated race In half a cemtury; and it
bespeaks of = future development
which must put them on a par with
the most progressive races.

As far
back as 1782 our national Solons In
congress assembled
grains of pure gold and declared It to
be of the value of ten dollars, placed
the sovereign stamp of the govarnment
on it and declared ?t to be a legal ten-
der and lawful money of the United
States. They selected 371 1-4
grains of pure silver and declared it to
be of the wvalne of ones dollar, placed
the government stamp on it and da-
glared It to bs a 1 tender and law-
fol money of the United States. On
June 28, 1834, the Solons In congress
discovered that the Solons in con-
gress In 1792 had put too much gold
|2 the ton dollar goid plece by 151-2
grains, So the Solons of 1884 proceed-
ed to take out 161-2 grains of pure
gold from the 2471-2 grains, leaving
only 232 grains of pure gold in the ten
dollar glece. And here comes the wis-
dom (?) of the 1834 Solons, that the
value of 332 ns was of the same
value as 2471-2 grains. Tt does not
require a college education to know
that 232 bushels of potatoes Is not of
the same value as 247 1-2 bushels of
the smme kind and quality, This was
called froe and unlimited colnsge of
gold and silver at the ratlo of about 14
to 1. And bear in mind this gold and
silver was not coined for the United
States government, but for the n
or persons bringing the bullion to the
mint. Before the act of 1834, $1.000
contained 24,750 graing of pure gold.
After the act of 1824 the 24750 grains
of gold was of the value of $1,066.81.
It is often safd that law cannot make
men rich, but in this case the man that
owned $1.000 In gold, or one hundred
$10 gold pleces, before 1554, after the
change of the law that same man was
richer by $86.81 on every thousand
dollars of gold ha owned. h, no, you
cannot make men rich by law, some
men at least, while it Is possible to
mitke others richer by a simpls turn
of the wrist—the law. You had better
wcut this out and paste it In your hat,
in order to compare it with one to fol-
low this, Iater. It doesn’t hurt people
to know some thlnfl.
