FEELING OF DISQUIET

Seems to Hover Over the .Stock Mar-
ket—Very Dull Trading.

New TYork, Dec. 17.—A state of
neglect, such as the stock market fell
Into today, i sometimes ascribed to
“holiday dullness.” It was not entire-
ly free today from a feeling of dis-
quiet as being due possibly to some
unfavorable factor underlying the sh-
uation. The continued strength of the
foreign exchange market kept atten-
tlon. on the pessibllity of gold exports,
Discounts were firmly held In Londen
today. The conduct of the political
campalgn Is expected to prolong the
gtrain in London beyand the epnd of
the year. What may be the sffect on
the New York market becomes of re-
newed Interest in view of expected
large requirements durlng January for
subscription 10 new capital offerings.
The problem ls complicated by the ma-
turity during the smme period of Lon-
don ebligations to the Bank of France
for gold wdvances during the period of
stringency. At the same time there
are large maturities of Americap in-
debtedness to Huropean borrowers
during that perled. A relaxation in
New York money rates evidently was
counted upon at the period of these
maturities. ‘The premise of a gub-
stantial fnereass for the wosk in New
Yori's cash in banks was grateful, un-
der the clrcumstances, and the appear-
ance of the preliminary estimates of
l&e week's currency movement was
fOllowed by & fdeclded show of strengih
In stocks. Allowing for the wenk's
export of a mililon dollars in gold, the
banks have gathered apparently from
the Interfor and from the* sub-treasury
upwards of 37,800,000, 'The effect of
the increare In the Loulsville and
Nashville dividend proved more stimu-
lating than did the Reading Increase.
Not only did that stock itsell advanca,
but Atlantie Coast Line benefited from
ita holdings of a majority of the
Loulsville and Nashville stock, while
ite collaternl bonds lssued agalnst
that stock jumped m full ten points on
enormous dealings to a record price
above par. ‘The movement gave rise
0 surmises of A redemption of the
bhonds to relense the stock, as was done
in the case of Rovk Island's holding of
Ht.
