fnct that In one game in which Mc-
Guire made his debut as a shor.slophe had previously been catching. -

McGuire did wonderful work thrt
year with Washington, but not as l
as Gibson the past year when he fig-
ured In 150 games. All told, Gibson
caught 141 full games and part ol
nine others. But If games were throwo
out of consideration when a playerhad a substitute In the closing mo-
ments,, it would he found thRt neither
Gibson nor McGuire caught 100 con-
secutive games. Working along that
basis, Gibson's greatest stretch would
have "been 40 and McGuIre's 42. On
May 5 last year, Paddy O'Connor, th'.
old Springfield player, took Gibson's
place for his only full game. Simon,
another Pittsburg catcher, played In
the 'games of July 2. August 3, 9 and
12 and September 20, 29 and 30. an 1

October 3. Gibson laid off on May 5
because of a collision with Frank
Chance. In the games from which he
withdrew Pittsburg always had a com-
manding lead when the change catch-
er went in.

Undoubtedly Gibson's stunt of catch-
ing 150 contests for the Pirates last
season was better than McGuIre's trick
of doing backstop duty for the Wash-
ington team of 895 in either 132 cr
133 games.

At the Drawingto a Close of the Year
Active Maney Market.

New York, Dec. 30. The drawing of
the year towards it close was marked

y characteristic developments in
financial markets today. Preparationsfor the unprecedented disbursements
of interest and dividend payments in
January went forward more actively
today, and the restriction of money
supplies which resulted in the stock
market kept operations there under re-
straint. There was enough desire man-
ifest to break through this restraint to
depict the sentiment of hopefulness and
satisfaction on the part of secur-
ity holders and to color the tone of the
whole market.

The T rer cent rate touched for call
loans marked a new high rate for the
present year, comparing with the 6 per
cent, maximum on several former occa-
sions. The comparison, if carried be-
yond the present year, marks a very
moderate degree of stringency for the
season, which has had a higher rate
in every year but two in at least a
decade. Last v December, when but
4 2 per cent, was reached for call
loans, the country was just emergingfrom its period of industrial and flna-ci- al

depression, and demand for com-
mercial credits was at a minimum. The
same was true in lesser degree in 1904,
when 5 per cent.' represented the hi'ih
quotation. At the other extreme 'fas
the 125 'tier cent, rate of December,
1905, when speculation in the . itock
market was rampant and refused to re-

gard the imperative recall of credits
from London which had been advanced
earlier in the season in furtherance of
the speculative campaign, not only is
the present condition one of compara-
tive ease, but a supposition is fostered
that marked relaxation is to occur after
the turn of the year. The course of
discount rates in foreign money mar-
kets and the weakness of the foreign
exchange market as well as the easytone of the time money market give
color to tliis supposition. Its certaintyis not altogether conceded by bankers,
who point to the heavy requirements
for corporation financing which baystobe met with the new year. The
