Aprofessional coach for the Yale .pitch-ers may ibe engaged till Lush returns.Captain Philbin said Saturday thathe had decided to call out the Yale
baseball candidates for the batteriesnext week. This is unusually early.
Yale's star pitchers of last seasonwere graduated, including Van Vleck
and Merritt, and while there is some
promising material it is not experi-
enced.

Captain., Philbin.' catcher; Badger,

and Mosser in the outfield are theveterans who will play the coming
season.

SHERIDAN GREATEST ATHLETE.
Grand Total of 347 Points in 1909

Dwarfs All Preceding Figures.
Martin J. Sheridan, the world'sgreatest' all around athlete, has re-

tained his title of the greatest nintgatherer for 1909. During the past 12
months the giant weight thrower ofthe Irish-Americ- an club of New York
rolled up the unprecedented ecore of
347 points. Never before in the his-
tory of sport has such a record been
made toy an amateur athlete. Lastyear he headed the list with a record
number of 181. The annual report of
the Irish-Americ- A .C. shows thatthe members of the organization tal-
lied 2,531 points during 1909, which is
more than they gathered the preced-
ing year. They won 25 championships,
captured 17 point trophies and 'broke
26 records.

Among the track men Jack Filer,
the sprinter and hurdler, comes first.
He finished fourth on the list with a
total of 112 points. Jim Rosen'herger,
whose form this season earned him
the title of the greatest quarter-mil- er

in the country, was second among the
track men with 1-0- points to his cred-
it. Jim Crewley was third with 101.

Second on the list is John Flana-
gan. He threw the heavy weipht far
enough to capture 170 1- -2 points. Dan
Ahearn, the great jumper, followed
Flanagan with 120. Melvln' Slieppard,
who .finished second to Sheridan last
year, finished eighteenth. His total
for the season was 54. This is 96 be-
hind his last year's total.

Although only running in its colors
for a few months. Emilia Lunghi, the
Italian flyer, tallied 60 points. Alel
Kiviat. the Staten Island schoolboy,
also made an excellent showing. He
finished seventh on the list with a
total of 63.
