NEW FUELS.

Our Increasing Use of Gases and Qils
Under Boilers,

During the firat half of the last cen-
tury It was msolld fuel only that was
employed for the generation of heuat
and power, but the last half of the cen-
tury has seen the advent of liquid and
gasecus Tuels, which under certaln con-
ditions proved themselves of the great-
est value, and certain processes are
now largely dependent upon their use,
this being due to the ecase of aplica-
tion which has meant economy in la-
bor and greater facility for converting
the heat into work. As anp example of
the ease of application making a fuel
of poor caloriffic value more effective
in use than coal of high quality, ons
may instance such manufactures ns
those of glass, where in the heating by
=olld fuel the necessary temperature
had to be imparted to the mass of raw
material through the wallz of a thick
fire clay retort. the difficulty of appli-
cation here being dependent upon the
fact that the crucible had to be heated
to a very high temperature to get the
necessary fusing point of the glaas
mixture, and that maintaining this for
a considerable pariod meant a big ex-
penditure in fuel and great wear and
tear to the furnace and containing ves-
sel

Tt was clear that if the fuel could be
gasified and the clean fiame made to
play directly onto the surface of the
mixture to be fused, Instead of having
to impart ‘the heat through the walls
of the containing wvessel, an enormous
economy would be obtained, and this Is
now done by utilizntion of producer
gag and regeneration in the continuous
tank process. In the same way llqguld
fuel, as goon as methods could be found
for its proper combustion, presented
such wonderful economies and advant-
ages for marine work that. in spite of
fts helng dearer than coal, it a= onece
found a place in both the navy and
merchant marine. The possibllity
being able to store it below the level
of tha holler in the ballast tanks In-
=tead of having, as in roal bunkers to
have the storage above that level, at
once gave increased gpace in the im-
portant part of the vessel, and, what
was of greater Importance in the ser-
vice, the being able to carry a larger
supply of latent ensrgy In the same
space as the coal ocrupied Incressed
the radius of action of the vessel—

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NEW CORPORATION TAX.

Ne Real Trouble Over Time of Taking
lﬂ"mryv

Washington, Jan, BS.—Investigation
has put a wery different face on the
situation as to the manufacturers’ in-
ventory in connection with the new
corporation tax which 48 to be paid
first this year. The provision that
there shall be filed an inventory as of
Dec. 31 is not in the law at all, so that
the matter didn't have to go to the
attorney general, but is a rule of the
internal revenues office, Commissioner
Cabell feeling that he must have an
accurats inventory on which to base
the tax of 1 per cent on gross in-
cime.

However, the commissicner s well
awara of the Impoasibility of takiag &n
inventory in one day, in most cuscs,
and it has been brought 1o his uilen-
tion that in Connecticut Inventories are
usually taken at other times In the
vear, many during the first month or
two. His position is that a regular ivn-
ventory &s of Dec. 31 must be fGled.
but this need not have been taken on
that day or in proceas of being taken.
An Inventory taken earlier can readlly
be brought up to that date in sub-
stance, and ¢his is all that will be in-
glsted uvpon.

What is principally to be reguriled
Is the good faith of the corpuration
and any concern which chooses to meat
the government fairly in the martar
will find no difficulty in this featurs.
