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RESENTMENT.
There are just now three countries

that threaten to retaliate on account
of our revised tariff rates Canada,
France and Germany, all of whom pre-
tend to feel hard hit and call for con-
sideration under the act of reciprocity,
and, we have serious foreign tariff is-

sues staring us in the face.
It is not probable that this govern

ment will carry Hs tariff provisions
too far with Canada. The trade be-
tween the United States and the Do-
minion is great, the relation close,
and a tariff war would work a great
hardship on much American capital on
both sides of tha line. If the provincial
restrictions on wood pulp and tha
reciprocity treaty with France do not
present too large an obstacle, the min-
imum will be proclaimed on Caiadian
importations, and tariff friction with
that country obviated.

As between France and Germany
matters appear to look most serious
between the last named government
and the United States; but it is not
believed that there will Ibe a trade rup-
ture since the interests of all the na-
tions concerned call loudly fir peace.
The Bulletin coincides with those who
believe that it will (be to the credit
of President Taft's capacity for diplo-
macy if-- he avoids one, and, at the
same time, secures admission for
American products on fair terms; foi
unless material concessions are ob-
tained .in the French and German
n.arketB for our products, the maxi-
mum features of the new tariff meas-
ure will have proven useless and
might as w-e-ll .be erased from the
statutes.

We are also willing to admit
that the retailer ia, to a large extent,
in the clutches of the Meat trust and
has to depend largely on them for
their supplies, which mean. Pay their
prices! and a high cost to tha re-tal- ler

means a high price to the con-
sumer. We have no feeling for the
trust end it certainly does not need
any. It has demonstrated for years
Its capacity to look out for itself and
to gather in most of our dollars, and
we have also noticed that while the
retailer Is naturally such, a modest feh-lo-

ha has at last forgotten it and
has been booming prices along without
much thought of the consumer and
there Is no knowing how long this
would have continued if the people
bad. not at last become aroused and
a national boycott of meats started
all over the country.

Another statement the writer made
that it is notorious tha reailers are
forbidden to buy domestic cattle and
If they did they would be penalized.
Now, Mr. Reader, this statement is
false. The facts of the case are that
85 par cent, of the retailer know
nothing whatever about dressing cet-tl- o

and would know no more what to
d with a live steer than a white el-

ephant. In the eecond place, ithe ma-
jority of the retailers have no neces-
sary conveniences for dressing cattle
and have learned to depend wholly on
ithe refrigerators; but the retailer
could buy cattle If Tie chose Just as
well as he could potatoes, and no risk
of being penalized.

When I was a little girl I used to be

taken on long, beautiful country drives
by my father, my place being close up
against his left arm, while ha held the
reins. All sorts of thoughts and fan-
cies and wonderments go on In the
mind of a child. I remember that
whenever we drove up a long steep hill
I held my breath in the sure convic-
tion that when we reached the top of
it it would be the end of the world;
there would be nothing more, and wo
would simply fall off into space. I re-
member how surprised I was to find
the good road running on from the top
of the hill and our carriage wheels
bowling along it just the same. Yet
when we came to the next steep as-
cent, my breath would catch in the
same unreasoning fear. It was not
until I was a bigger girl that I spoke
of this, and was assured by my father
that it was always safe to follow an
open road. To this day, however, I
have never wholly overcome , that
childish terror of apprehension. I
never drive or motor up a long steep
hill that the expectation of falling off
into space does not clutch at me. and
have to be laughed away. It gripped,
me in the days when I climbed moun-
tains; and thotgh I know better, just
as I know that the earth revolves
round the sun, yet the top of the hill
ahead of me tightens my heart today
as it did when I was a child.

All, our fears are born of ignorance,
and are to be conquered only by un-
derstanding. I love to see the sun rise
in the east and set in the west, and
I am glad that usage still retains this
poetic imagery. of expression. All the
same, it is convenient to accept the
scientific fact that the sun is in reali-
ty a fixed star. It was a happy day
for me when it dawned upon my child-
ish comprehension that to arrive at
the top of a hill did not necessitate an
immediate falling off into space. It
was not from anything my father said
that I arrived at this understanding.
Long before he gave the quieting as-
surance that it was safe to follow the
open road, I had drawn certain, conclu-
sions for myself; the most comforting
being that what had never happened
probably never would happen; that aa
we had risen safely over the crest of
every hill we bad ever climbed, only
to find our familiar road rolling on
and on, so, by analogy, there was nev-
er to be any falling off into space.

A child's mind is embarrassed with
unformed thoughts and fancies and
wonderments that he has no power to
express. To begin with, he has no vo-
cabulary. His few earliest words give
voice ti eletrfentary needs only; he has
no words for tha pressure within him
of the infinite. Moreover, from what
I remember of my own childhood, and
what I understand of the ways of lit-
tle children, and out of my deep sym-
pathy with thejn, I know they never
seek to express the depths of what
they feel and ,'fear. Distinctly I re-
member, on the rare occasions that on
coming from school I did not find my
mother at home, how desolate the
wh Me world seemed to me. T used to
wait for her on the front door-ste- p,

for nothing would have Induced me to
stay inside the lonely house, and when
I saw her coming I would run to meet
her, glad and toappy. and with my world
all right again. But it never occurred
to me to tell her how desolate . the

popular name fits it so well that art-
ists have played with it, and their kitte-

n-kin picture have everywhere
found popular favor, and poets hava
no-r- and then ventured to write of ts
"silver sheen and fuzzy-fuz- ," and the
willow looks prettier in its opening
buds than in its tassled bloom. It is
the one native flower that can sit in a
snowdrift like a patient being cured of
tuberculosis and not be injured by the
experience. The swan Is saddest when
it sings, and this flower is prettiest; be-
fore it blooms.

