Old Whaling

D. Barnes, the tal.har of the old man |
Just ., was in block =nd
spar business for yenrs nnder the firm
name of Barnes & Crocker. His last
pluce of business was on the Lhen
Frink and Prentis wharf approach, the
b being made In the building now
used as a rallvoad storage shop
and opposite the structure in which
Barry’'s sail loft was so long loecated
and the upper stories of which onco
extended over the rallroad tracks .
the water's edge, where salls eould ho
holsted and lowered to and from ves-
sels lying alongside the bulkhead
where there is mnow hardly enough
water at high tide to float a fishing
smack. The shorter spars were also
made in this building, but the larger
anes, of course, were cut and complet-
ed on the wharf, After the death of
Samuel Barnes, the son, Charles, con-
tinued In the business.

There was anothér sparyard at Fort
Neck, conducted by James Davidson,
and his san, Willlam H. Davidson, Is
the only one engaged In the spar-mak-
ing businesg in New London, but the
hlocks are made here no longer, these
now being turned out with sheaves
complete by machinery In chandler
manufncturing estahlishments. I[fenry
Whittemore, long since deceased, and
father of AMrs. Frederick 1. Fengar,
had .a sparyard In Water street, fust
north of the Bhadrach Reeves boat-
buildirg shop, which was located on
the site of the present Central Ver-
mont freight depot, and where vessels
of considerable slze were taken out on
marine raliways. Subescequently Mr,
Whittemore carried on Lhe business in
the rear of hi= residence in Bank
#treat, a short distance north of the
custom house, while the Reeves shop
was alterwards just south of the cus-
tom house, and the business was car-
ried on there for many years by a son

the old man.

Besides these place=, the more prom-
inent of the whaling agents had spar-
makers in (heir employ and the work
for thefr whaleships was done on their
own wharves and by their own work-
men, who not only made the spars, but
dld all the repair work of the ships,
even to coppering and repairing the
huills, and which was done without
taking the ships out on the marine
raflways. By means of hlocks and
tackles  the ships were “hove down”
alongside the wharves so the work-
men could do the work on the hulls
to the keel on one side, and when the
work was finished the veasel wonld be
warped around and then “hove down™
g0 the men could do the work on the
other slde.

When the block and spar-makers
were doing businesa in Neéw  London
there was activity all along the water
front, and forests of masts were 1o be
#een at all times, from the Winthrop's
Cove to the Shaw's Cove bridges, Now
it is a rarity to gee a single suiling
vessel of any size at 4 wharf along
the water frount! Whnt o compurison,
and “Billy” Davidson the only spar-
maker in New London.

With the passage of tho block and apnr
business in New L nt

ages, und mnow there is n0|. it nlnlla
cooper shop In the clty, and the only
coopers here are employed in the Boss
cracker factory heading and, repalring
barrels, but no new work. In  the
whnllng days the coopernge business
was among the leading Induostries, the
Cla~k coorer shops In Water strest
and the Chipnian cooper shop In Pot-
ter street, belng the leading concerns
and umptu,smg many men.

Another loctl Industry that has gone
out of existence Iz boat ballding, the
principal kind of boats constryeted bes
ing of the double-end " whale bonts,
with long =tecring oars. The leading
boat shops were the Rogers aml Smith
in Bank street and the Heeves shops
ut the corner of Prison anil Water

strosts,  Now theye Is not n single
boat-bullding shop in New London,
nor is there n shugle rigging 1ot al-

though there wers several, the prinel-
pal ones being those of Erannigan
and Manierre,

These Indusiries were a part of tho
whaling business, whifh practically
went cout of existence in New Londsn
during the civil war, wWhen. the ships,
full-rigged ships, laden with granito
and designuted as the stone fleot, sail-
ed from New London and were subse-
quently sunk off Charieston, South
Carolina, to aid In the blockade of thiat
then Important port, Slnee then and
up to twenty years or so ago, there
were a fow amall vessels salling from

this port in the whale fisheries, but
now even that buslness has eomplete-
Iy gone oul of existence and the tml_v[
jocal reminder is the p:u‘tia!ty sunkoen |
hulk of the old schooner Charles Col- |1t
gate in Winthrop's Cove, the last of
the New London whallng vessels.

The masters of these old-time ves-
sels, men noted for thelr honesty and
endurgnes, and who were concedod to
be masters of the art of navigation,
mostly all self-taught, alded Ly act-
ual experience, have all gone on théeir
final voyage, but thelr noble traits of
clarneter, that of tvpical New England
sallors. will endure to the end of time,

In the older days the blame for the

Mayor Mahan s a momber of the
soclety, as are some other members of
the conunell, and in the years that have
gone by many members of that old
and honorable soclely have filled po-
sitions of honor and trust In city and
state, the professions and business life
of the city., While the scciety is en-
tirely freed from polltics, that fact Jid
not prevent some of the members from
Indulging In the game, and In nearly
every instance they have merged win-
ners. with eredit to themselves and

This reminds us that once upon a
time there were so-called Irish-Ameri-
cans in New London who organlzed
for the purpose of demanding recogni-
tion from the political parties by mem-
bership in the cihty government, but
this movement did not originate with

the St. John's soclety, although some
of the members were active in that
particular line of political work . and

were subsequently elected to the court
of common councll, This movement
was started about thirty-five yenrs
ago and resulted in a political organiz-
ntion known as the Patrick Henry
club, which was formed in what was
formerly known as the Fraderick L.
Allen bulldlng In State atrest. It
Started withh a Isrge membership and
active political campaigns followed,
Committees attended the democratic
cuucuses (in those dayvs *thoally
every voter of Irish birth or descent
was a demoerat) and demanded. that
al least one representative be placed
on the ity ticket. threantening that If
this was not done, like npplication
would be made to the republican party,
which would be glad of the opportu-
nity to comply, and the resnlt would
be demoralization and defeat to the
then dominant democeratic party in
New London,

While the Patrick Henry olub served
its purpose and placed some of Its po-
litically-ambitlous members Into oMoes,
it grodually dawned on tha majority
that the organization wae for the pers
sonal advancement In politics of a fia-
vored few, and that they werée simply
used as stepplng—smnos. Then came
dissatisfaction, and the Patrick Henry
clith soon went out of existence, the
great mujority being satisfled to forim
n part and parcel of the regulsr piar-
tiea and no part of the stand-and-de-
