of the president. Dr. John M. O'Con-nel- l,

in Westerly, and officers will he
elected and provision made for chang-
es in the existing rules and perhaps
change in the league comnosition.

The teams that comprised thisleague last season were Westerly, Car-
olina. Wakefield, Stonington and
White Rock. Mystic was in the league
before the playing season opened, but
differences arose over that team's use
of college "players, who were mostly
resident of the place, so Mystic with-
drew .nd Norwich was substituted.

Thr&re is a movement to get Mystic
ba-c-k in the league in place of Nor-
wich, and it is believed that Stoning-to- n

and Westerly favor this plan and
are willing to make concessions to
Mystic. This will be the third season
of the league; the Stoningtons were--

the champions of 1908, and the vvest-erly- e
are the present champions. With

Mystic in the league, baseball inter-
est will increase in this section. West-
erly will make every effort to retain
the championship.

The state board of public roads will
soon begin to close u the gaos in the
trunk lines across the state of Rhode
Island. There has already been con-
structed 168 miles of roadways and
the board has available funds for the
building of about fifty miles of addi-
tional roads, which will include the
Shore end Potter Hill roads in .the
town of Westerly.

In the original highway system as
adopted in 1903. just 188 miles were in-
cluded, but the work of construction
has not followed exactly these lines,
because new roads have 'been added to
the system by legislative action. Gen-
erally, however, the old lines, as far
as they were of use to the citizens,
were followed out in the construction
work.

A large portion of the New London
turnpike, which appears on the map
to be the shorter and more preferable
route to Hope Valley, was found to be
very hilly, and the other route chos
en, about two miles longer, was found
to be better suited to the use's of the
people. Had the New London pike
been constructed, the average cost is
estimated at 15,000 a mile, while by
the new route the cost was $G,000 a
mile.

The route selected eres through
more towns and villages than the 'New
London pike and therefore accommo
dated more people. Many portions of
the roadway had "been built by the
towns and needed no repairs. All of
this town macadem, is now
under the control of the state board.

The 'board has a balance of $300,000
with which to build roads. The aver
age cost of macadam is about $5,500
to $6,000, and that of bituminous runs
from $7,000 to $8,000 a mile. Taking
an average of $6,000 for a mile, the
money in hand will build fifty miles'
of roadway.

In her seventy-nint- h year, Mrs.
Lydia Anna Pendleton-Perr- y, widow
of Dr. Gideon Perry, who was a prom
inent physician of Brooklyn, N. Y.,
died Thursday evening after a long
sickness, in Providence, where she was
brought from her home in Kingston,
R I., for treatment about a month
ago. Mrs. Perry was the dauehter of
Isaac and Lydia Hoxie Pendleton of
Stonington arid was horn in February,
1S31. She was married to Dr. Terry,
who came of a well known Washing-
ton county family of physicians, a fa-
ther and three sons entering the pro-
fession, one being Dr. George H. Perry
of Manhattan. Kansas.

Soon after the death of her husband,
fifteen years ago. Mrs. Perry moved
to Kingston, where she had since made
her home. Fntil failing health pre-
vented, she was an active worker in
the Episcopal church, her unusually
fine vocal powers being devoted to the
interests of that church. Two chil-
dren were born to Dr. and Mrs. Perry,
a. daughter, who died when young, and
a son who for twelve years has been
cared for as an invalid in Providence.
