65 FATHERLESS CHILDREN
Result of Monday's Explosion in Co-

lorado Coal Mine.

Primero, Col.. Feb. 2. Monday's ex-
plosion in the main mine of the Col-
orado Fuel and Iron company claimeda total of 76 victims and left 35 wid-
ows and 65 fatherless children. Thsresult was determined late today when
the official ranvasa of the company
was completed and the names of thomissing men were checked wijh thtpayroll.

Exploration of the workings contin
ned all day, but not until 8 o'clock
tonight were the efforts of relief par
ties successful, when the bodies of two
drivers, unidentified, were found in a
oross-c- ut between entries and brought
to tne surface. .

All day the number of bodies recov
ered had remained at 48, but worker
succeeded in penetrating portions
the mine hitherto held from invasion
by afterdamp..

Late this afternoon the coroner sen
34 bodies to Trinidad on a- - specii!
train and tomorrow will forward the
remaining sixteen to that city where a
general funeral will be held. .

Census Bill Passed Urgent Defioienoy
. and Army Bill Passed. . .

Washington, Feb. 2. An animated
political debate enlivened the session
of the houae today. Charges of parti-
sanship in the taking the census were
numerous democratic members insist
ing that a non-partis- an census was
impossible unless enumerators were
.appointed from men of both political
parties. After a long debate the cen
sus bill was passed. providing for
amendment to the present law, ju that
there shall be an enumeration of cat-
tle slaughtered and of hides produced
jn country slaughtering house.

In the senate the urgent deficiency
and the army bill were passed, carry-
ing a combined appropriation of $102.-000.00- 0.

Epidemic of Typhoid Fever at Leaven-
worth Federal Prison.

Leavenworth, Kan., Feb. 2. An epi-
demic of typhoid fever has broken out
in the federal prison here. One man
is dead, another is dying and several
Others are seriously 111. Nine patients
are in the hospital with the malady.
The prison physician attributes the

COURTMARTIAL TRIAL OF
PAYMASTER AULD

For Conduct Unbecoming a Naval Offi
cer and Gentleman.

Boston, Feb. 2. The Charlesto-w-
navy yard's social set which has
crowded the 'big dance hall three times
this week at the courtmartial of Pay-
master George P. Auld for conduct un
becoming a gentleman - and an officer.

It appeared from his statemen t.iat
several of the dancing set at the yard
discussed Dr. Cowles four days be-

fore the dance, and Mr. Auld said that
he then received permission from Miss
Ames to have Dr. Cowles kept trorn
the dance on account of certain stones
Jn which the name of Miss Dorotny
Hesler of Evanston. 111., was involve 1.

Then came the incident at the dance
when Mr Auld asked Dr. Cowles to
retire from the hall, following whicfc
the two met in the corridor below anO
continued their altercation with Dr
G. A. S. Robnett, who will be tried
later, as a witness.

Mr. Auld denied today that he struck
Dr. Cowles, but did admit that he took
him bv the shoulders and that in the
.wrestling which ensued Dr. cowles
.was thrown to the floor.

Mr. Auld said that he considred that
he was acting for the dance commit
tee in speaking to Dr. Cowles. whom
he personally did not think a proper
guest at the dance. He did not speo.it
to other members ot tne commiume
because he. feared publicity. He con-
sidered that he was acting for nia
'set.'
The members Nof the court tried to

sin-M- r. Auld- - down to stating who con
stituted his "set," rut."Mr.' Auld could
not name tnem except to say ma.i i.
was the naval "set."!

This nract'icallv concluded the testi
mony- in the case, and tomorrow aft
ernoon arguments will be made. Tha
court room today again neia a crowa
of fashionably dressed women and uni-
formed naval officers.

FAILURE,
LIABILITIES $37,000,000.

New Jersey Corporation Controlled
by English Investors.

The Mexican
Packing company, a New Jersey cor-
poration, controlled by English in-
vestors, and operating a string of
slaughter houses and-- packing houses
in the republic of Mexico under sper
cial concessions from the Mexican. gov-
ernment, failed today with liabilities,
including stock, of approximately? $37;--.

000,000. The assets werewr not--r BBr
nounced, tout it is estimated that-the- y

are in excess of the liabilities. The
company will continue to operate Its
plants as usual. Henry Dekay was ap-
pointed receiver by Judge Lannitig in
the United States circuit count in New
Jersey today. " :

The appointment of a receiver was
not brought about by any condition in
the stock market, but by the tieing up
of part of th company's funds in the
United States Banking company in
Mexico City, which suspended recent- -

"ly--

Among the concessions held by tne
company is an exclusive right . to
slaughter cattle In Mexico Citv until
1926. Its share capital Is . $22,500,000
and it has a bonded debt secured by
mortgage of about $12,500,000 and a
floating debt in the neighborhood of
$2,000,006, of which, however, only
about $300,000 is due.

The company was incorporated in
New Jersey In 1902 under the title of
the United States Packing company.
The name was changed' In October,
1906.

FIRE RAGING IN -

DANBURY THIS MORNING.

Two General Alarms Rung In Vo-
lunteers Aid Regulars.

