“With expressions of deep regret the
members of the First Congregational
church ast night (Feb. 2) aceapted the

choice [y matter of acceptance, many
of the members of the congregation
expreseed thelr devotion to the pastor
by nesmative votes. The resignntion will
=0 Into «fect on April 1, at which tima
M, MeCarthy will have completed a
pastoraie of thirteen years,

The tender of Mr. McCarthy's resig-
nation ereated great surprise in the
city, Mr. MeCarthy is ohie of the bast
known clergymen in the state, having
promingnee In both religious and sec-
uliir clicles. FHe has long been a lead-
er in adoeatfonal and veform work,
and his influonee i8 widely recognized.
His prominence and popularity and the
aminhle relationes which had over ex-
isted between himself and hia congre-
gation were the featurss whioh mada
the tender of his resigoation surpris-
ing.

“On accepting the rvesignation the
church deslgnated a committee which
will draft resolutions in which the re-
zret of+ the church that the relations
hetwean it and the pastor and his wife
ure to be altered will be expresssd.

“Mr. MeCarthy has not yet announc-
ed his pians for the future, though he
indicated nt the time his resignation
was offered that he would probably re-
maln in Huntington. The people of the
ity are anxious that he remain stead-
fast in this intention.
