ON BARACA CLASBES.

Argues Against the Criticiem Which is
Being Made of the Work ef This
Organization.

| The Watchman of Feb. 3d contained
|an Interesting article wupon “Baracu
| Classea™ by Rev. Willlam T. Thayer,
secretary of Baraca unlon of Cormecti-
cut, in which he said:

The criticism s frequently made
that the church does ncti lead In the
redemptive movements of soclety.
Whether true or false, this criticism
ls widespread, hut its cause is not un-
known. Conservatism in the face of
changing form is commendable so long
| as based on an enlightened conviction.
' But when the form has proved lts effi-
cacy opposition is wrongly called con-
servatism, for it is really pugmnadcious
resistance., Criticlsm springing from
such a source transfers attentlon from
tha truth to the Inability of the critic
to keep pace with revelation, and the
church s blamed for refusing to lead
In movements that tend to eniarge affi-
clency.

Thus it has been with the movement
of the men's organized class in the
Biblg school. The church through some
of its Jeaders railed wildly ngainst such
a tendency to fraternalize, but Ittle
was done (o satisfy the legitimate
craving for social intercourse, and the
church wans criticized for being at va-
riance with life.

And indeed she did not realize her
opportunity.

Willlam Dodsworth, president and
editor of the Neéw York Journal of
Commerce and Commercial Bulletin,
who has just died at his home in En-
glewood, N. J., at the age of 83, has
long held an influential position in the
#ubHe discussion of financial and mon-
etary questions, He was a strong ad-
vocute of o bank currency resting upon
and conforming to the assets of the
commercial banks—a currency which
would expand or contract according to
the varying requirements of business.
He was born and edcuated in England,
and came to this country just prior
to the civil war. He presented at that
time a comprehensive scheme of
financing the war which was largely
followed by the government. For some
vears he was engaged. in editorial serv-
ice on the New York 'i"ina.nclai Chron-
icle and the Commercial Advertiser, In

latter’'s interest, Later, or In 1893, he
secured control of the New York Jour-
nal of Commerce and consolidated his
own with that paper, which s today
being published under the joint name
of the two—having made L one of the
very best commercial papers to be
found anywhere In the world.
