He admitted that sinces the note
hid been made that he himself had
borrowed $100 from Mr. IPeiner but he
had paid this back and it was pnot a
part puyment on the note. There was
close guestioning regarding the writ-
ing on the note and the preof of clatm;
he =aid tha! he did not know whose
writing it was. He kept uo bank ac-
count and he pald Mr. Feiner In cash
and at that time he oarried as much
as $8,000 in his pocket.
