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The most disastrous fire that has
visited Westerly in years was that of
early Sunday morning, which was dis-
covered half ajr-hou- r after midnight in
the livery and sales stables of James
A. Welch in Broad and Union streets.
Only one employe was in the stable at
the outbreak of the tire,- - which orig-
inated near the chimney leading from
the harness room.. The other men
were out on driving jobs with cabs and
in carting theatrical scenery, while Mr.
Welch was sitting in his house ad-
joining, waiting the return of his men
before retiring. When the man re-
ported the fire Mr. Welch hurried to
the stables and found the flames rag-
ing near where the two big stables
adjoin. Mr. Welch got out some of the
horses and as the fire was spreading
rapidit he rushed back to his house
and assisted Mrs. Welch and daughter
to . the residence of Dr. Champlin, and
his aged father was assisted to the
Dixon house.

By this time the stables were a mass
of flames. The local firemen, assisted
by the Peleg S. Barber Hose company,
were battling with the . Increasing
blaze. .

The house of Mr. .Welch was
very little of the household

effects being saved. The office in front
was damaged 'by water only, as was
also the waiting room of the Norwich
and Westerly trolley road adjoining
and in the same building.

The fire spread to the founding at the
corner or Broad and Union streets oc-
cupied by H. R. Crandall as an electri-
cal and variety store, the upper part
being tenanted by Mrs. Kenyon and
her father. The building adjoining in
Pinion street, occupied as a dressmak-
ing establishment, was also burned, as
was the Grand Army banjuet building
and the large tenement house occu-
pied by- - Mrs. Ann Ryley, mother of
Mrs. Welch. All these buildings were
owned by James A. Welch and were of
wood, occupying the land from the
First Baptist church in Broad street
to the town hall in Union street.

Fortunately some of Mr. Welch's
horses were in use and a half dozen or
more were rescued. Those rescued
were taken to other stables. The ac-
tual loss of- - livestock cannot be ascer-
tained until the horses are collected
into the new stable quarters secured
by Mr. Welch in the large barn of
Horace Vose in Railroad avenue. Mr.
Welch thinks that perhaps . a dozen
horses and a cow were burned, in-
cluding a valuable horse owned by Dr.
John L. May, which was formerly own-
ed hy the Ahn family in Norwich.

In- - a specially built place under the
Grand Army banquet hall, apart from
the' stable proper, was Herman Dock's
large automobile, kept there by spe-
cial permit. This was totally destroy-
ed. Mr. Welch lost in the fire also
about twenty-fiv- e vehicles and all his
harness and stable equipment.

Mr. Welch says that while he. had
the seven buildings destroyed insured
to about 90 per cent, of their value, if
he were paid the full face value of the
policies he would be at a direct loss of
over $10,000, to say nothing of the loss
in business and the expense of erecting
new building that would not increase
his earnings. Mr. Welch's fire loss is
estimated at $35,000.

Sunday afternoon, while firemen were
playing streams of water on the burn-
ing ruins, Mr. Welch was getting his
office in readiness for business, having
the vehicles that happened to be out
of the stable at the time of the fire
available for service.

The tire spread from the Welch
property to the roof of the First Bap-
tist church and the interior was dam-
aged by smoke and water. The loss is
estimated at $1,000. At one time the
Dixon house was thought to be in
danger and the guests were aroused
and were ready to leave in case of
necessity. The large brick ell was gut--

Sparks and Cinders.
Joseph Hyde, Samuel Harris, Wil-

liam Warren, Roy Ennis;- - William
Whitcomb and Charles Whitcomb of
Niagara Engine company of New Lon-
don visited the fire Sunday afternoon
and commended the , Westerly and
Pawcatuek firemen on their efficient
handling of the big conflagration. -

Eugene Driscoll of P. S. Barber Hose
company, while at work fighting . the
fire in the Dixon house annex, had his
right hand severely cut by glass. Six
stitches were required to close the
wound.

Some of the horses rescued were
badly burned.

The two steam Are-- engines were
stationed on the bridge and furnished
three lines of hose until 5 o'clock in the
morning, when the Cyclone steamer
became disabled.

One of the pair of beautiful Shet-- s

land ponies owned by little Miss Eliza-
beth. Welch was burned. The two
ponies were being led out when one
broke away and dashed back, into the
flames to its death.

William H. Greene, one of the as-
sistant chief engineers, fell backwards
into an area -- down a long Sight of
stone steps into about two teat of
water in the Dixon house alleyway.
When rescued he was attended by Dr.
F. I. Payne, the department physician.
Mr. Greene received severe cuts in bis
head and it is feared his skull is frac-
tured. '

Owing to the low location of the fire
alarm bell all firemen did not hear
the first- alarm and in consequence it
became necessary to send in a second
alarm at 4 o'clock Sunday morning, to
relieve their fellow firemen, who had
been at work four hours, under the
most disadvantageous circumstances.

The trolley cars Sunday brought
many to Westerly to visit the fire
ruins.

Chief Bransfield sent in the fire
alarm for the box in Dixon square
within a minute after the fire was dis-
covered.

Chief Engineer Cottrell and his men
received warm praise on the effective
service rendered.

Edward and Thomas Welch, who
roomed at the home of their brother,
James A. Welch, barely escaped with
their lives and lost all their personal
effects.

Ten tons of hay were consumed in
the fire and added to the spectacular
effect.

Water from the fire hose overflowed
the surface and did considerable dam-
age to the stock of E. M. Dodge &
company in the store cellar in the
Dixon house,

planning the new building for at leasta .year. Westerly is far down on the
list of public buildings to be con-
structed, this list being made up in the
order in which the purchase money is
paid by the government.

- An act has been introduced in the
state senate that will be appreciated,
if adopted, in Westerly, where thepresent duties of a tree warden do not
seem to be adequate to save trees from
destruction. The act gives mayors andtown councils powerHo appoint a for-
ester, the appointment to begin in
April of the present year and annual-
ly thereafter.
. It is provided that the forester shall
not plant on the public highways any
trees of the cotton wood, box elder,
Lom'bardy poplar, willow or evergreen
varieties. He is also to have super-
vision of the trimming or destruction
of any trees, and he. Is to see that allposters, signs and the like are --not
stuck upon any trees in the public
highway. The hitching of horses to
trees is to be construed as a misde-
meanor. The penalty for violation of
the act is a fine f not less than $5
nor more than $100. The matter has
been referred to the judiciary com-
mittee. :

Another act introduced in the senate
of special interest to Westerly pro-
vides for the use of state armories
solely for military purposes. The only
social or athletic organizations allowed
to use the armories are those connect-
ed with the militia companies. These
organizations must ..first get permis-
sion from the officer in charge of the
building. The privileges of the. Grand
Army of the Republic, however, are
not affected.
