The loss is larger than
that of insurance statisticians because
it includes not orUy the value of the
buildings burned down, but also an
allowance for the cost of maintaining
Are departments. The per capita loss
by fire in cities of six of the leading
Kaxopean countries is 33 cents a year;
In the United States it is $2.51. The
statisticians of tha survey figure that
if buildings in the United States were
as nearly fireproof as those in Europe,
the annual fire cost would be $90,000,-00- O

instead of 45,000,000.

THE SHORTAGE OF STOCK.
The speculative control of the fee.1

market when the crops are bigger than
ever before, is doubtless the cause of
the shrinkage of the milch cows in
New England 14,000 in one year, ard
of the falling off in other parts of the
country.

The report from the department of
commerce and labor on the meat
shortage resolves itself into a cons'd-eratio- n

of the shrinkage of the num-
ber of cattle, sheep and hogs marketed
during the last year. According to the
report there has been a greater de-
crease in the receipts of livestock at
the big markets (hiring the last year
than during any year since 1905. The
receipt of hogs alone in Chicago show
a decrease of 19 per cent.; receipts in
Kansas City decreased 17 per cent.; in
Omaha, 12 per cent.; In St. Joseph,
Mo., J 8 per cent.; at St Louis, 4 per
cent.

"With corn at 60 cents a bushel, the
farmers of the west found that it
could not he profitably used as a fat-ten- er

so long as the price of marketa- -

ble stock remained where it was, nnd
the same was true of hogs, also. Tl
result was that thousands and thou-
sands of grass-fe- d cattle were sold .un
the market. According to the farmers"
judgment, this was the only profitable
way to sell.

Another element which accounts for
the decrease in the receipts of fattened
cattle is that "feeders" have been hard
to get at prices which could make
feeding profitable, with the result that
the great feeding pens of the midd'e
west have not turned out so much fas-
tened stock as formerly.

The methods to keep the supply far
short of the demand appear to be at
the bottom of the matter.
