Henry A. Larrabee.

The death of Flenry A. lLarrabee oc-
ourred at home In Windham on
?Iondthaz. H»a ‘ha.d been Inmpoor Ihen{tih
or past few years, ng in his
80th year. For the past 32 yvears he
was a prominent resldent of thot
town and prominently identifiad with
its affairs,

Henry A. Larrsbee was born in
North Groton, now Ledyard, April 15,
1830, the fourth son and sixth child of

Larrabees, Captain Larrabee was o
graduts of West Point and graduated
with the rank of second Heutenant of
‘Hight artillery. He was promoted to bo
first leutenant and served In sevaral

along the Atlantic coast, and
participated in the campaign along the
northern frontier in 1812, Fle was
shot while servi with General Wil-
kinson on the St. Lawrence, but recov-
ered. He was promoted to l.rwln.
but in 1815 resigmed hiszs commission
and engaged In farmin
til 1858, and then at Windham.

The deceased was educated In the
mlle gchools of his native town. He

followed farming all his life, but
Imd held many positions with credit
and ability. e was a member of tha
board of selectmen a number of yvears,
and durlng the closing portion of the
civil war, (n 1865 was & member
of the enroliing committee, made up
as It was of representative citizens. In
1868 he wag elected a member of the
house of reéepresentatives in the state
legislature, and in 18756 he was gtill
more honored an election to the
state senate from the old Seventh dis-
triet. He served on important com-
mitteeas and proved himself both a
valuable statesman and a usefol rep-
resentative of hisg own district. In 1878
he ‘moved to Windham, where he con-
;m::zed his prominence in public af-

Mr. Larrabes was a8 member of the
Congregotional church and often serv-
«d on the cormmiittes of ths Heclesi-
astical soclety. Being a man in whom
all placed confldence, he was often
called upon to settls MMtates, and large
amounts of property have passed
through his hands. In the manage-
ment of these important trusts he has
commanded the confidence of all who
have known him. He has been Con-
nected with the Norwich Savings =o0-
clety for the past 35 yedrs as an offi-
ciml, being a director for about 20
wours and vice president for the past
20 years. He was ilio a director of
the Windham National bank.

On March 17, 1853, he married NMaria
8., daughter of Christopher and Maria
Allyn, Mrs. Larrabee died December

Annual Report Shows Changes During
Past Year.

The annual meeting of the Organized
Charities association wus held at its
rooms, 200 Orange street, Thursday
afternoon, says the New Hoven Palla-
dlum, In the absence of Dr. 1ips,
preaident, Prof. W, B, Balley, vice pres-
ident. occupled the chalr; Mr. A E.

Three hundred and
thirty-five individuals wera recelvid
from 9 p. m. from the police office, and
to these 4,848 meals were served, Total
cost of lodgings and meals, $1,160.11.
Decrease in lodgings from last yenr's
experience, 914, In meals 127, Twenty-
thres per cent, wias rvelief and 97 per
cént. was worked out. f
