GIFT OF $5,000 TO SHEFFIELD

SCIENTIFIC SCHOOL

For the Establishment of a Lecture-
ship, Made by Chester W. Lyman.

New Haven, Conn., Feb. 28. Prof.
Russell H. Chittenden, director of the
Sheffield Scientific school, announced
today a gift of 15,000 to the Sheffield
trustees for the establishment of a
lectureship in the Sheffield Scientific
school. The gift is made by Chester
w.- - j,yrnan of New York city, a grad
uate of Yale college in the class of
18X2, to: be used for a course of lee
tures on the subject of water storage
conservation. The lectures-hi- will be
known as the Chester H. Lyman lec
tureship, in memory of the donor's
father, who was for many years pro
fessor of phyeics and astronomy in the
enemeid scientific school, it is Hop-
ed that this will serve as the nucleus
of a larger fund in the memory of
Professor Lyman to cover the broader
field of hydraulic engineering.

DEATH OF "HERO" GRAVES.

He Gave the Alarm at Mill River
Flood in 1874.

Northnmnton Mass . Veh 9R linnlel
Collins Graves, the hero of the Mill
river flood of 187, one of the great-
est disasters that New England has
known, died today at hijj home in Will-
iamsburg. He was 70 years old. Mr.
Graves, while returning home early the
morning of May 16. 874, learned that
the reservoir at the head of the Mill
river valley had hurst. Unharnessing
his horse, he leaped on its back and?
rode the length of the valley, awak-
ening the several hundred Inhabitants
of the villages threatened by the

water. Despite his warning,
more than one hundred and forty peo-pe- le

were caught in the flood and
drowned. Since his exploit, Mr. Graves,
locally known as "Hero" Graves, has
been a farmer in well to do circum-
stances.

SNOWSLIDES IN MINING
REGION OF NORTH IDAHO

Twenty-fou- r Lives Lost Rescuers at
' Work Night and Day Canyon Filled

to Depth of 45 Feet.
Spokane, Wash.. Feb. 28. Twenty-fo- ur

persons are known tonight to be
dead as the result of snows) ides yes-
terday and today in the mining re-
gion of northern Idaho. To ta 19 who
perished in the avalanches a. Mace
and Burke, Ihado, last night and early
today, are added three more who died
in a similar disaster yesterday when
the camp of the Carbonate Hill Mining
company at Mullen. Idaho, was de-
stroyed and two were killed at Dorsey,
Idaho, today. .

The fight against time and cold at
M.ce and at Burke has been waged
bravely and persistently by the littlearmy of men who hope to find under
the heaps of ruins some who have es-
caped death.

The rescuers have dug frantically for
hours. Every available man and boy
has been pressed into service.

Mace is situated on a creek and the
mountains rise high on either side of
the town. The main body of the ava-
lanche, which started from the top of
Custer mountain, paseed beyond the
town and striking the opposite slope
with terrific force rushed up the
opposite mountainside. The canyon is
filled to a depth of 45 feet-- The dam-
age to Mace was done by a, fragment
of the main slide which carried a
construction train from the track as
tt plunged into the ravine. As it
rolled up the other side it demol-
ished the houses in its path and stop-
ped a short distance beyond the Pas- -
coe home. The boarding house of the
Standard mine, where 300 miners were
sleeping, was mled by 120 feet. -

ine first slide, which almost wiped
out Mace, occurred Sunday while allexcept the night men in the mines
were sleeping. The avalanche at Burke
occurred early today. That more lives
were not lost at Burke is due to Sea-
man S. Rowe, foreman of the Hecla
mine. Realizing: the danger that
threatened the sleeping citizens he
sent another man to arouse the in-
habitants and urge them to seek safety.

Burke is buried fifty feet under snow
and earth. The slide is 3,000 feet long
and fills the canyon.

"RED ADAMS" FOUND GUILTY

OF USING MAILS TO DEFRAUD.

Swindler, Past Middle Age, Has Had
Checkered Career.

New York, Feb. 28. For his latest
confidence game, collecting funds from
the gullible public to push imaginary
claims to the estate of Sir Francis
Drake. "Red Adams." with a pictur- -
sque string of aliases, was found guilty
in the criminal branch of the United
States circuit court today. The jury
held him guilty or using the maals to
defraud on five counts, which may car-b- y

a msumura sentence of seven and
on-ha- lf years in prison and a $5,000
fine.

Adams is past middle age, and has
had a checkered career. Counsel put
in no defense save a motion to dismiss
the case on a. technicality. Judge
Hough during the trial characterized
Adams as a swindler. He added that
It was best that he be kept in rlie fu-
ture where swindling would be more
difficult.

Boston's "Cost of Living" Bill Signed
by Governor Draper.

Boston, Jeb. 28. The "cost of liv-
ing" bill was signed by Governor Dra-
per late today, immediately after he
had received it from the senate. The
bill provides for the appointment of a
commission of five nembers to inves-
tigate the cause of existing high prices
of necessaries of life. For the pur-
poses of the investigation $15,000 is
appropriated.

PHILADELPHIA MORE QUIET

It is ipossibie that the general strike
order may be changed at that meeting
to become effective immediately in
many trades. At the session of the
labor representatives on Sunday many
of the delegates were in favor of an
immediate strike and only consented to
a postponement after C. O. Pratt of the
carmen had. pleaded for delay.

As a compromise it was agreed to
Tioa a further meeting of all the trades
bodies on Wednesday, when an imme-
diate strike could be ordered.

Denies Revolver Story Told by Hattie
Leblanc'a Aunt.

the Glover family as a servant, was ir-

Mrs. Glover stated that she was a
distant relative of the accused girL She
met Glover in 1896 and lived with him
three years before they were married.
About two years ago she did not like
her husband's attitude toward the Le-
blanc girl. Mrs. Glover denied that
she had ever remarked to the girl's
s::nt that she wished that she had a
revolver, so she could shoot tier hus-
band. She did adroit that she wasangry with both her husband and the
Leblanc girl.
