DEPOSED TIBETAN POPE
NOW INSTALLED IN HOTEL.

Strange and Picturesque Entrance Into
Barjilcng, British India American,
German and French Tourists Inter-
ested Spectators.
Barilling, British India, March It

The Dalai Lama, the religious bead: of
the Buddhists, who fled from Lhasa
two weeks ago, and more recently was
deposed as head of the Tibetan gov
ernment, arrived here this afternoon.
He was the object of a great display
of religious fervor on the part of the
Buddhists.

A big procession of the faithful met
the Tibetan pope some distance from
the city and- escorted him with grand
ceremony. They carried banners, in
cense burners and multi-color- ed flags.
The roadside was decorated with lucky
symbols, behind which denee crowds of
natives prostrated themselves as the
high priest of Buddha passed.

The Dalai Lama rode in a magnrfi--
cent yellow sedan dhair, borne toy rich-
ly caparisoned flunkies. His progress
was frequently halted by hysterical
women craving permission to touch the
high priest's garments, or thrusting up
babes to be blessed. Groups of Ameri-
can. German and French tourists who
came here from Calcutta to see the
3slai Lama, together with the Euro-

pean residents, witnessed the strange
and picturesque ecece from points of
vantage.

The Dalai Lama and his suite were
installed in the Druid hotel, the Lama
himself occupying the top floor. ' no
one is permitted to sleep on a nigher
level than he. Hia bed chamber is
draped throughout with yellow silk.
There is an artar in the corner of the
room and incense lamei burn inces- -
aantty before images of Buddha, which
were especially brought here from Gar-t- ot

by the Maharajah of Sikkim.

CLASH BETWEEN PINCHOT

AND SECRETARY WILSON

Over Disputed Question Regarding
Letter Resulting in Pinehofs Dis
missal.
Washington, March 1. The expected

clash between Gifford Pinchot and
Secretary of Agri-cultur- Wilson over
the disputed question as to whether or
not the secretary had given the former
forester permission to write to Sena-
tor DolMver the letter which resulted
in Mr. Pinehot's dismis&al came today
beforo the Ballinger-Pinoh- ot investi-
gating committee.

Mr. Pinchot declared he had dis-
cussed the matter at length with Sec-
retary Wilson and that be understood
his superior officer had given him ex-
press permission to write to Senator
Dolliver.

Secretary Wilson immediately took
the stand and asserted that while he
had given Mr. Pinchot permission to
write to Senator Dolliver concerning
"departmental affairs, he never did,
and never would have, &iven him per-
mission to write a letter criticising thepresident of the United States.

Under a cross examination almost
wholly by the democratic members of
the committee. Secretary Wilson was
uncertain as to just what had passed
between himself and tbe forester and
became somewhat mixed at times as to
just what letters the committeemen
were referring to in their rapid fire of
questions. The secretary reiterated
again and again that he never saw or
heard of the letter Mr. Pinchot wrote
until it was read in the senate.

Secretary Wilson was plainly agitat-
ed when he took the stand. Mr. Pin-
chot had been reluctant to testify to
anything that wouid bring him intocontroversy with the chief under whom
he had served twelve years. But
Chairman Nelson Insisted he should
go-in- to the matter.

MANY OCEAN LINERS
FOGBOUND OFF SANDY --HOOK

Continuous Din of Sirens All Day in
New York Harbor.

New TTork, March 1. The heavy
blanket of fog which has hung over
city, harbor and bay since last night.
seriously impeding, traffic afloat and
ashore, thinned out enough tonight to
ailow some of the dozen or more
steamships anchored in the lower bay
to grope cautiously to their docks. All
during the day the sound of the si-
rens on the larger boats, and the shrill
whistles of small craft kept up a con-
tinuous din in the harbor.

Tonight there are still six ocean
liners anchored off Sandy Hook, await-
ing clearer weather. The Columbia,
from Glasgow; the Mesaba, from Lon-
don; the Quebec liner, Bermudian;
and the Laurentic, from Liverpool,
reached their piers late this after-
noon. The Royal Mail steam packet
liner Orotava was reported tonight on
the way to her deck. All had been fog-
bound.

The Rhein, from Bremen; the An-co- n,

from Chrlstobal; and the Aurora,
from San Dom'rigo, which had anchor-
ed, earlier in the day, are still, outside.
They were augmented during "the aft-
ernoon by the Berlin, from Genoa; the
Cunard liner Carman la. from Alexan-
dria, and the Havana, from Havana.

The Cymric of the White Star line,
from Liverpool, is thought to be lay-
ing at anchor somewhere outside of
Sandy Hook. . t

ALBANY PEOPLE VACATING

LOWER FLOORS OF HOMES

Hudson River 18 Feet Above Normal
-- Merchants Removing Goods te
Places of Safety Steamboat Square
Under Water.
Albany, N. T., March 1. The Hud- -

eon river tonight is eighteen feet
above level and - Is still rising. The
southern portion of the city lying
along the river is inundated and the
people are vacating the lower floors
of their houses. Steamboat square is
under water and the river is slowly
creeping up toward the federal build-
ing at the corner of State street and
Broadway. Merchants and residents
of the flooded district have been at
work all day removing their wares and
household goods to places of safety.

The nigh water has greatly inter
fered with railroad trade. The New
York Central main line between Fonda
and Herkimer is tied up and trains are
being run over the West Shore. Del-
aware & Hudson trains ere unable to
reach the station here and cars of the
Albany Southern electric line are beldup by the water south of the city.
The United Traction company is un
able to operate cars on South Broad-
way.

Telegraph and telephone companies
are experiencing difficulties in keeping
their lines in operation. The water
put several telephone lines In the fed
eral building out of commission to-
day, including that of the local weath-
er bureau.

Hotels in the flood district are hav-
ing difficulty In keeping up steam and
portable boilers are In demand.

This
is an old dodge, an elusive method of
escaping punishment.

It also provides that the
order for the arrest of" a person want-
ed under these conditions "shall not
be Inquired Into, modified, disputed or
invalidated in any court or tribunal
of the atata.or territory to which suchperson has fled or in which he Is
found, nor shall any such court or
tribunal have any power to release
eueh person for any cause
WHY MRS.
