It is said to be very easy to get the
carcess of a "bob veal' on the market,
as all the law requires ig that it weigh
a certain amount. The head and a
portion of the entrails are left in the
carcass, which by these means is
brought up over the requirements of
the law. There are occasional cases,
so it is said, where jvieees of old iron,
etc., are concealed among the entrails
in order to briner the weight up to the
required standard.

Overtaxing Tax Dodger After Death.
One outrage on 'honest taxpayers is

the dodging--. of taxes a; feat which
some citizens seem almost to take
pleasure in accomplishing1. It isn't
merely that. they have saved so much
but also that they have unloaded on
the fellow citizens what otherwise
they themselves would have had to
pay. .The inventor, who discovers how
to gret at these tax doifgers will be en-
titled to general thanks.

A plan has been once submitted to
our legislature, and not adopted,
which is well worth trying again. If
we are not mistaken, it was sussested
and advocated by Charles E. Gross of
this city. It prevails and works
successfully in several other states.
It is i neffect to make the estate of
the tax dodger pay what its former
owner evaded paying-- . If an estate is
lound by the probate court to con-
tain taxable securities, then investi-
gate and see whether the deceased
has been, paying- taxes on this. There
is no longer any difficulty in finding:
this out. Either the taxables were in
the local list of the deceased or else
they were registered (by number) at
the state treasurer's office.

The Tibetan Fugitive.
In the summer of 1904 the British ex-

pedition under Colonel Young-husban-

crossed the Himalayan mountains from
India and entered Tibet for 'he purpose
of penetrating the forbidden land and
securing an agreement with the Tibet-
ans guaranteeing trade rights to Brit-
ish merchants, the Dalai Lama, the
political head of the Tibetan organiza-
tion, fleeing before the invaders. He
took refuge in the noVth under Chinese
protection. Although the British re-

mained at Lassa for some time, in the
hope that he would return, he declined
to put faith in their promises of pro-
tection. It was thought at the time
that his refusal to sign the agreement
vitiated it. and as a matter of fact the
Chinese were disposed to refuse it full
recognition on that ground.

History now curiously reverses it- -
! self. The Chinese have entered Lassa
for the purpose of clinching their grip
upon Tibet as a dependency of the
government at Peking. The Dalai
Lama, has fled, but not to the north.
He has gone southward, crossing the
Himalayas by the very route followed
by Younghusband in 1904, and' 'has
taken refuge at Darjeeling. on the
southern slopes of the great mountain
wall separating India from Tibet. Be-
fore leaving Lassa the Grand Lama
appealed to Lord Minto for protection,
which of course was refused, inasmuch
as the British government has no de-
sire to precipitate a conflict with China
or otherw ise to complicate the far east-
ern situation. Washington Star.

State Hospital Buildings.
It is expected that the contractors

will arrive by the first of the week to
begin work on the new buildings at
the sfate hospital. The first work will
be the excavation anil then the con-
struction work will follow- - in quick or-
der and the entire kuraraer will be a
busy one for the building trades there.
The contracts for the general con-
struction and reinforced concrete work
amount to J158,o)t.

The group of buildings to be erected
consists of a south ward "U" building,
which will have accommodations for
100 disturbed patients. There will also
be erected a north ward C and south
ward "C," which will accommodate 190
patients each, n corridors and tun-
nels 500 feet long. A fine engine house
will be built for two piece-- of appara-
tus, with sleepiug- quarters on the sec-
ond floor. A new laboratory will also
form one of the group, and an em-
ployes' dining room in connection "with
the kitchen. Most of the structures
will be two stories high, of brick, rein-
forced concrete and steel, and slate
roof. They will be- - heated by steam

For Secretary of State.
CoL "Matthew H. Rogers of this city,

secretary of state for Connecticut,
makes announcement In the press to-

day that he desires to be again a can-
didate for that position, and puts him-
self upon his record.

Colonel Rogers has discharged the
duties of his office in an entirely sat-
isfactory and acceptable manner, and
according to the recent custom with
reference to that office he is entitled
to a renomination.

Since the days of Edward Hopkins,
the first secretary of state, in 1639,
down to and including Colonel Rogers',
.there have. been forty -- six secretaries,
whose terms have ranged from twelve
days to sixty-on- e years, tieorge Wyllys
serving from 1735 to 1796. The grand
average is about four years, but in the
old days when they found a good sec-
retary they kept him in. terms other
than that of Secretary Wyllys Tunning
thirty, twenty-liv- e, twenty-thre- e and
fourteen years in some casts.

Those familiar with the working of
the secretary's office at Hartford are
agreed that it was never in better or-
der, never conducted on a more accom-
modating principle for the public-tha-

under Secretary Rogers, and it has
done a lot of work that could- ensily
have been put off upon some other of-
fice or department.

The different division in the office of
the secretary were separated., labeled
and so distinguished that whoever had
business to do there could tind imme-
diately the particular clerk whom he
wanted and have his wants attended'to.

System, order, attention to detail,
efficiency, have all marked the work of
the office, and in taking up and exe-
cuting the autonrobile registration
business Colonel Rogers saved the
state the expense of a separate de-
partment with a new head and a. lot of
deputies, and in doing this accommo-
dated the great mass of the automobile
owners of the state, although he was
compelled to fight for the work, al-
most alone. He won out and the auto-
mobile business is attended to prompt-
ly and properly. In short. Colonel
Rogers has taken up the work of his
predecessor, Mr. Bodenwein. of New
Ijondon. which was universally ac-
knowledged to have been-excellen- t, has
kept up its high record and nddl to
it as enlarging opportunities have oc-
curred.
