ers, the trust magnates, the railroad
presidents and other emident and
spotless saints of unselfishness.
Thejr'e all boosted the prices of their
own productions; this they'll frankly
admlt But they haven't wanted to;
oh. dear no! Every time they've added
m. fresh cent to the price of their meat
or their shovels or their boots or their
"all wool" cotton and jute cloth,
they've done so with tears in their
eyes. They have simply hated to put
on that extra cent. They have lain
awake eights sleeplessly seeking
echemes to obviate the necessity of it.
There isn't one o them but would
jriad'.y cut down his automobile bill
from $400 a month to 1399.98 if he
could avoid it. But he can't; Ic must
toe that he can't, for he himself says

o. He doesn't want to raise prices; it
tears his tender heartstrings to tatters
that he muft; but he is compelled to.

And it is the greedy, glnatingr, wealth
absorbing, face grinding"
farmer who makes him do it, at the
point of a pitchfork.

"What's the smallest wholesale pack-
age of salt nork I can buy?" I asked a
city jobber the other day. "Two hun-
dred pounds." he replied, "and it'll cost
you just & million dollars." Of course
he was exaggerating a trifle but
those who have to buy pork, either salt
or fresh, will forgive him for it.
"Dye see." he went out, "that the
Trice of l!ve hogs to the farmer has
touched J10.15 a hundred? How do
you expect to buy pork at a living
price, when we have to pay such a
killing price for hogs? If you farm-ers'- ll

sell your pigs for less we'll sell
the pork lor less." Sounds straight
enough. it? Looks very much
as if Old Hayseed from Hogtown Cor-
ners was at the bottom of the high

doesn't it? Let tiie packer and
fcis agents tell the trtory. and you'll
always find it looking juft that way.
They are wholly helpless, of course; all
they can do is to pay whatever out-
rageous total the grasping farmer man
demands and then try to get their
nwaev back from somebodv else. If
the consumer swears about it, they'll- -

out-cu- es him. having had wider experi-
ence In that form of argument; if he
whimpers about it, they'll go into the
back room with him and weep a
mackerel pail fuil of tears to his pint,
in sorrowing sympathy. But they will,
either profanely or waiifully, as the
case may be, adhere to their marked-ti- p

price and point to the farmer as the
mole cause of it all.

ft is perfectly evident that this rural
aristocrat, swaggering around in his
eostiy cowhide boots and 'his extrava-
gant denim overalls and his priceless
antique hat of the vintage of ISafl
ft is perfectly evident that he is be-
coming very unpopular with such de-
fenders of the poor as these I have
alluded to. Furthermore, they are do-
ing their utmost and said utmost is
ejuite a lot to make him unpopular
with all consumers. I've just been
reading, in so sane a magazine as The
Outlook, a letter from a Chicagoan in
whjch he explains how the cold storage
phxits hare for years been bidding up
the price of such meats as they
to carry over fcr & few years, and how
the establishment of the packing trust
lias made it possible for the small beef
and vrlc men 'y hold out for and se-
cure a. higher Trice for their meats
each year." Just think of that state-
ment for a. minute. Consider what
the writer asks you to oelieve: that
the establishment of a combination
among buyers, with unlimited capital
behind them, has enabled the unor-
ganized and disorganized sellers "to
hold out for and secure higher prices
for their meats'.'' Oh, tt. Ananias!
In both cases "the net result "has been
to tail the pockets of the farmer."
"That's the very way he puts it, in his
wiy words.

Now I don't pretenrl to be a sta-
tistician; nor do I feel myselfi. com-
petent to take a continent-wid- e survey
of all social and economic conditions.
Bnt I happen to know something About
pork production on one little New
Kng-ian- farm and I know exactly why
there are half a. dozen le3 hogs to go
em the market this season than used
to go on it. I've always been an

kind of critter; always have
wanted to be shown : Always have tried
to flxwi out whether my work was payi-
ng- roe wages or not. Some years ago
whan I cwned a small dairy and had
lots of ekim milk I used to fatten a few
pics. Two years running I kept a com-
plete account with those pigs; set
down against them every cent of cost.
except labor and skim milk, and every
cent of income. I had to buy the
young- - pigs, paying market rates : I had
e bur bran to keep them growing- dur-

form of bookkeeping with "my own
piggery and the result was a ratner
worse showing than the first time. I
got prices from all the pork . buyers
within a radius of twenty-fiv- e miles,
and they all agreed within tialf a. cent.
Js'ot a single one of them would pay
me for my pork what-i- t 'had cost me
to raise it; cost me Jn money outright,
remember: not including labor and
bother and unreckonable farm wastes
fed out. That was the time I stopped
raising- pigs. Gradually other farmers
began to discover the same general
state of facts.- - They, too, stopped rais-
ing pigs. I have kept no census of
hoggerv in my town, but I feel safe in
savinjf'th-a- there are not being rais-
ed" in it, now, one-ha- lf the number of
swine that were raised in it ten and
fifteen vears ago. We all of us got
tired of ravine out tlOOon liogs to
get $30 back for pork. I haven't the
slightest doubt that' the same motive
has actuated farmers in other parts of
the country.

The present high prices of pork and
lard and other hog products is due to
the scarcity of hogs. That is self-evide- nt.

The scarcity of liogrs is due to
the fact that farmers aren't raising as
many as they used to. That is, like-
wise, self-evide- Farmers aren't rais-
ing them because, at the prices for-
merly ruling, it didin't pay to raise
them. And it didn't pay to raise them
because the great packers, controlling
the markets and making the price at
which they should buy as well as the
prjee at wmcn tney snoura sen, Kept
cutting that buying price down and
holding it down, till they had pretty
near stopped the Jhog growing busi-
ness. It's simply another case of kill-
ing the goose that laid golden eggs.
Now, these same packers, too coward-
ly or too disingenuous to admit their
plain responsibility, are- - trying by
their own utterances and those of their
employes and confederates, to convince
consumers that the farmers are filling
their pig pockets with money extort-
ed from the needs of the. poor.

Of course, the farmer who has hogs
this year can make some.money if he
sells them at $10.15 per hundred, live
weight. Even at that rate, he won't
make up, in one year, what he has
lost in previous years wihen the pig-
pens of the land being full of porkers,
the packing trust compelled him to
give it his pork for nothing and pay
it a bonus for taking the stuff.

which has lately been going up like a
rocket, will come down like a stick.

Judginq the future by the past, I feel
reasonably safe in predicting that the
head which gets cracked won't be that
of the packer. It will be either the
farmer's or the consumer's head which
will feel the stick. The packer is al-
together too keen a fellow to get any-
thing on his cranium, so long as he
can find somebody's umbrella In a
hallway to hold over himself.
