Mayor
Bryan F. Malian, eemn equal to any
emergency and has the crew of a'.d'-r-me-

well in hand. At the very begin-
ning; of the cruise he assigned evjryman to his post, from stem to stern,
and from keel to tojimasthea i, taking
special care to put men in the more
important positions who could be de-
pended upon to obey his commands
and keep 'their shipmutex well in hand,
thus preventing any outbreak and sub-
stituting mibserviency for any hiddenspirit of independence. Now the. whole
crew is with the mayor and every
command or signal in connection with
the navigation of the municipal ship
will be obeyed without cniertlon.

This was plainly demonstrated dur-
ing the sail last Monday evening, when
all hands and the cook were called to
muster and consideration given to
landlubber business. According to
regulations there ia a regular monthly
session devoted to such matters, w hen
all are given the liberty to free their
minds on any matter that may be in-

troduced, but the crew are extremely
cautious to exercise that liberty, fear-
ing after consequences and perhaps a
bread and water diet or its equivalent.

There were political differences when
the city ship was put into commission
for the present cruise, with republican-
ism In the ascendency, but this lias all
been worked out under tho personal
direction of the mayor and all is ne

on shipboard - and there is no
danger of any of the crew being lashedto the mast for punishment, as a few
days in the brig tends to bring them
to their senses and realize that It is
best for them to do as the captain or-
ders, it being a recognized fact that he
is the man at the wheel. No demo-
cratic commander ever had such a
united republican support and not ev-
ery republican commander of the Mare
Liberum had even the suppor; of his
own party crew on shipboard. It is
well that there Is no chance for dis
cord among the crew, for now thecourse will be sailed Just os laid out
by Commander Malum, and don't you
forget it!

Although the amendment to the city
charter which provides the sidewalks
can be laid by order of the council,
one-ha'- if the cost to be paid by the city
and the other by the abutting property
owners, has been condemned in public
by some of the strongest political sup-
porters of Mayor Mahan, the mayor
declared at the meeting of the court of
common council Monday evening that
it was the best thing that ever came
down the pike for the city of New-Londo-

and all that it lacked for en-
forcement was an appropriation to pay
the city's portion of the expense, und

At the mayor's suggestion it was
voted to have a special city meeting
and ask for an appropriation of $10, (too
for new sidewalks on Hunk street from
State' to Howard streets, one-ha- lf of
which will be reimbursed by the .prop-
erty owners along the strtset. It wat
also "voted to recommend the paving
of Bank street for the same distance
with granite paving blocks, the pres-
ent blocks to be broken in two and
set on end in a bed of concrete and
then cemented in place. In order to
finance this matter it w ?s arranged to
recommend that the $4,500 voted for a
needed police sipnal system and the
$3,000 appropriated for completing the
brick pavement in Washington street
be diverted to the paving of Hank
street and that the balance of $12,500
required be raised by giving the ciiy
note for thnt amount.

While some of the members of the
council mildly objected to any attempt
to divert the appropriations from the
purpose for which tnev were made, the
plan carried and a special city meet-
ing will give final decision. Af to the
result of that dty meeting, leave it to
Mayor Mahan.

That there is need for the Droposed
improvement nobody will deny, neither
will there be denial of the urgent need
of a police signal system thtl would be
reliable and up to date, not experimen-
tal for the special benefit of ary local
electrical conjern, especially when the
experiment has proven a failure, even
f the mayor did hint at vome sneh

procedure. The citizens in city meet-
ing upon recommendation of an ex-
perienced police committee niado ap-
propriation for this signal system and
it would appear to be the duly of the
court of common council to carry out
the expressed wish of the people in
that particular. The .same applies to
the completion of the paving in Wash-
ington street.

Naturally there Is suspicion of spite
revenge or a combination of the

two In the proposition to divert these
appropriations, and it is expected tnat
there will be opposition to the recom
mendations of the council to the spe-
cial city meeting by taxpayers who are
favorable to the repaying and the
building of new sidewalks in Hank
street.
