Reforring to the Irish who came to
this country sixty to seventy years ago,
he deelared that these were the chosen
people of God and the aposties of God
te this couniry. They found here lit-
tle of the right kind of Christianity.
They were the servants of other people’s
servants, but they came here to escaps
worse conditions at home In Ireland,
amnd they can be considered the ns
sabota, the holy race. Coming here
and knowing they were desplsed for
their ignornnee, for their Catholleity,
they were firm in thelr faith and prac-
tice. In spite of all they held to what
they knew to be right. They had
strength and moral courage of the
highest type. They went among peo-
rle not noted for morality, people who
hnd a Ilarge vocabulary of cant, and
how often was their virtue assailed,
but they refused to barter thelr purity.
Those Irish people were the aposties
of Catholicliy to this country, falthful
to the teachings and sacraments of the
church, they remained In a purity that
iz something to be admired. And the
effect was that people of wealth and
statlon were brought to inquire and
wondar at o virtue they could admire
but had not the courage to practice
themselves.

In concluslon, tho preacher sounded
a warning note In comparing the pres-
ent stream of immigration from JIre-
land, Sometimes he was sorry 1o say
there was not that same attachment {o
the faith, and that same courage, and
ho was saddencd oftentimes and hu-
milinted to se¢e the contrast between
the former times and now. Too many
seem to forget their parents, and fem-
inine toggery, hats and tailor mndel
sults were to blame, for the poor girl, |
not two weeks in the country, was
rushed off to a fashlonable dressmaker
to be fitted out.
