STOCKS SOLD FREELY

By the Professionals on the Bhort Side
of Speculation—Market Weaker.

New York; March 15.—Thers was a
sudden flagging today in the resisting
power of the stock market to depress-
ing factors, swhich hes been Its promi-
nent charactgristic for many dayw past.
The i=s of a strike order to fire-
men and enginemen on western rall-
roads was the only topia to receive
much discussion in the day’s dolngs at
the stock exchange. The professlonal
clement had the market almost wholly
in Its own hands and sold stocks free-
iy on the short side of the speculation.
Even the buying, much of it, was fram
short sellers of yesterday, who covered
at the day's declines but proceeded
then to put out fresh short lines,

It is an aphorism of professional
operators not to go short of the markest
an a strike. This rule ir not slways
followed bHut special resasons for its
non-observance today were found in
some of the technical conditions of
the market. The risa in the eail
money vate, to above 3 per eent. for
the firat time since the last week in
January, offers one contributory ex-
planation of the sction of the market.
The money market has heen hardening
appreciably for .more than a week.
The hardening tendency, up %o this
time, has bDeen ovonfined to the time
loan department, Influenced by ths
steady tying up of banking coredits In
the flotation of mew bond issues. Now
the Interior demand for currency has
set In 8s @ compiication. The Feb-
ruary foreign Gade statement shows
also that the value of axparts of mer—
chandise fell below the alresdy reduced
total of February A year ago, while the
striking expansion in lmport wvalues
stil  cuntinues. As a consegquence
there lg establishefl an excess value
of imports In that month for ¢he @rst
time sinee 18%5. This showing and tha
persistent rise in the London discount
rate explain the brisk rise in foreign
exchange rates which went further to-
daq, but reacted when the call loan
rate advanced. A possible export
movement of gold from New York was
discussed.

Christopher Mathewson of the Glants
and S. Howard Camnlitz of the Plrates,
who topped the list of winning pitchers
of the National league last yedar, both
did grand work, gra.mler than Secre-
tary Heydler's offic mm-dl show,
Fans nowadays size the ability of a
salbman only by the wing he makes
in pames won and lost, which isn't the
best way to get a true line on a fling-
er's worth. They fail to delve deeper

opponents durm; 4 campalgn and how
Eteady he is,

Duta of this gort are really more val-
uable ag & means of determining a
pitcher's rank than the present scheme
of having the top place awarded to o
man simply because he has the great=
est percentage of victories,

Mathewson, for example, was with a
team which finished a poor third, yet
he tied Camnitz, who was with the
pennant winning cmpbination, in
games won snd lost, The New Yorker's
record of wins was 205 better than
hig team’s. Camnits went at npace
082 faster than his club. Christy,

moeroyver, was steadier than 8. Howard

and kept his opponents to a lower bat-

ting average than did the renowned
Kentuckian. Another thing in which
Matty had it on the Pittsburg star was
that he twirled more victories against
the leaders than did his rival on the
Bmoky City club, <

“Big Six™" zained 12 of his wins over
fAirst division teams humbling the Pi-
rates thrice, the Cubs five times and
the Reds five times. Mathewson lost
only one game to Pittsburg and one to
Chicago, downing the Rhinelanders ev-
ery time he faced them, Christy’s rec-
ord against the leaders, therefore, was
.867. Camnitz did not do nearly so well
when* bucking the Natlonal league's
clasgy teams. He won three out of
five games from Chance's crew, trim-
med the Giants on four out of five oc-
casions nand got the decision over Cin-
cinnat! four times and the wrong end
of two argumens with the Reds. All
told, Camnitz was victorious 11 out
of his 16 games against the first divi-
ston clubs, a resultant average of 688,

Camnitz put it all over Mathewson
when it came to facing the second di-
vision clubs. The boy from the Blue
Grass state went up against the wealc-
lings 15 times and lost only one gume.
The New York gunner's average of
wing against the second raters was
.750, his victories numbering 12 and
his defeats four.

Though the recornds shaw that Cam-
nitz pitched 41 games to Mathewson's
37, both the leading hurlers did just
about the same amount of work dur-
ing the year. The Pirate labored in
283 fnnings and ths Giant {n 275 1-8
sessions. Mathewson pitched 26 full
events, Camnitz 20. The New York
wonder landed 21 of his complete con-
tasts dropped three and tied two. Hisa
draws were against Plttshurx srnd Cin-
cinnatl, the scores being 2 to 2 and 1
to 1. Tn the Tull ga.mu in whioh the
Pittshurg marvel laborad he was suc-
ceasful 17 timea and unsuccessful in
three sames.
