THE MOUND BAYOU COLONY.

The Mound Bayou colony of negroes
whose success has been written wup
for the Century magazine by Miss
Lillian Tong Jones, of Griffin, Ga.,
bas made even the defamers of the
negrornﬂknn}l.pam of the country
sit up and take notice. TUnder the
pen-name of Hiram Tong, she de-
scribed how,. for nearly a score of
years, 5,000 négroes have bheen living
to themselves, commercially, Indus-
trially and In- every sense a colony
that has come to be self stpporting
and that has grown from 4 cabin into
a tract forty miles square.

Negroes own evervthing: operate
everything. The only institution In
the town or celony not representing
negro: capital is a Carnegile library.

Slowly, but none the less effectually,
the thriftless and the drones have
been eliminated,  Those who remain
now are bona nde, ambitious and zeal-
ous workers.

The Atlanta Constitution, remark-
ing upon the story, says:

“It is a tradition of the southern
Anglo-Saxon, whose experience heav-
en knows! has been superabundant,
that the negro progresses only under
the ieadership of the white man.

“Heretofore, the races has lacked
bpth racial consciousness, racial ho-
mogeneity and the faculty of racial
initiative.

*So that, in & way, the Wieslssippi
colony upsets conceded precedent, and
extends to both white and negro a
new outlook upon a complicated prob-
lem.™

where if he Is given an equal chance.

Connecticut's Growth.

Striking and significant g the reae-
ord of new industrial construction in
Connecticut, as reported in & bulletin
Issued by the bureaun of labor statis-
ties, During the fiscal year ending
June 30 1908, 219 =eparate factory
bulldinga, costing $1,064,100 and con-
tainine 47.7 acres of floor space, were
erected in the state. The showing is
impressive and encouraging, uring
tha first half of the fiscal year the
stale was only beginning to recover
from the panic and depreszsion, and
the statistics do not include new con-
srruction under way but not completed
by June 30

These figures have no meroy on the
theory of anybody who Imagines that
Connecticut Isn't still bounding for-
ward, and they make short shrift of
any notion that the =tate has devel-
oped decadent tendencles:

See what the record has been dur-
ing the past decade. The labor
bureau shows that durin~ the past ten
years 2117 factbry buildings and ex-
tensiong were erected in  the state.
They reonresented an aggregate total
expenditure of $24,445,912, or an annual
average of $2,444594.

These statistics of Industrial build-
ing operations In Connecticut touch
on only a single phase of the develop-
ment which thes state is undergoing.
While new factories have been goling
up, the processes of exnansion have
heen at work along various other
lines. With a glorious past and a
prosperous present Connectleat s
facing a great future.— Hartford
