300 PERSONS PERISH
AT PUBLIC BALL.

Hungarian Villagers Wers Penned In
—Only Exit Was Sealed,

Mate-Szalka, Hungary, March 28—
The village of Oekoerite and the ad-
Jacent districtse. have been thrown into
mourning by a terrible disaster which
occurred at the former place last night
and which resulted in the death of be-
tween 300 and 400 persons and the
serious injurs of 100 athers.

A public 'ball was announced to be
held at the hotel of the village, where
the coach house had been fitted up as
a ball room. Tt was a great, barn-
ke structure, decorated with tinder-
dry June branches left from = pre-
vicus entertainment to which were
added for the ocenslion other decora-
tions and Chinese lantepns. The fes-
tivity attracted pleasure seckers from
the whole surrounding country and
the building was so packed just before
the ball commenced that the single
door which afforded entrance and exit
was naijiled up to prevent the admit-
tance of scores who olamorsed out-
side,

‘While the dancing was in full awing
a pine branch caught fire and fell to
the floor. It blazed furiousiy and al-
most Instantly the dresses of several
of the women burst into flames, which
spread with astonishing rapidity. A
dreadful panic ensued, the revelers
losing their heads completely. Many
of them, with flamea shooting out
from thelr garments, rushsd toward
the barred exit, where a surging mass
were jammed together. Women and
men fell and were trampled under
foot, Those in front vainly endeav-
ored to tear open the door, but werd
crushed helplessly by' the pressure of
the ¢rowd behind. The roaring, erick-
ling flames mingled with the despair-
ing shrieks of the doomed throngz.
lnswn the ro?‘f_u <l:1'azhed ln.h the bllaz-

wreckage ng upon the helpless
victims, so that many of those who
had ‘hitherto escaped the es Were

|'struck down by beams or burled nn-

‘der the debris, The scens wus horri-
fying.

When the door finally was broken
in, some few escaped, but most of
these collapsed before they got far.
Inside the bullding were heaps of
charred corpses and heart-rending
screams and groans still weres audi-
ble from the smoking piles. A detach-
ment of troops was orderad to the
scene to clear the wreckage and help
bury the dead.

The officinl estimate as given to-
night states that 280 persons parished,
but it iz belfeved that the total death
roll will prove much larger thau this,
for many persons have not been ac-
counted for.

action and an appeal taken from a
judgment in its favor, but in that law
suit I was neither consulted nor did I
render any service"

Hepresentative Martin was not on
the floor of the house at the time the
letter was read by DMr. Bennet, but
when advised of the mattsr secured a
copy of the attorney 's letter.
Mr. Martin announced that he intend-
ed Lo carry his charges agalnst the
department of justice to a definite con-
clusion. He now a resolatien
pending for an investigation of the ac-
quisition of friar lands in the Philip-
pines by the Havemeyer interests,

Represontative Martin's Views.

Mr. Martin sald In an interview:

“The attorney general yon will ob-

serve, carefully avoided making any
denial of the principal features of my
charges, to wit: that his declsion gave
the sugar trust 55000 acvres of friar
Iands for a price less than the govern—
ment paid for it, and that thers was
no warrant of law for such a decision.
The law plainly Hmits the sale of pub-
He Tands to any one person or com-
mny to 2,500 acreg and there is no
question of the friar lands being pub-
He lands.
“Mr. Wickersham says that his part-
ner, whom I understand was Henry W,
Taft, a brother of the president, and
not he, was attorney for the sugar
trust. This form of disavowal will not
carry much welght.

“I shall continue my efforts to show
up what I belleve is but the beginping
of a gigantic grab of the friar lands of
the Philippines by the sugsar trust, all
made possible by an unwarranted de-
vision of the attorney general. I sha!l
declde upon a further course within a
day or two. :

“There are 408,000 acres of these
friar lands in the Philippines, scquired
by the zovernment at a cost of $7,200,-
000, which is $18 per acre. The sugar
trust acquired this 55,000 acres for $6
an mere”

COURT JUSTICE BREWER.

Stricken With Apoplexy at 10.30 Last
Night.

Washington, March 28 —David Jo-
sinh Brewer, associate justice of the
supreme court of the Unites States,
died tonight at 10.20 o'clock from a
stroke of apoplexy., His death oceurr-
ed in 2 minute or two, before he could
be curried to his bed. Mrs. Brewer
was with him when the end came. He
was 73 years of age.

The .end came altozether unexpecr-
edly. Although he had not been feel-
ing well for the past few days. the
jurist was up and out today, appar-
ently in the best of health and spirits.
He was in equally good spirits ate
dinner and epent the evening in read-
ing.

Shortly after 10 o'ciock he retired to
his room and within a few momen(s
Mrs. Brewer heard a heavy fall and
went to investigate the cause. She
found her husband prone upon the
floor of the bathroom. Fle did not re-
gain consciousness and died before &
physician, Thastily summoned could
reach the house.

The two daughters of the justice,
Mrs. James F. Carrich and ra. FL
B. Jetmore, were sommoned at once,
but reached the residence too late.
