Surprise at Vatican,

TWhen the correspondent called at
the Vatican thizs evening, great sur-
prize was expressed when it was
learned that Mr. Roosevelt had given
out the text of the messagss exchang-
ed hy Mgr. Kennkdy and the American
ambas=sador, a8 they were regarded hy
the Vaticran in the light of diplomatic
documents.

Mgr. Kennedy Explains.

Megr. Kennedy explained that March
21. John W. Garrett, first secretary of
the embassy, called upon him to
“transmit"™ Mr. Roosevelt's request for
an audience with the pontiff on April
5. He said that Mr. Garrett insisted
upon the word “transmit.™ Megr.
Rennedy Informed the secretary that
he would Immedistely prezent the re-
quest 10 the proper Vatlean authori-
ties, and promised a response as s00n
as puossible,

“The following day.” said 2for, Ken-
nedy, “I was authorized to send Mr.
Rooseyelt the first message, which is
guoted in his statement. The refer-
ence to the Falrbanks incldent In the
mezsags was Intended by the Vatican
only as a friendly intimation. T no-
ticed that my second message is not
fully given. It ran thus: ‘His holi-
ness wlll be much pleased to grant
an audience to Mr. Roosevelt, for
whoin he entertains great esteem, both
pergpnally and as president of the
United Siates. His holiness quite rec-
ognizes Mr. Roosevelt's entire right
to freedom of conduct. On the other
hand, in view of the circumstances, for
which neither his holiness mnoer Mr.
Roosevalt is responsible, an audience
could pot oeccur except on the under-
standing expressed In the former mes-
sage.’

“After this, no further communica-
tion reached me from Mr. Roosavelt."

What Happened at Interview with
Cardinal Merry del Val.

It further appears that it was John
Calian O'Laughlin, who was assistant
secretary of state in 199, and a great
personal friand of Mr. Roosevelt’'s, who
vesterday tried to intercede with Car-
dinal Merry de! Val. The following
semi-official version of what happened
At the interview has been furnished to
tha Associated Press hy a Vatican au-
thority.

Cardinal Merry del Val said to Mr.
O'Laughlin: "“Can you guarantee that
Mr. Roosevelt will not visit the Meth-
odists here?"

Mr. O'Laughlin replied: *“T eannot.
Indeed, I believe that Mr. Roosevelt
iz just the man to go theres. He will
do as he pleases,

“It Is indefensible,” sald the papal
secretary. “for any person to ask to
be received 'b¥ A gEreat personage
whose feelings he would be unwilling
to respect™ !

Cardinal Merry del Val remarked:
“It i= not In any sense a question of
religion, Mr. Roosevelt might have
gone Lo an Episcopalian, & Presbyter-
ian, or any other church except the
Method!st, and delivered an address
there and he would have heen re-
ceived by the pope aven on the same
day. But he could not be receivad
when it was suspected that after the
andience he intended to go to the

Methodist church in Rome, which is
ea ng on a mest offensive campalign
of calumny n agalnst’|
the pontiff.”

The papal ne‘%u.rv even recognized
Mr. Roosevelt's right to claim the priv-
flege of visiting the Methodists the
day after the audience, on conditlon
that he, Merry del Val, had received
private assurances that he would not
actually do so.

FATALITY IN FREIGHT
WRECK AT READ'S.

Wrecking Train Crashed Into Rear
End of Boat Freight, Causing C. J.
Murphy's Death and Injuring Two

adly.

There was a bad freight wreck on
ths Norwich branch of the New Ha-
ven road soon after seven o'clock SBat-
urday morning, when a wrecking train,
consisting of an engine, two cars and
a steam derrick, craszhed into the rear
and of the boat freight nt Read's sid-
ing, a mile and a half soath of Jewett
City. Bath the frelght and wrecker
wersa here when the six o'clock pns-
senger train arrived. The frelght went
out ahead and the passenger train
passed it at the Lisbon siding. The
freight had puiled out and was pro-
ceeding north when it was struck in
the rear by the wrecking train, which
was bound to Plalnfield to_clear up a
emall-wreeck. Conductor Harry Need-
ham, who had run the freight for
many years, was in charge of that.
Four frelght care were badly smashed
and part of them thrown down the
embankment there to the river. There
was a dense fog at that point, which
In a measure accounts for the accident,
but it js said thet the wrecker. wias
following the freight pretty cloge and
running about 12 milee an hour.

e contents of the smashed cars
were distributed along the track and
tha line blocked. The property dam-
age and the traffic delay were slight
compared with the Injured. <The three
men In the caboose were injured.
Charles J. Murphy received a frac-
tured skull, fram which he died: Har-
rvy Neadham has a broken leg, and
Erakeman John Tlealy two fractured
ribs and brulds iyout face and Hody.

