It ia said thathe liked to get into an argument and
because of his disposition his friends
hart guarded against such.

Bertram G. Spencer, who Is underarrest, charged with the murler of Miss
Martha a. Blacks tone and with the
near-murd- er of Miss Harriet P. --Dow,
says a Springfield despatch, was born
in Lebanon, Conn., 28 years ago, in one
of the most prominent families of the
town. His father was W. L. L. Spen
cer, who conducted the village grocery
score there ror many years until he
retired a few years ago, and since
then he has dealt in farm implements,
Mrs. Spencer was Kate Gager, thedaughter of another family that has
been long pirominent in that part of
Connecticut. The boy was naturally
Dngnt ana very popular among his
schoolmates, although he always had a
quick temper wthen aroused, and thennever seemed to take thought of theconsequences of anything he did. The
house of the Spencers in Lebanon is
on the main road between that place
and Colchester, about a mile west of
the Brick church. The parents were
able to give their son every chance ofa good education etnd his musical ability was early developed.

Hia tendency to get Into troublethrough his temper snowed itself
while he was etill a little fellow and
frave his family much concern. He
developed something of a rovine dis
position, and while in his teens spent
some time on a training ship, partly to
enable him to see something of the
world and partly with the hope of his
relatives that the rigid discipline
might help him to control himself ina better fashion. It proved of no avail
in Ills later life, apparently, for lie has
held many positions, but never forlong, 49nd his temper tisuaJly has been
tne cause or ma change or occupation.
His mother has realized that this was
Che troubles for she lias often talked itover with some or her closest friends
in this city, where she is well known
tlirouerh. her visits to her son anddaughter, who is Mrs. Norman Pultz
or Forest Park avenue, Springfield.

His Musical Talents.
Otherwise, however he han alwavs

been a very likable fellow, who made
friends easily, both in a social way
and throuirh hi po.wnrlrAr or rho
different places where he baa worked.
He has been as far west as Califor-
nia, and is a fluent talker on most
subjects. It was ills fine voice, how-
ever, that made perhaps the largest
number of friends among the music-
ally inclined, for the was a splendid
singer as well as good piano player.
He came to this city five years ago
and secured employment with the
street railway company as a conduc
tor. At that time he boarded at the
corner of Main and Greenwood streets
and soon had a large circle ef friends.
His winning ways and fine appear-
ance carried ihim a long way, and
practically every one wiho kntrw him
expressed great surprise and in-
credulity at bis arrest. It was not un-
til many of the of jewelry
found at his borne were identified tbatthey would believr""he could be con-
cerned In the burglaries, and even
then, they hoped that toe would be able
to prove his innocence of Che Black--
stone affair.

In the light of recent developments,
however, they are inclined to remem-
ber many little incidents which they
consider aueer during- their acquaint-
ance with him. which in themselves
did not amount to much, but which,
taken altogether, they consider indi-
cate that he was a little peculiar. He
seemed usually to be in the best of
good nature, but they early found
that It was not safe to cross him. He
had a peculiar career among the
young women of the north end, for at
one time and another he was engaged
to some bait dozen of them, but the
affairs were broken oft for some rea-
son or other in a etaart time. He has
always been very popular among theyoung women, and seems always to
have been of the most exemplary
habits. His friends fJeclare that they
never knew him to touch a drop of
liquor and be seldom used tobacco laany form.

It is for this reason, as
supposed, that New York bankers per-
ceive the shpments of gold! o London
with equanimity, relying on the re-
flected benefit to come to the New
York market by the relief of the Lon-
don position. The contradictions in the
Ixmdon situation are aitxributable to
the fact that tax money left uncollect-
ed by the failure to enact the govern
ment budget lies in the private London
banks and serves to stimulate the widespeciiiation in rubber shares. The un-
stable wavering of tne rubber shares
