LETTER OF PROTEST
TO PRESI DENT'TAFT.

"Antis" Aroused by His Promise to
Address Woman Suffragists.

New York, April 13. President Taft,
by promising to address the woman
suffrage convention which will open in
Washington tomorrow, has aroused the
wrath of the "antis," who have sent
him a letter of protest. Tiie com-
munication' t sigued by " nine- - repre-
sentative members f the New York
state association opposed to woman
suffrage, and eays in part:

"It fs with great regret that the
women belonging to. the New York
state association opposed to woman
suffrage have heard that you are to
address the advocates of woman suf-
frage at their opening meeting this
week. Although you have pubUcfy de-

clared that this action is not tn be
taken as indorsing the movement, it is
impossible to disabuse thp minds of the
general public from accepting your
presence there as your sanction, at
least."

The letter says that the woman's
suffragists "are enabled to appear be-
fore the public as having secured your
(the president's) sympathy, and so to
advertise it, and we ask that you
speak clearly on this point in your
address."

WHO MADE THE CASTINGS?

Report on the Recent Explosion on
Board Cruiser Charleston.

Washington, April 13. How the dis-
astrous explosion occurred aboard the
cruiser Charleston in Philippine wa-
ters recently, and who were responsi-
ble for the manufacture of the gun
forgings and castings was reported
upon to the house today by Secretary
of the Navy Meyer, in response to a
resolution calling for details..

Mr. Meyer set forth the inquiry
board's findings that the accident in
which eight men were killed was due
to premature discharge of a three-inc- h

gun during target practice. He
advised the house that the forgings of
the gun were made by the Crucible
Steel company of America at Harri-
son, N. J., and the small eastings for
the breech mechanism at the Nation-
al gun factory in this city, where the
parts were assembled.

Indications That Pacific Coast Steam-
er is Sinking Off Eureka Harbor.

In response to a wireless call for
assistance, the tug ..Ranger went out,
and just before darkness fell it could
be seen from shore that passengers
were being transferred to the tug.

sprang a leak in crossing the bar and
apparently iier fires are out. The fact
that the passengers are being trans
ferred while there is such a rough, sea.
is taken as an indication that the
steamer is sinking.

H. A. Dickinson, President of Federal
Silverware Co- - New York.

Bridgeport, Conn., April 13. Henry
A. Dickinson, about 63 years of age
and . widower, committed suicide at
the Stratfield hotel some time between
Monday evening and last evening,when
his body was found In a room of the
hotel by a bellboy with a, bullet in bis
right temple.

Dr. Dickinson was president of the
Federal Silverware company of New
lorn, with offices at 169 Chambers
street, and came to this city last week
to transact- some business. He was
suffering from headache and insomnia,
and was prescribed for by the iiotel
physician Monday evening. He was
not seen again until last night, when
his partner called for him at the iiotel
and a bellboy entered the room with
a passkey and found the dead body,
which had already begun to decompose.
The remains were removed to the
morgue and F. B. Miller, partner of
the dead man, returned to New York
to loon up nis relatives.

Fairbanks, Alaska, April IS. The
Fairbanks Mount McKinley expedition
that reached the summit of the peak
started to follow the route Dr. Cook
said? he took, but was obliged to aban-
don it, as it is impassable. ThomasLloyd, the leader, declared today no
traces of Cook's camps were found.

Trail Well Established.
Lloyd placed his crude notes of theJourney in the hands of a committee

of the Order of Pioneers of Alaska,
who will arrange for publication. Theparty took photogratme of the summit
and of points along the trail. They also established the trail so well thatit can . be followed by other parties
next summer.

--' Mountain 20,500 Feet High.
Aneroid measurements taken by the

men place the height of the mountain
at 20,500 feet.

Ten Men in the Party.
Ten men were in the nartv that left

Fairbanks with dog, teams in Decem-
ber. It was the 1Sieory-o- f the leaders
that the ascent would be less danger
ous In early spring than later when
tne snow began to melt. This theory
was confirmed by the experience of theexpedition.

The expedition on reach fee the base
of the mountain, went into camp,
waited for better weather and planned
the ascent.

Planted an American Flag. -

The party did not set out to disprove
Dr. Cook's story, but to climb the
mountain. It found the summits ut-
terly! unlike those pictured in Cook's
book. On the rock peak it left an
American flag six by twelve feet, at
tached to the 14-fo- ot staff buttressed
in the rock. The flag was visible for
a long jaistance on the north side of
the mountain. The view from the sum
mit was obscured by clouds at lower
levels. The building of the monu-
ment about the flagstaff was difficult
because of the rarefied atmosphere.

8now Was Generally Firm.
The snow was generally firm and theerevasseg that were filled were now

easy to cross, except in a few in-
stances. Later in the season ava-
lanches and treacherous crevasses
would have Impeded progress. .

By the terms ot the resolution the
committee would be directed to ascer-
tain the quantity of meat, eggs and
other food held In cold storage and to
determine wither cold storage food
is injurious to health. The committee
would be authoriid to send for per-
sons and papers, etc., and to contract
any expense necessary to the Inquiry.
