By order of Attorney General
Greer.ough a post mortem examination
was.-made-o- n -- the body of Daniel T.
Sullivan, who died Wednesday night
under suspicious circumstances. The
post mortem was made Thursday af-
ternoon by Medical Examiner J. How-
ard Morgan, assisted by Drs. May and
Scanlon. It was found that both lungB
indicated symptoms of pneumonia and
there were two cysts on the liver, but
there was nothing to cause death from
ordinary natural causes. The veins
contained bright Ted blood and the
brain was filled with a watery sub-
stance bordering on solidity, and the
heart was a trifle enlarged, Indicating
the 'presence of a powerful stimulant.
The stomach will be sent to Harvard
college for examination by Professor
Wthitney, poison and analyst expert.

Coroner Brown remained in Pawca-
tuck after the Patti post mortem ex-
amination to make further inquiry into
the circumstances of the death of Ed-
ward Doherty and with a view to
strengthening the evidence of prose-
cution against the drug store where
the coroner claims whiskey containing
wood alcohol was sold that caused the
deaths of Larrow, Hood and Doherty.
The coroner took the testimony of
Bernard McCormick, brother-in-la- w of
Edward Doherty, and whom. It la said.
purchased the whiskey for a medicinal
purpose, which the coroner declares
contained wood alcohol.

The coroner and Town Solicitor
Agard of Westerly were in consulta
tion concerning the deaths in Pawca-
tuok due to alleged poisoned whiskey
purchased in Westerly. Up to the
present time there have been no ar-
rests in connection with the suspicious
deaths. The , solicitor and Chief
Bransfleld are busily engaged In gath
ering in details and developments are
expected in the near future, for these
officials are not of the kind that shirk
duty. '

United States and Rhode Island state
officials propose to take a hand in thisimportant matter at the proper time,
provided there is ground for action.
Internal Revenue Officer Kenyon in-

tends to visit Westerly and seek evi
dence of the illicit man-uifactur- of
whiskey or other spirituous liquors. He
will investigate wltn a view, to ascer-
taining whether there is foasis for fed-
eral action. He had no knowledge
whether internal revenue officers of the
Hartford or New Haven offices intend-
ed to make investigation in Pawca-
tuck.

Secretary John E. Groff of he Rhode
Island pure food and drug commission
stated in Providence Thursday that he
bad communicated with the police au-
thorities of Westerly and requested
that some samples of the whiskey in
that town be secured for the commis-
sion. This whiskey, if secured, will be
analyzed with a view to prosecution on
the ground of adulteration of whiskey.
It is probable that Mr. Groff will come
to Westerly and make personal inves-
tigation.

Under the direction of Chief of Police
Bransfield liquor raids were made on
Thursday night in Pierce street in ex-
pectation of finding adulterated whis-
key, pure alcohol or wood alcohol in
connection with the mysterious deaths.
Raids were made upon the premises of
John GenceriHi and Frank Lavelley.
The latter 'being a former resident of
White Rock, it was thought possible
that the liquors drank by Sullivan and
McAvoy might have been purchased at
his place.

Sergeant Thomas E. Brown and Con-
stable John Reardon raided Gencerilli's
place and secured a 53 --gallon cask of

Closel v followimr the death of Dan
iel Sullivan at White Rock Wednesday
evening-- , comes the sudden deaths of
John Fry at his home in Peart etreet.
Westerly, and of Rossario Patti at the
boarding house of Frank Scbillibia, 21
Downer street, Pawcatuck, which made
the total number of .sudden deaths in
this.section sixteen within ten days, up
to noon of Thursday.

John,Fry had just entered his 74thyear and was a man of good character
and habits, and the alleged "poisoned
whiskey" 'had nothing- to do with his
death. He had been sick for nearly six
months with kidney trouble, tout was
able to be out of doors daily and when
he retired Wednesday night appeared
to be in his customary health. Soon
after nvidnight he became seriously ill,
the disease having taken an acute
turn. Mr. Fry gradually became weak-
er and at 5.30. Thursday morning he
died.

Mr. Fry came to Westerly from East
Greenwich about twenty years a so ami
his last employment was with Walter
P. Dixon as a hostler. He served in
the Oivil war ae a --privato in Company
F, Fourteenth Rhode Island Heavy ar-
tillery regiment, an organization com-
posed of colored men. He was a mem-
ber of Budlong post, G. A. R.,-o- f West-
erly. He leaves a daughter, Mrs. Peter
Webster, with whom b,e resided in
Pearl street, and a son. There was
noithing of a suspicious nature in con-
nection with his death.

Four hours after the death of Mr.
Fry came the sudden death of Rossario
Patti, a shoemaker, with shop at 72
Liberty street. For several weeks Mr.
Patti has complained of pains in the
chest and severe .headache, and each
morning before going to work took a
drink of whiskey, but could not be con-
sidered a man who was a habitual
drinker. His pains became so intense
that he remained at home Tuesday and
Wednesday, but did not call a physJt
clan. He became worse early Thurs-
day morning and at 9 o'clock Dr. John
L. May was summoned, and when he
arrived Rossario Patti was dead.

Dr. George D. Stanton, medical ex-
aminer of the town of Stonington, was
notified and with Dr. May made in-
quiries as to the history of the case,
but could learn' nothing that would

death by poison, save blindness
that preceded death, which might have
been caused by wood alcohol, or the
natural consequence of .an ending life
of Bright's disease. -

Coroner Brown wae notified and ar-
rived in Westerly at 12.45 from Nor-
wich and consulted with Drs. Stanton
and May and with Deputy Sheriff Wil-
liam H. Casey in William A. Wilcox's
office in Pawcatuck. The coroner or-
dered the body removed to Gavitt's
undertaking establishment, where post
mortem examination was made by Dr.
Rush W. Kim-bal- l of Norwich and Med-
ical Examiner Stanton of Stonington,
h ssisted by Dr. C. Grant Savage of
Westerly.

The autopsv was thoroughly made
and nothing was found to indicate thepresence of poison of any nature or
that Patti had died from anyinnatural
cause. -

,

Mr. Patti came to Pawcatuck from
Italy about two years ago and opened
a shoe repairing shop and was consid-
ered to 'he industrious and well be-
haved. He was of fine physique and of
good appearance and had served in the
Italian army. He was about 50 years
of ape and leaves a son, Angelo Patti.
of Westerly, and .Guissippe Patti of
Wakefield. I

While the Westerly authorities were
making inquiry as to the probable
cause of the try death, and autopsies
being held to determine the cause of
the Sullivan and Patti deaths, the pre-
vailing mystery,, was increased by the
sudden death of John McAvoy in Pierce
street. Westerly, father of Mrs. Albert
Tucker, wlio died a .week ago under
suspicious circumstances. This brought
the total number of sudden deaths" up
to seventeen. McAvoy's- death was
similar to that of Daniel Sullivan, who
died Monday nig'ht at White Rock.

McAvoy was employed in the White
Rock mills, but has not been at work
since the mysterious death of his
daughter. He had been drinking quite
freely and was seen drinking from a
bottle in the company with two other
men Wednesday afternoon. He was
