GEORGIA FAMILY, FEUD
RESULTED IN BLOODY BATTLE

Two Persons Are Dead, 'Another Dy-

ing . and Others Wounded.
' Lyons, Ga., April 17. Two dead, one
dying and probably ose or two others
slightly wounded 'are the results of a
battle in a family feud of long standi-
ng,- which occurred late today in Em-
anuel county. -

The dead are A. S. Collins, a well to
do farmer, and-hi- s son, -- Wilson Col-
lins. Alma Lewis is so badly wounded
that he is expected : to die at any' mo-We- nt.

The affray was between Colltas and

the Lewis families and was the outcome

of a dispute over a pubile road
crossing.' The two families- reside less
than a mile- apart and the county line
runs between their homes. They met
in a lane today near the Lewis home.
The members of the Collins- - family
were armed, with revolvers, while two
shotguns were used by the other side.

Joseph Lewis, father of Alma Lew-I- s,

is alleged to ' have fired the shot
which ended the life of the elder Col-
lins. Tonight. however. he would
make no statement. The sheriffs of
both Toombs and Emanuel counties
have gone to fb.e seen; of the trouble,
accompanied by physicians.

As both families are well to do and
well known, the shooting bas caused
a sensation.' It was known that they
were not on the Best of terms. Com-
munication with the scene of the bat-
tle can be had only by a rural tele-
phone line and details are meagre.
However, it was learned that a dozen
or more shots were fired and it was
said that the others who were wound
ed besides. Marion Lewis are not se-
riously hurt. i "v

AUSTRALIAN MEATS
- CUT NEW YORK PRICE

Beef and Mutton Eagerly Snatched Up
at Rates . Below Native . Product.
New York, April 17. A rood share

of the available supply of Australian
beef and mutton which reached New
York last week was snapped up eager-
ly by housewives Saturday at prices
said to range places from 3
to 6 cents below the prices asked for
western meat of equal quality, and the
importers who brought the meat to
America, declared that they experir
ment was a complete success.

The Australian meat is as good as
or better than the western product,"
said one of the importers, "and we are
planning for a continuance of impor-
tations in much larger ; quantities. De-
spite the duty and carrying charges
we are making a generous profit on
our transactions."

Rumors that the packing'Tlnterests
had plans for stopping the Australian
shipments by raising a legal question
as to the methods of inspection wor
ried some of the importers, who said
that they expected to go rather slow
on the shipments until all points . oi
this character were cleared up.

letter received "here today by Living-
ston Farrand, - executive , secretary of
the National Association-fo- r the Study
and Prevention of Tuberculosis, Pres-
ident Taft writes:

"I sincerely hope that the movement
which you have inaugurated to make
Sunday, April 24- a 'tuberculosis Sun
day,' on which ministers are requested
to call tfce attention of. their congrega-
tions to the importance of the tuber
culosis problem and to give such sim-
ple information regarding it; as may be
feasible,' may prove to be successful.
The amount that can be done in saving
human life by a united effort in a com
munity and in respect to such a dis-
ease as tuberculosis can hardly, be ex-
aggerated." . 'c

BOSTON'S SUBMERGED 20,000 '

LIVE IN GREAT SQUALOR

Tenements Dark, Dirty and Ill-V-

tilated While Rents Are High.

Boston, April 17. Deplorable condi
tions among the tenement people of
tne north and west nd sections of the
city, and suggestions fo their moral,
social and physical welfare are set
forth in the report of the- housing
committee of the Boston 1915 move-
ment, made public Saturday.

It is claimed that 20,0u0 people live
In what Is known as submerged con
ditions and that ' the congestion Is
practically a menace to the community. The committee finds that halls and
stairs are dark, dirty and Inadequately
ventilated. .

In many cases less than. 350 cubic
feet of air is supplied to each person,
which is below the lowest standard
fixed in any city In this country or In
Europe. - -

Yet the average rent Is $11.50 a
month, or nearly a dollar a week each
person. "

JEWETT CITY PLACES
ARE AGAIN RAIDED.

State Police Visit There Saturday
Evening, Getting' Liquor in Three
Places Mrs. Brickley Held for As'sault. ,

Liquor law violators in Jewett City
were given a surprise party on Sat
urday evening about 9.15 o'clock when
the state police made another- - visit in
search of liquor - and were success-
ful. - It was on April 7 that they con-
ducted a raid and it cost the keepers
of liquors several - hundred dollars to
settle their, bills. - '

vNine state policemen, Messrs. Rudd,
Virelll, Jackson, Downing, Richmond,
.Morway, Mitchell, Gaynor and Wheel
er, in two automobiles, rolled into the
borough .very quietly Saturday night
and the first stop was nuade at the
place of John Dolan.

