Important results are expected! to flow
from it. Large liquidation of western
bank Joans., now at a toigh figure, is
exipected to" accompany the movement.
Revival of the foreign demand for our
cereals and provisions is another re-
sult looked for. helping to correct the
aibnormal conditions in the country's
foreign trade. A mixed' impression was
caused, however, by the steps taken
by the law officers of the government
against members of the cotton pool for
seeking to control the price of that
commodity.

The influence of the deetine in wheat
was riot effective in the foreign ex-
change market bo prevent engagements
of gold for exjport to London this week.
The easing of the local money market
witjh the strengthenirag of the banks'
condition last week seems to have fa-
cilitated the further outgo of gold. To-
day's engagement was an influence
against the stock market.

The dull and drooping tone of. the
iron market and the steps being taken
to curtail the output gave a turn of
depression to speculative sentiment.
Public expressions of confidence in the
trade position by leading corporation
offi-cia-I- and persistent predictions of a
coming increase in he dividend on
United States Steel do not avail to
cure his sentiment Copper trade
movements also were regarded as un-
satisfactory.

A minor cause of disappointment
was a failure of predftctions whkJh
were made very positively last week
that the corporation tax law would be
declared unconstitUitiona by the su-
preme court today.
