MEMBER'SINCB 1831, .

Miss Emma. Bunco Joined 'Center
Church, Hartford, 79 Years Ago..

Miss Ermna Bunco of Hartford, the
oldest member of the Center oh urah,
heads the list of aged disciples In that
organization by ten years. She be-

came a member in December, 1831,unit-ine- ?
by letter from the South church, in

which the. Biunce family of Hartford
had been prominent since Its organiza-
tion in 1670. Thomas Bunce, the found-
er of the family, waa an original mem-
ber of this church. He waa A land-
owner in Hartford hi 1639 and waa la
the Pecfuot war. The eon of Thomas
Bunce. second of the ancestors, waa
admitted to the South church in 1686.
He died in 1734. Russell Bunce, the
father of Miss Bunce, was a deacon in
the South church in 1818 and resigned
in 1821.

The Rev. Joel Hawes was called to
the pastorate of the Center church on
January 13, 1818, and was settled on
March 4, of that year. The first pru-
dential committee In the Center
church, which waa appointed in Sep-
tember 1821, consisted of Raasell
Bunce, William W. Ellsworth, Nor-man- d.

Smith, Caleb Goodwin.' Henry
Hudson and James R. Wood bridge. Mr.
Bunce was elected a deacon In Novem-
ber, 1821, becoming eminent at the
start. He died in April, 1846, at the
age of 69 years. John L. Bunce and
James M. Bunco, whose names are dis-
tinguished in the business and nriant
cial interests of Hartford, were his
sons. Miss Emma Bunce waa the
youngest of the clhildren. She united
with the Center chur-d- under Dr.
Hawes and has been a member con-
tinuously since 183L a period of 79
years.

RIVER AND HARBOR BILL.

Connecticut Items Include Thames
River $11,500, New London. Harbor
12,000. , -

(Special to The Bulletin.)
Washington, April 21. The river and

harbor i)ill eia it passed the senate, and
as it will probably become a law, con-
tains the following Connecticut items:
Bran-for- 'harbor, $2,000; Bridgeport
harbor, $45,000, and $10,000 for main-
tenance; harbor of refuge at Buck
Island, $60,000; harbors at Five Mile
river, Stamford, South-port- Greenwich
and Westport, and Saugatuck river,
$40,000; Milford, $2,000 twealcwater at
New Haven, $100,000; . New Haven
iiarfoor, $68,000; New London harbor,
$12,000; Norwafk harbor, $4,000; Con-
necticut river, $36,000; Eirht Mile riv-
er, $9,000; Housatonic river, $20,000;
and Thames river, $11,500.

Tfae following surveys are also au-
thorized: Bridgeport - harbor, with a
view to "protecting the channels from
the erosion of Long Beach; Cove har-
bor, .with a view to providing an en- -'

trance channel of increased depth;
Darien river; Thames river, west
channel, from Poquetanuck etraw-turicl- ge

to Kitemaug, for fourteen foot
channel; New Haven thanbor. with a
view to a channel by way of Oyster
Point to the .bridge of the New York,
New Haven and Hartford Railroad
company on West river, and East Ha-
ven river. .

The aggregate appropriation for Con-
necticut is $419,500, and practically
every Improvement asked for by the
Connecticut delegation in congress has
been provided for. ,

The average attend
ance is about 850 different boys each
day. The playgrounds are made possible-th-

rough the generostiy of Mayor
Landers. Playgrounds are also con
ducted by the Woman a club, the Sunshine

society and the Commonwealth
club for girls and smaller boys in three
of the city school yards.

Opening of Baseball Season.
The figures conspiled show that' the

opening of the baseball season of 1910
was one of the most remarkable in
point of paid ad missions. The total
attendance Thursday in the National
and Amerncan leagues was 144.224. Of
this number the American drew 76,-2- 24

and the Nationals 68,000. Thegreatest crowds saw the Americanleague games in New Tork and Chi-
cago, where. 25,000 persons attended
each game. The smallest crowd . was
in Boston, where 11,000 persons turn-
ed out. There is little doubt that lastyear's total attendance figures of 7- ,-
878,000 tor these two leagues will be

Scratched Out of Old-Tim- e Deed by
"; Derby Patriot.

. In the town' clerk's office at Derby,
says the Ansonia Sentinel, is an old
book that is designated "Land Record
No. 10." It is yellow with age, and
the cover is sadly in need of repair.
It covers the period immediately pre-
ceding, during and Immediately follow-
ing the signing of the Declaration of
Independence, on July 4, 1776, and
while a land record book is probably
the last place writers of history would
look to see what waa the spirit of the
age, yet the deeds recorded there
show that the makers of some of these
deeds were filled with the spirit of in
dependence that threw off allegi-
ance to Great Britain and established
the government of the United States.

