him into court. He will toe sentenced
on Wednesday.

Stay of Sentence Until Wednesday.
Immediately after the announce-

ment of the verdict, Wallace D. Scott,
counsel for Wolter, made a formal
motion that the verdict be set aside,
but Judge Foster overruled him and
fJcott hurriedly left court after hav-
ing obtained a stay of sentence until
Wednesday.

Prisoner Faced the Jury.
The jurj wn - themselves showed

emotion, while the boy who must die
showed none. As the jurors filed in,
the prisoner was loi into the room and
toik. his seat facing the judge. His
fssce was the color of putty, but his
eomplexion is naturally unwholesome,
rnd its ashiness was accentuated by
the brilliant liorhts of the courtroom.
