CONCERNING WOMEN.

Mrs. Juliet Ward Howe, who will be
91 years old on May 27 next, has Just
taken the initial step in a movement
backed by the New England Women's
club to induce women to study ap-
plied economics, with espectial rela-
tion to tho increased cost of living.

The Dutch woman suffrage associat-
ions ere preparing to ceif-brat- e June
15 as a general woman suffrage day.
On that date in 1908 the international
woman suffrage alliance met in Am-
sterdam and it has been decided to
make it a national day of propaganda.

Miss M. Manning, a bright Austra-
lian girl, who is junior bursar at Bryn
Mawr, lias been speaking in Balti-
more for the snffrage societies. Miss
Manning has had experience as an or-
ganizer in England, where she arrang-
ed some of the largt suffrage demon-
strations.

Italy oiis the most valuable and ex-
pensive handkerchief in the world. It
is owned by the queen, and is an ex-
ample of the earliest Venetian lace,
dating toward the end of the fifteenth
century, about the time the point lace
art was introduced into the City of
Doges.

HEALTH AND BEAUTY.

Baking soda gives instant relief to
a burn or scald. Applied, either wet
or dry, to the burned part imme-
diately the sense of relief is magical.
It seems to draw out the heat and with
it the pain.

For hiard-worki- persons, especial-
ly brain workers, an excellent healthpreserver is the habit of passing a
half hour lying prone in the middle of
the day: best if combined with recrea-
tion and fresh air.

A dry shanvpoo is made by scenting
a pound of finely grooind corn meal

with an ounce of powdered orris root.
The mixture is scattered through the
hair and thoroughly 'brushed out,
bringing the oil end dust with it.

Don't consider it an economy to put
children's feet into last summer's out-
grown stockings. Short feet in stock-incr- s

may permanently deprive the
child of grace and may even do the
foot an injury that will require years
of expensive shoes to counteract.

People whose feet perspire excess-
ively both in summer and winter are
very' likely to be afflicted with soft
corns, and they will do well to put an
astringent into the watr of a nightly
bath. For this, alum in the propor-
tion of one ounce to o. gallon of water
is excellent if the feet are soaked for
ten minues, wiping being done in a
careful manner. Then night and morn-
ing there should be dusted over a good
powder.

NEEDLEWORK NOTES.

When a bias edge is to be sewed toa straight edge, put the bias edge
underneath and the danger of stretch-ing will be lessened.

Plaited sleeves of chiffon are oftenused in silk dresses. They are re-
movable pairs should hemade, as chiffon soon loses its fresh-ness in hot weather, although no fabriclooks cooler or fresher than it does
before it fades.

Coarse cotton emtoroiderv appears
intermingled with many of the braideddesigns upon heavy frocks. Any lit-
tle open space in the braiding may be
thus filied in with solid work of a
color matching either background orbraid, and it will add to the richnessof the general effect.

SUGESTIONS FOR HOUSEWIFE.

When soaking mackerel or other salt
fieh see that- - the skin side is placed
uppermost.

When making sweet croquettes add
a little sugar to the crumbs in which
the croquettes are to bo rolled.

Celery can be much improved ty
soaking It for an hour in ice-co- ld

water in which a lemon ihas been
squeezed.

To clean a. copper kettle, rub it with
powdered bath 'brick and paratfin and
polish with, dry ibrick duest or whiting.

Pane greased with butter will make
the bottom crust of pies soft and
flaky and prevent them from being
soggy.

All cups and Jugs should occasion-
ally be scrubbed round the handles
with a well-soap- ed brush. If this is
not done they are apt to get grimy in
appearance tihat is anything but ap-
petizing.

To fold a man's coat, lay the coat
out perfectly flat with the inside
down. The eleeves should te spread
out smoothly and then folded back to
the elbow until each end of the sleeve
is even with the collar. Fold the re-
verts iback and then dotrble the coat
over, folding it directly in the center
seam, and then smooth it out careful-
ly and lay flat in the drawer.

Tiny Bows on Gowns.
Tiny bows cut from bias bands of

silk are being used for trimming. They
give a French touch to a gown.

Shirrings and Quillings.
Shirred bands of silk, aa well as

quillings, ere used for a finish to tu-
nics and gowna.

Ivory-tippe- d Ribs on Parasols.
Ivory-tipe- d ribs are a feature of

some of the smartest all-whi- te para-
sols.

Putting a Curtain on a Rod.
Oftentimes in slipping a metal cur-

tain rod through the hem of the cur-
tain, the rod catches in the material.
To prevent this, cover the tip of the
rod with the finger of a kid glove. Then
the task of running the curtain on the
rod will be gTeatly expedited.

Embroidery on White Hose,
White lisle stockings with a little

embroidery done in 'black, white or col-
ors are smart hosiery to toe worn with
white shoes or slippers. The colored
embroidery should match the color or
trimming of one's gown.

Sauted Carrots.
Carrots parboiled , and then cut in

short lengths and sauted in butter are
exceedingly tasty. Some people think
the addition of a few drops of lemon
juice just before serving improves this
vegetable.

Brightening of Leather.
A cloth dipped In warm milk will be

found excellent for brightening leath
furniture. Wipe until it is

perfectly dry, using a dry cloth.

A Good Bread Pudding.
Put one and a half pint of oread

crumbs In a haking dish and cover
with milk. Beat till verv smooth:
then add the well beaten yolks of fonr
eggs and enough surir to taste. Bake
until nearly done; take from the oven
and add any kind of freeh fruit or pre-
serves desired strawberries are the
best. Over the layer of fruit put the
stiffly beaten whites of the eggs. Re-
turn to the oven and bake until the
beaten eggs are slightly 'brown.

Patent Leather Belts.
The vogue for paAent leather belts

Tea Caddy and Ball.

Sometimes the tea. hall Is fur-
nished with a S'prlng- handle which op-
erates at the slightest pressure.

German Tray Cloths.
Novelties in tray cloths are the Ger-

man ones. They are made of white
canvas with a border done in cross
stitch. They are edged with a heavy
lace.

Macaroni Omelet.
Take two slices of bacon and fry

them until crisp. Then add a cupful
of boiled, macaroni and a cupful of
canned tomatoes. Season with chop-
ped onion, pepper and salt. Fry until
brown; turn and fry the other eide.
Serve on toasted bread with enated
cheese.

Homey Hints.
When frying doughnuts hitve a basin

of hot water with a plate over it be-
side the kettle and whenever a. dough-
nut is not quite done and yet is theright color to take out of the fat, lay
it on the hot plate where It will soon
finish cooking and the crust will not
be hard as it would be if put into the
oven.

For squash or pumpkin pie, crackers
or stale baker's cookies (cookies are
best) make a good substitute for eggs.
Roil fine and e.llow two-thir- ds of a
cupful to a pie. A Kttle more may be
added.
