PLANT OF GENERAL EXPLOSIVES
CO. OF CANADA WRECKED.

TWO STUNNING DETONATIOKS

Headless, Legiess and Armiess Bodies
Lying About—Baseball Players in
the Danger Zone—Many Injured.

Ottawa, May 8.—An explosion which
late this evening wrecked the plaut of
ihe General Explosives <ompany of
Canada, situated a mile from Hull,
Quebec, and four miles from this city,
killed between ten and fifteen persons
and injured scores of others. The
force of the explosion was terrifyving.
The country for miles around was kaid
waste and many small buoildings In the
city of Hull on the side nearest the
scene of the explosion were flattened
to the ground.

Baseball Players and
Warned.

A baseball game was in progress a
short distance from the powder works
about 6 o'clock this evening. The
teams were playing the last inning and
when a fire was seen in one of thoe
small buldings of the powder plant
the crowd began to swarm up the hill
10 g€l a better view of the bilaxe.
Warning of the danger came to the
onleokers in two minor explosions soon
after the fire xot. well under way. A
shower of sparks and fragments of the
wrecked buliding fell among thie spec-
tators and there was a scurtying out
of what was considered the danger
zone. Some men in the crowd, aware
of the possibilities of the danger whan
the maln mugazines were reached by
the flames, pleaded with the crowd 10
o still further back and muany of
them heeded Lha warning. Others, ap-
parently enjoying the clemenr of dan-
ger in the spectacle, stood within 1,000
vards of the burning buildings.

Tt was then thot the main mugazines
exploded. There' were two mstunning
detonations. Everything within & ra-
dius of a mile and a half was torn and
shattered. Gliant trees were snapped
Off close to the earth, barns and dwell-
ing houses were converted into kin
dling wood and even in Ottawa, four
miles from the scene, hundreds of
plate glass windows were shatiered to
m;ment.s.

Scene Resembled a Battlefield.

The scane where the crowd from the
ball Held stood resembled @ battlefield.
Headless, armiess and Jegles=s hodles
o hing about among afores of un-
omeious forms. To tho few who re-
tained a flicker of consciousness It
appeared as though over a hundred
bad been killed. The strange silence
which followed the final death dealing
blast was more terrifying than the
eries and moans which ecame with a

return 1o consclousness of the badly

injured.

Thought the Comet Had Struck the
Eearth. ~

The terrific shock brought thousands
of terror-stricken peonie into the
street=s of Hull. Some thongh it was
an earthquake while others criad out
that the comet had struck the earth.
Hundreds of chimneys were toppled
over znd there is scareely a whale
light of glass left in the northeastern
section of the ¢ity. The first aid from
the hospitals and the police found that
fully forty smal] frame dwellings had
heen shattered and many injured pea-
ple were imprisoned in the wreckage.
Tha police and fire departments were
joined by scores of willing volunteers
in the work of reseune.

Ambulances Rushed to the Scene.

An hour and a half after the axplos-
fon word came into the ecfty of the
disaster and ambulances and automo-
biles were rushed (o the scene. The
Injured were carried te the local hos-
pitals until there was room for no
.nore and then they were brought
across the river into this city.

At ten o'clock tonight & police es-
timate placed the number of dead at
ffteen and the Injured at Afy.

The Earth Trembled Miles Away.

In this ¢lty, four miles from the
scene of the explosion, the earth trem-
bled, bulldingg shook and hundreds
of windoys were shattered.

Rideau hall, ths official home of Earl
Grey. and the buildings on Parliament
hill caught the full force of the ex-
plosion. Ewry window on one slde
of Rideau hall was blown out and two
great stona chimnevs toppled over on
the roof of the building.

Half-Ton Stone Fragrments Shot
Through tae Air.

The bullding in which the main ex-
wlosion occurred was built of solid
stone, the walls being two feet thick.
Frugments of stone welgh!ng up to a
half-gon were shot through the air for
a quarter of a mile, shattering the
frame dwellings of u'arkingmen which
run to within an =ighth of a mile of
the faclory.
