CONNECTICUT CATHOLICS.

Cosmopolitan Character of the Church
in Nutmeg State.

T'K're are within the confines c
the diocese of Hartford no less than
eleven nationalities worshipping ac-
cording' to the Catholic faith and they
have, with two exceptions, their own
churches and priests, says the Catholic
Transcript. While all these are of the
Human rite, two of the nationalities
are represented also by separate pari
ishes which follow what is called the
Ureek-Rumeni- an rite. These are the
Hungarians (JJagyars) and the Gali-eian- s.

who thus observe the rites which
prevail in the localities from which
they come; they are all in the com-
munication with the Holy See. The
rest of this Pentecostal aggregation is
made up of the following: French,
Italian. Poles. Germans, Lithuanians.
Slavonians. Slovaks. Portuguese, and
Syrians. The two-las- t named attend
services in the English speaking
churches.

The foreign population is gathered
larsreiy in the principal cities. Bridge-
port is the most cosmopolitan and
boasts of the one faith preached in as
many as eleven tongues. Hartford has
five churches for non-Engli- sh speak-
ing people: New Haven. Waterbury
and Meriden. four each; New Britain
three and Ansonia two. Other places
which have one church for one or the
other of those races are South Nor-wal- k.

Bristol. Willimantic.' Terryville,
Derby. Middletown. New London. Nor-
wich. Rockville. Stamford, Torrington,
and Union City.

Lifting the Lion's Paw. ,

For two centuries or more England
has been picking up islands, continents
and other unconsidered trifles of land
that no one else was strong enough to
hold until the map of the world looks
as if sonieone had spattered red ink
over it w ith a careless but liberal hand.
And when once the Hag of England is
pl.inted on territory it is with great
difficulty that anyone can uproot the
flagpole. To be. sure, the American
colonies did this, but the argument
lasted for half a dozen years, and not
until France joined in the dispute was
it ended.

Hence it is surprising to read now
that England U evacuating Somaliland.
This uninviting region is on the south
side of the Gulf of Aden, between the
mouth of the Red sea and Cape Guard-afu- l,

and lies between Abyssinia and
the sea-- It covers an area of 60.000
miles and has 300.000 inhabitants..'
France has a patch of land on the west
and Italy a large territory on the east.

For eight or ten years the MullaJi
has been raiding all the southern parts
of thie region, and more than one
Fritlsh force has met with disaster
there: trade has been lost, and at last
the government has grown tired of the
trouble and expense. As a result of
the evacuation already some 800 na-
tives friendly to the British have been
killed by the forces of
Boston Globe. ,
