The ses-
sion Continued for two hours and ahalf All was harmony from start totinh. - .

Richard J. Butler read the town au-
ditors' report. The expenditures were
?525.5-'8.2- 6 and the reeeiots and bal-ances $535,631.84. The total indebted-ness is The report was
received and ordered recorded.

John J. Carney submitted the re-
port of ilift board of water commis-
sioners. whi.li showed receipts of
S47.titi7.4l lim ing- the j ear. and expenses of $39,653.91. The report gave
in deta.l the iinaneial condition andthe wqrk done in- - the past year. The
total tost of the water works system
to d"ate is J395.421.05. The report also
showed the vast amount of water used
?.nd of the necessity of an additional
standpipe. and the commissioners havepurchased a lot of land in Led wardavenue, upon which will be construct
ed a reinforced concrete standpipe, the
contract ror winch lias already been
awarded. The present storage capacity
is j.u.ijw gallons, and the new stand- -
pipe added will Rive a capacity of
i.OOO.OOO gallons. The report was ap
proved and ordered printed.

Senator Art: old offered a vote au
thorizing the town treasurer to borrow
$2a.0io lor the erection of a water
standpipe and for the site of the
stand pipe, or so much thereof as is re-
quired by the water commissioners.
The vote was adopted, after slight
amendment suggested, by Treasurer
Pendletoa as to the rate of interest,
that matter being left to the discre-
tion of the treasurer.

Town Treasurer James M. Pendle-
ton made his report in detail, which
was practicslly covered by the report
of the auditors. The treasurer's re-
port was approved and ordered print-
ed. There was a decrease in the town
debt of $10.3x0.20.

Dr. Russell B Smith made the finan-
cial report of the school committee.
