FINANCIAL AND

STRON GUNDERTONE.

Stocks Were Persistently Absorbed at
Various Price Levels.

New York, May 11. The persistence
with which stocks were absorbed at
the various price levels today had an
influence in stiffening speculative con-
fidence and formed the tone of the
market. The sources of the buying
were not always manifest and it was
met, at times, by effective selling
prompted by an obvious desire to real-
ize profits on the recent advance. Such
conspicuous market leaders at the Har-rim- an

Pacifies, Northern Pacific, Ches-
apeake and Ohio, and at times United
States Steel, were held back by realiz-
ing sales of thi kind. These sales were
renewed quite actively at the last and
unsettled the closing tone consider-
ably. No striking new event occurredto account for the strong undertone of
the market. The quieter tone of the
wheat market today took the edge off
the effect of yesterday's suddenslump.

Besides the growing influence irT
the agricultural general prospects, the
securities' market is having' the bene-
fit of other general considerations. Thepassing of the depression caused by
the succession to the British thronebright with it a sei.e of substantial
relief which, it was felt, entitled the
stock nKarket to an upward reaction.
This is an influence that passes by
sympathy between the international
markets. Tt was strengthened today
by the easing of the money markets.
The private discount rate in Berlin was
marked down a fraction and Ivondon
cables pointed to the likelihood of a
reduction in the official discount rate of
the Brink of England tomorrow. I

Tn New York demand sterling touch
ed 488.35. the lowest price of the vear,
with some subsequent recovery. The
iospect of the reduction of the Bank

of England official discount rate affect
ed exchange. So did the appearance of
further bills 'based on the placing of
American seciwitiee abroad. By small
additional details, the main conten
tion as to the importance of the foreign
sales of new securities is coming to be
verified. This forms a continuing in-
fluence in favor of the whole financial
situation.

A good deal of attention was paid to
the copper metal market and there
were many rumors current of develop-
ments in that trade. Official informa-
tion of copper transactions, beyond the
periodical publication of the statistics
of the Copper Producers' association is
not to be had. The price of the metal
advanced attain here, but fell back in
London. Lat month's large accumu-
lation wa-- attributed mostly to the
leading interest and its control was
said to have increased sufficiently as a
consequence to enable it to exact the
better prices from some of the recent
buyers. A somewhat better tone, also.

market.
