He was a Congregationalist and had
decided to devote his life to church
work.

the outdoor reiief work t the City
Mission was practically identical in
kind with out outaid poor work ot
the town, 'and that so far aa material
aid wae needed it (Should not be a
burden upon both private and public
funds.
