FINANCIAL AND

PRICES DECLINED.
Growing Apathy of the Demand for
Stocks Pennsylvania an ' Exception.

New York, May 12. Confidence in
the existing level of pris of stockswas not well maintained in the deal-
ings today. The growing apathy of
the demand, even with the stimulating
influence of favorable happenings, be-
got distrust and prompted to gome re-
duction of holdings and a declining
tendency of prices. The response of
the market to the news of the increase
in the dividend rate on Brooklyn
Transit was illustrative of the general
tendency. The stock rose momentarily
to 81 and then sold off. - Thrie com-
pares with a high price Iter the pres-
ent year of 82 In April and a high
price of 82 7-- 8 in June of last year
in anticipation of the inauguration of
dividends at the rate of four per cent.
These comparisons failed to imply fa-
vorable speculative conditions in thepresent.

One of the day's disappointments
was the retention of the Bank of
England's official discount rate. Theweekly return showed an advance to
54.40 in the percentage of reserve to
liability, the withdrawals of "otherdeposits'' more than balancing the in-
gathering of government depositsthrough the collection of taxes. Thefact that the central bank refrained
from reducing its official discountrate in spite of the great strength of
its position miglii imply a purpose to
make Its rate effective in the outside
inoney market. The private discountrate, in tact, rose today and foreign
exchange rates in New York advancedagain.

The April export figures showed con-
siderable increase in value of wheat
and cotton exports, the latter wholly
due to the high price, but other de-
creases, notably one of $5,589,768 in
meat and1 dairy products, leaves the
total value of agricultural exports

6,691,784 below April of last year and
correspondingly ineffective In supply-
ing credits to the foreign exchange
market.

Another ground for speculative hesi-
tation was found In the doubts over
the soundness of the reported im-
provement in the copper trade. A
sharp drop in the price of the metal in
London was a factor in this suspicion.
So also were reports of a. disinclina-
tion on the part of domestic consum-
ers to follow the recent recovery in
the price of the metal. An official of
orw. of the minor steel companies, the
securities of which enjoy no stock
niArket prominence, was quoted aa be-
lieving that the present trade outlook
is not favorable".

The strength of Pennsylvania stoodout as a prominent exception to thegeneral heaviness of the market andwa of some effect finally in over-
coming that 'heaviness. The demandcame largely from foreigner and theadjustment of the trunk lines dispute
over import freight rates was givenas ttie reason.

It was the first time he
had seen tho Dallas pitcher work, and
he was the center of attraction for
McGraw.

go to second. When ho does that he
is going to deliver the ball to the bat-
ter."

The base runner obeyed, and he was
within rive feet of second baae before
tno Dallas catcher had the ball. Mr
Craw had watrhed every move tne
pitcher made. He noticed that when
he threw to flrsthe didn't move his