The Skipping Habit.

Tie's acquired the skipping habit,"
remarked a man in my hearing recent-
ly concerning a third person. "Do you
mean," I inquired, "that he goea trip-
ping down the street, as children now
and then dance out to their play?" "I
mean that he has learned to let some
things go by." When I grasped the
situation. I said: "Capital idea; I'U
pass It along."

Now I am not going on to make a
plea for 'superficiality. W have too

skim when they ought to dig. But the
kind of skipping I would like to see
more generally - indulged in is that
which puts one side certain thing In
the interest of certain others.

Watch peoplo read newspapers. Here
comes the daily with its rich freight of
news, comment and miscellany. I have
sat behind persons on railway trains
who spent a whole hour on a single
page and that page dealing with pure-
ly ephemeral matters. I should not get
through my half a dozen newspapers
a day unless I had learned to skip
much of tha matter, and I will frankly
say that the pages I skip are the sport-
ing page, the theatrical page and the
columns dealing with scandals, elope-
ments and similar tragedies. Not that
I do not like to read now and then
about a good ball game. Just as I like
occasionally to attend one. Not that I
eschew altogether the theater, but
these matters do not interest me as
many others do. But I am a parson
and look at things from a parson's
point of view, and I would not for a
moment intimate that my practice
should be necessarily that of flvery-bod- y

else. Personally, I am glad that
with all the multitude of Interesting
subjects pressing for attention today, I
can leave one side certain large realms
of interest, and thus save time and
strength for other realms of thought
and action.

But not to set- - myself up as an ex-
ample, I would drive home this point,
that everyone should select for him
self certain matters to which he will be
relatively indifferent, concerning which
ho will not talk and think much.

For this subject touches something
more than our newspaper reading hab-
its. " Editors, In selecting matter for
their columns do but cater to the well
understood demands of their readers
and furnish "stories" in quantity and
quality corresponding to the popular
taste. The place to begin skipulng
then is not the newspaper, but the per-
sonal life. What are some of the
things we should let go by? We shall
all agree if we think seriously enough
that it is well to skip both In print and
in daily life as much of the trivial as
we can, all of the sensual and idle gos-
sip as well, and innuendoes, backbiting
and slander. Slights and injuries,
whether real or fancied, are to ba little
emphasized and that which feeds mor-
bidity and pessimism should certainly
be passed by.

Then there are places and compan-
ionships which are to be skipped be-
cause they waste good time and per-
haps good money, even If they are not
all positively harmful. Busy people in
particular who feel driven all the
time should stop some of these drains
upon strength and nervous force. A
good time it is here near the outset of
the vear to foster the skipping habit,
to cfose the door upon certain regions
of thought and activity 1n order that
our lives may become dearer, richer
and purer.' Plan to skip something
these next few month. Have courage
to let It go by. Save yourself for the
bigger things, the largar work of build-
ing an ideal home or a noble character
or of purifying an neighborhood or a
city, or for your proper chare in the

The Fore River Shipbuilding com-
pany gets them, with the privilege of
having one vessel constructed by the
New York Shipbiulding company, of
Camden. In addition the Bethlehem
eteel company gets the contract for
supplying guns for most of the tor-
pedo craft now being constructed for
Argentina in European yards. This Is
worth about $1,000,000. '

from Argentina and other South Am-
erican nations.

NO LONGER HEADS TAX LIST.

Mrs. John S. Kennedy Swears Off As-
sessment of $6,000,000.

Mrs. John S. Kennedy, widow of the
late millionaire philanthropist.no long-
er heads the list of personal taxpayers
in New York.1 She has sworn off the
entire assessment .of $6,000,000 which
the city had recorded against her. Her
husband left $30,000,000.

The following statement was Issued
the other day at the New York tax de-
partment: "Mrs. KeSinedy has only re-
ceived a special bequest of $1,000,000,
and this consisted almost entirely of
city bonds and stock. The taxable
balance is more than offset by legal
obligations to contribute to educational
and other benevolent causes." Mrs.
Russell Sage and Andrew Carnegie
were the next highest to Mrs. Ken-
nedy on tha personal rolls. Their as-
sessments were $5,000,000 each, and
probably will remain, unchanged.

Massachusetts ha a commission

Four
of the five members do not think the
state should buy land, build houses and
then Invite the city dwelling to buy on
easy terms. But they do think some-
thing can be done to Increase subur-
ban life by borrowing the garden city
idea which has achieved the substan-
tial results in Germany and which has
been adopted with success by several
English towns. .