Danbury, Conn., Feb. 3. Fire which
is raging in a three story frame build-
ing on White street threatens to de-
stroy two adjoining building's, one a
four story structure and the other three
stories high, all owned by the estate
of Charles H. Hawley of Bridgeport.
The Are was discovered shortly after
2 o'clock in the rooms of a club on
the second floor, and spread rapidly.
Two general alarms were rung in, call-
ing the volunteer department to the
assisance of the. regular firemen. The
family of Paul Forkel. living on thetop floor of the building, narrowly es-
caped being hemmed in by the flames,
through which they were obliged to go
in descending the stirs. Mr. Forkel is
crippled, and the firemen were obliged
to carry him out. If all three build-
ings are destroyed the loss will total
$50,000.

Boy Must Serve 20 Years
in Prison.

New York, Feb. 2. Amato Santa-nill- o,

a Italian, must serve
not less than twenty years in the pen-
itentiary for avenging the death of his
brother and cousin, who were killed
by Rafael Cascone. In retaliation he
shot and killed - Cascone in Mulberr y
street in August last. Cascone was
convicted of murdering Santanillo's
brother and bousin, but was acquitted
on retrial. The young avenger was
sentenced today.

TRIAL OF YOUNG MUSIC TEACH-

EXPECTS SOON TO BE FREE

Witness at Coroner's Hearing Admits
That Some of His Testimony Was
Not True State Closes Today.

Waterbury, Feb. 2. The failure ofthe prosecution to have admitted as
evidence a dying statement of the
murdered man and a prediction bythe accused that she would soon befree were features in today's sessions,ef the trial of Sophie Kritjchman, theyoung Union City music teacher, forthe murder of Bronislow Kulvinskasin the woods near Union City on the
iiiiernoon of September 17. 1909.

Jury Sent From Room.
Up to the opening; of today's pro-

ceedings, the prosecution had securedthe admission as evidence one dying
statement made by Kulvinekaa andhad one thrown out. Today the statepresented a third statement is which
JCulvinskas is alleged to have said:."I am dying; I am dying: get me a
doctor. The state attempted to have
the statement admitted In evidence
.given by Walter H. Roberts, a witnessat the afternoon session, who lives
In Union City, near where Kulvlnskas
.was found dying In the woods. Mr.Kennedy, attorney for the defence, ob-
jected to the admission of Roberts'testimony, and the jury was sent from
the room while the matter was ar-
gued before Judge Curtiss. Robertsstated before the court that he had.gone into the woods near where Kul-.vinsk-

was found and that he had
heard Kulvlnskas make the declara
tion given above. Mr. Kennedy asked

cooerts wnv he had not made known
these words of Kulvlnskas at the cor
oner's hearing and witness said thatthe testimony given by him at that
time was not correct and that some
of It was not true. -

Roberts' Statements Ruled Out.

?nu on tne opening oi court Judge
curtiss announced that he would sus
tain the objection oythe defense and
ordered that all of Roberts' statements
.made before the coroner be ruled out,
as not being' reliable.
Defense Scores Many Favorable Points

that she had made six mistakes an
at the end of two hours and twenty

.McDermott was followed on the stand
bv her husband, who testified to. the.

fpert that Sophie might have droppedi't a balloon and. that he did not
take pictures of pretty girls, aroused
such enthusiasm on the pert of the
spectators that the coiirt was obliged
,to threaten to clear the room before,
order was restored. Other witnesses
of the ' day testified to having heard
the sound of revolver shots on the
evening of September 17th and the
morning of the 18th.

Cross examination of these wit-
nesses brought out nothing new and
was brief.

Miss Kritchman in Good Spirts.

Prior to the open
Jng of the morning session she be
trayed a little nervousness on hearing
of the illness of her slater, but soon

took her young brother by the arm
and embraced her Junior counsel ani
jsaid it was a happy moment in her
life. At the conclusion of the day'j
hearing she was laughing and smiling,
ami said: "It was one of the happiest
days I have spent since I was arrested.
X could not help laughing at some of
the testlmonv and I feel as though I
.was going to be discharged. Ever
since childhood I have always had a
(Premonition of what was coming, when
4t was for the best I had a pain about
jny heart, and tonight that pain ts
there, but I am so happy. I had to
Jaugh at Mr. McDermott, he has known
xae since childhood and he was always
so funny."

At the close or me cay, Mr. &.enneay,
senior counsel for the defense, ex
pressed satisfaction in the progress
made in attacking the statements of
the state's witnesses and that he
would be able to present testimony to
,the effect that Sophie did not do the
shooting.

State May Close Today.

ed by the defense.

The bankers also claim that the prop-

osition tends to centralization, and
would give more power to the national
government. Instead of leaving local
banking Institutions to cater for the
several states.

The house committee on postofflces
and postroads have not as yet taken
theTnatter up. but the senate commit-
tee- has reported a bill which is being
discussed.

The proposition receives the support
of the western members, while the
eastern members are recorded in oppo-
sition to it. .

It is not at all h'kely that a bill es-
tablishing postal savings banks will go
through this session of congress.

All of the measures designated are

to be enacted into law If the Influence

cans along "insurgent" and "irregu'ar"
lines, although It is known that cer-
tain individuals of both factions may
oppose features of several of the bills.