All three were hrought here by trol-
lev as soon as poasible after the wreck,
accompanied by Dr. G. H. Jennings of
Jeawett City. who had been taken to
the wreck on the freight engine soon
after the affair happened. Murphy's
skull wag trephined. but his death oc-
currad at 11 o'clock Saturday night.
On Sunday his father, John H. Mur-
phy, and his Drother came here from
his home, Island Pond, Vt, and ar-
ranged to have Undertaker Gager send
thes body to that place at 2405 o'ciock
today. He was 25 years of age the
10th of March and hls survived by his
father, a brother and sister. At the
hospital the examination showed that
Murphy's skull had been previously
fractured.

The track was cleared and traffic
was resgmed al ten o'clock, the wreck-
ing crew and derrick being on hand to
strat in the work at once,

The engine of the wrecking train
had 4ts smokestack, and dome, head-
dight and ollot torm off. An investi-
zation will be held to determine where
tha responsibility Iay in the matter.

- In Baltic Sea

THE GERMAN ~ POMMERN "

Ascended from Settin Sunday After-
noon During a Hurricane—Sole Sur-
vivor Relates a Terrible Experience.

Settin, Germany, April 3. —The Ger-
man balloon Pommern, which made an
ascension here this afternoon, mat with
a series of accidents which ended in a
disaster under the most tragic circum-
stanes in the Baltic Sea.

Member of Reichstag Perishad.

Three men lost their Hves, including
the member of the reichstag,
Werner Hugo Delbrueck. Herr Del-
brueck and another member of the
party were drowned, a third occupant
of the car was up unconsclious
and died from while the
fourth was rescued in a serious con-

dition,
Four Men in the Car.

The Pommemn, Delbrueci,
who was acting as 34 a banker,
Herr Semmelhardt; an architect, Herr
Benruhn, and & man named Hein, as-
scended early in the afternoon at the
gas works. The wind at the time was
blowing a hurricane, and the Pommern
broke away before she had been com-
pletely ha&ated.

Damaged Balloon Disappeared in the
Clouds.

A chapter of accidents began Imme-
diately. The balloon collided with tele-
graph wires, which broke, almost over-
turning the basket. It then dashed
into the roof of a nelghboring factory,

destroying the smokestack. With the
basket swaylng wildly, and half of its
ropes cut, the balloon soared to a graat
altitude and disappeared in the clouds
at & terrific speed.
Survivor Tells of Frightful
ences.
Desgecribing their terrible experiences,
Herr Sommethardt, when he had bheee
revived, said:
_ "Our collision with the telegraph
iines and the factory roof had the most
horrible consequences. Delbrueck sus-
talned a broken leg and a severe In-
jury of the head. Benduhn had an arm
and leg fractured. Hein recelved bad
contusinns of the head. 1 was knocked
semseless, but recovered In & moment
to find that 1T had a crushed knee and
chest. The network around the anvel-
ope was torn in such a manner that
we feared every second the gas bag
would =lip out and we would crash
down to the earth from a height of
6,000 feef, to which we had ascended
like a flash.

Experi-

“Delbrueck, In splte of his awful
condition, vainly emdesavored 1% open
the wvalve, which had bécome ontan-

gled. We knew-not what to do, but
merely awaited our faie,

“In the meantime we pussed over
Bwinemunde At a great altitude. and
«oon found ourselves ahove the sea, We
thonght possibly that we might land In
Sweden, but the balloon was caught in
& rainclond which drove us down, un-
til we were within 150 feet of the wa-
ter. Delbrueck was suffering arony,
but he succosded in pulling the ripping
cord and we fell into the water like a
log. All managed to get clear of the
basket. I, with Heln. swam to and
caught hold of the network. but Del-
brueck and Benduhn sank. T remem-
bered no more until 1 found hyself in
the boat which rescuned us'"

Hein died soon after being taken on
the tug, and Delbrueck's body was
wnashed ashors this evening.