There have been several .visits of the
state police there without result, buton this time liquor was secured.

The daces of Ira Lewis. WilliamBrickley and Felix Bedard were also
visited and liquor secured in all but
the Bedard places, none being found
either in the boarding house or barber
shop. It is claimed be has. gone out
of the business. At Dolan's people
were tnen drinking. -

At Lewis' the police found the peo
ple running in all directions, but it
was impossible to get all of the liquor
away and a good quantity was found,
and it is said some was being rolled in
at the back door at the time.

The real excitement came . at the
Brickley house. Mr. Brickley offered
no resistance, but his wife caused no
end of trouble, with the result that
she was arrested and taken to the po-
lice station and held under $200 bonds
for. assault until Tuesday. It required
tne efforts of several to subdue her.
She had two pitchers of liquor, one
of which she threw at State Policeman
Wheeler, while one containing whiskey
was gotten out of her hand. Later she
struck him over the head with a fry
ing pan. It became necessary ta hand- -
cuff her, as she showed all the symp
toms of a militant suffragette. The
hearing on the liquor, a quantity be
ing seized in all the places except
Bedard'B. will be held on the 22d.

The arrests of those who had Kauor
in their places will take place in a
day or two, and - it is probable thatthey will be charged witb a second of
fense, which will, mean a jail sentence.

The state police" have been directed
In the raids by Asst. Supt. A. L. Story
of this city, to .whom complaint was
made by the committee of fifteen
named by the temperance advocates
there. The town voted se and
the intentions are that the law shall be
obeyed there. , -

MORTALITY IN NORWICH,

Deaths During the Past Month Num
bered Fifty, Eleven Being --Pneumonia.

According to the monthly bulletin
of the Connecticut board of health
there were 50 deaths in Norwich dur-
ing the past month, representing 'an
annual death rate of 22 per 1,000. Thir
teen of deaths w"ere among chil-
dren under five. In New London there
were 3Jt deaths, Plainfleld 11, Putnam
11,- - Windham 10. Stonington 13, Groton
17. There were' seven deaths in local
institutions. There were 48 births and
15 marriages here in February.

There were two cases of measles, 7
of scarlet fever, -- 3 of diphtheria and
croup, one' of whooping cough and two
of consumption reported here during
tne past montn.

By mortality reports received there
were 1,619 deaths during the month of
March. This was 200 more than in
February and 47 more than in March
of last year, and 86 more than the
average number . of deaths during
March for the five years preceding.

The death rate was 18.8 for the large
towns, for the small towns 17.4, and
for the whole state 18.5. The deaths
reported from infectious diseases were
286, being 17.6 per cent, of the total
mortality. ,

Robbed of Nine Pouches of Registered
Mail Passengers Not Molested.

Jaqoan mail w.btth--ef- t' Saar- - Francisco
over the Southern Pacific railway for
the east at 9 o'clock Saturday . mgrt
was held , up by two. masked men at
Sprig, two--miles east of . here.' early
today and rcbbed of nine pouches of
registered mail.- . - . .

The passengers on the tram were not
disturbed and several of them did not
learn of the robbery until this morning.
After getting the mail, sacks, the rob
bers cut the engine ' loose from the
train and sent It wild, throttle open
down the main track to the east.

In the direct Tath of the engine was
a section of passenger train No. 5,
westbound, heavily loaded. But for
the --presence of mind of a telegraph
operator at Suisun, a cohsaon would
have taken place. The engine was
thrown onto a side track in the nick
of time.

BANK'S DEPOSITORS SUFFER.

Ruined Cambridge Institution Can Only
Pay Them 75 Cents on the Dollar.

Boston, April 17. The" depositors of
the defunct National. City bank of
Cambridge, numbering some 800, can-
not hope to receive any more' than 75
cents on the dollar.' The stockholder
not only lost everything, but have al
ready: been taxed 100 per cent, in addi
tion on. the face value of their shares.
This information came yesterday from

those who have charge of the investi-
gation of the tangled affairs of the
wrecked institution, following the re
port of Receiver John L. . Bates, whosays that the total shortage will reach
$309,000.

The bank dosed February 23, after
the flight of its bookkeeper, George. W.
Coleman, who. with Wilson W. Lack-har- t,

is under indictment, charged with
being responsible for the shortage.