The defiant note was heard every-
where, long' before 1776, but still no
one in Derby had the temerity to risk
nullifying a title to land, except, per
haps, as it was risked in taking part
in some meeting or in some other
action that might lead to confiscation
of property, until on May 1. 1776, Lem-
uel Nichols purchased a piece of land
from Azariah Pritchard.

Then apparently Nichols had reach-
ed a state of mind in which he abso-
lutely refused to. have anything to do
with King George the Third, for in-
stead of the transfer of land being
subscribed to in the usual form, the
record shows that a pen had been
boldly drawn through the reference to
King George and in its place appeared
simply the day of the month and, the
year with, the words "Anno Domini."
Instead of . the deed reading, Tn wit-
ness whereof I have, hereunto set my
hand and seal on the first day pf May,
in the sixteenth ye?.r of the reign of
our Sovereign lord, George the Third
of Great Britain, etc. Anno Domini,
1776," it reads, "In witness whereof I
have- - hereunto set my hand and seal
the first day of May, Anno Domini,
1776." It was a bold stroke of the pen,
for it not only involved the validity
of the title, but in case the temper of
the colonists should change was prima
facie evidence of treason.

It was evidently Nichols who in-
sisted on this change, for he waa the
purchaser of the land, consequently
the deed had to be made out to suit
him. He was the one likely to lose
the most by the transaction, although
the others were undoubtedly guilty of
treason against King George. These
were Joseph -- Wheeler and Charles
French, who witnessed the instru-
ment, and the act waa high handed. In
the case of ULn French, who waa the
justice, and who-took the acknowledg-
ment, it would be interesting to know
something of - the man who first took
this step-in- - Derby. - A great many
other deeds were made out about
this time, but none of them departed
from the usual .form until later.

DISTRICT SCHOOLS.

Are They Owned by Town of Berlin 7
No Proofs to Show. .

The long standing question whether,
the towns or the district really owns
the school buildings under the pres-
ent consolidation, has recently been
revived when a representative of the
Berlin school board began to look up
the ownership of the land where the
Pond school stands. It was neces-
sary to consult the records of New
Britain and Berlin and to also confer
with a few of the oldest residents of
the town, in order to get the desired
information. The ' Pond school was
built nearly fifty years ago and very
few of the - residents remember who
owned the land which was purchased
by the district for .the site.

While it is generally conceded that
under the system of consolidation, the
town, without any doubt, owns the
schools and the land upon which
they are built, the question is often
asked. What has the town to show for
these possessions? There is no record
of the sale of the property to the
town, there is no deed and in fact the
town has nothing to show as a proof
positive, that the district has no claim
on' its school. These outlying school
buildings were built by the districts
originally. It was Jn one instance
necessary to have a sixteen-mi- ll tax
in one district in order to pay the
expense of building a schooL When
the school in. Blue Hills was built, the
money was borrowed from a bank
in. Meriden. 'The. town adopted the
present system of consolidation about
three years ago. All of the district
schools were accordingly turned over
to the town, and the town undertook
the responsibility - of educating the
youth. Under the new system, the
town took over the payments op the
school in Blue Hills and the resi-
dents in this district escaped easily,
at least so the residents of other dis-
tricts think. "New Britain Herald.

STATE TRADE SCHOOL-- .

That at New Britain to Be in Opera-
tion . About May 1. : -

The last of the course of free lec-
tures, under the auspices. of the MiU-dleto-

board of education, was given
at the Middletown high school tn Fri-
day night by Clarence 11. Woolsey.
Ph.D., former principal of the high
school, at present in charge of the
trade school aboutto be established'
in New Britain by 'the state.

The speaker was introduced by Ar-
thur Li. Allin of the board of education.

Dr. Woolsey gave a highly interest
ing account of what trade schools are
doing about the country and spoke of
the importance of the work which is !

becoming to be more recognized. The '

school of which h is in charge in Mew
Britain is to be run as much like a
factory as possible.. Boys are to know
the how and the why of things, At
the school aU the machinery is in
place and all that is being awaited is
certain equipment. , There are five
trades to be ottered, the three metal
wortcing trades, maohine work, die
cutting and tool making, and two wood
working trades, carpentry and pat-
tern making. Ha explained what pat-
tern making is-- every casting is made
from a pattern. It is probable that
evening sessions ef the school will 'be
held after they get started for the
benefit-o- f those employed during the
day. For the 'girls- no . provision has
yet been made, but some form of in-
struction will likely be' provided later
and the speaker sold be presumed it
would be in the form of dressmaking.
