John Woodward proved not to tie the
peacemaker desired. Spiritual life was
at a low ebb. The rigors of church
diJScipiine engendered ill feeling andmany a long standing feud was created
by the more than doubtful custom of
seating families an church by social
rank. Unseen rocks were ahead. "We
have seen hew firmly this church wae
estatrllshed upon the Cambridge plat-
form of independence. This was quile
in accord with Massachusetts Congre
gationalism; but, alas, the trend of
Connecticut Congregationalism was in
another direction! A kind of Prestry
terian polity or government by elders
was heing evolved and the sentiment
crystalized in the Saybrook platform
of 1708. Now Mr. Woodward was a
delegate to the Sayhrook synod and
was heartily in sympathy with its po
sition. . When he returned to Norwich
he undertook to whip his people into
line with the new movement, out un
successfully. The church was about
to split in two when Mr. Woodward
was induced in 1716 to resign, and the
day was saved.

Dr. Lord's Pastorate of 67 Years.
We are now to be introduced to the

third pastor of this church. Rev. Ben
jamin Lord, who came in the glow of
vouth fresh from" the new Yale college
then located at Saybrook and began
his remarkable and altogether excep
tional pastorate of sixty-seve- n years
He found the church divided into two
hostile mar-tie- and by " his wisdom
and tact he welded them together
again. More than a. quarter of a cen
tury later in a, review of his ministry
he said: ''It was indeed a difficult and
arduous task to act as a repairer of
breaches and restorer of paths to dwell
in But within a year or two after
my settlement it pleased God, I true,
In some reraarkaWe measure to own
and les his word preached, one effect
of which was the greater harmony of
the peopte, and the conversation still
more turned off from the old contro-
versy unto religion."

When Dr. Lord began his ministry
in 1717 he found thirty-on- e male mem-
bers of the church. The season of re-
freshing that soon came was the more
remarkable because the era of revivals
had not yet dawned. For years, how-
ever, the whole of New England was
sunk in deep spiritual depression. The
deistic philosophy prevalent in Eng-
land in the eighteenth century may
very largely explain it. Among local
conditions making for a low state of
spiritual life the chief wae the iniquit-
ous working of the .half --way covenant.
Now God always has his agent, and
Jonathan Edwards was the man of the
hour. The religious upheaval which
hie theology and preaching produced is
"ailed "The Great Awakenini." With
this revival movement Dr. Lord found
fi . 1 .T r !.i lu.'irt i; i"ir 7 1 1 A ft - o
flame ourst .forth in Norwich. The
work began early and soon flbecame
deep, strong and enthusiastic in its
exhibitions. As a fruit of this revival
eighty-si- x were added to the church.
Rut a secondary result was less happy.
Violent outbursts of fanaticism led to
a division of opinion in which Dr.
Lord sided with the conservative party
in his church, and eventually the re-
vival party, known as the new lights,
seceded from the main body and con-
stituted the faction of the separates.
A chief rock of offense was the half-
way covenant and the matter of quali-
fication for church membership.
Though the church never receded from
its original position, the separates after
a period of ten years were reclaimed
to the church by those same gifts of
wisdom and tact tthat made Dr. Lord a
peacemaker at the beginning of his
pastorate.

xsow and again tne ancient records
reveal the nervousness of this church
lest it should unwittingly sacrificeany of its liberty or appear to com
promise with the Saybrook platform.
One such is worthy of mention. For
a long period of years the politic pas
tor had unselfishly refrained from
meeting with the Ministerial associa
tion. now a harmless body, but then
a friend of the Saybrook platform. At
length he made overtures to join that
body of ministers on condition that
he should in no wise compromise
himself or his church. This steo was
finally taken with the express con
sent of the ohurch. Now, on the 20th
day of February. 1745, the very day
after the discovery of the first seces
sion of Separates, the church rescind
ed its permission in most emphatic
terms, saying: "We can by no means
consent to it in the future as judging
it inconsistent with the principles andagreements of the church

Dr. Lord had some peculiarities
which were quite as much, perhaps
the peculiarities of the time in which
he lived. It was his custom to re
nearse in his Sunday morning prayer
the current events of large and small
moment in nation and in town. His
"long prayer" was verj long. It con
tinued through the full run of the
hour-glas- s. On one occasion during
the Revolutionary war. he gave in his
prayer a somewhat detailed account
of an important battle, which in the
afternoon, on the receipt of more re-
cent news, he was compelled to con-
tradict.
Dr. Strong Prayed with Lafayette's

Army.
I have now to present to you the

successor . and sometime colleague
of Dr. Lord's, the Rev. Joseph Strong,
D.D., for fifty-seve- n years beloved and
useful pastor of this church. He was
a true gentleman of the old school
and a genuine man of God. Soon aft-
er his installation. Lafayette passing
through town with a detachment of
two thousand men. encamped on the
plain and in the morning Mr. Strong
accepted an invitation to pray with
them. T have been impressed with
the humility of this servant of God.
When he had been fifty years paster
of this church he preached an anni-
versary (sermon, from which I quote a
few extracts illustrating this godly
trait of character and throwing a.
hright light upon the progress of the
church. "I cannot but acknowledge,"
he says, "the great unhappiness I feel
in having so long labored among you
with no greater success. Too much
reason have I to adopt the prophet's
complaint and: say, T have labored in
vain and spent my strength for
nought, for Israel is not gathered." But
I have studied," he adds, "to feed you
with the pure milk of the Word to
direct you to Jesus, the only physician
of souls. I do not recollect a single
year of my, ministry without some
hopeful Instances of awakening and
conversion. Each of three seasons
proved the occasion of very consider-
able increase to the church." Now it
appears that Khiring 1809 and 1810
forty-on- e -- were gathered into 'the
church, - and we are therefore today
celebrating the centennial of a very
gracious revival undnr Dr. Strong's
ministry.

This eaina year, 1510. gave to the
world the Americ&u tioard, and hii,
tnvo years later, an auxiliary society
was orgwtiizod In Nurwich Dr. Strong
became the finst president--. From sfaat
time,- - so close upon tbe very 'begin-
ning of tne modern foresgn missionary
movement, down to tha praseat time,
this church has been in a marked de-
gree, toth in. spirit and In actual par-
ticipation of men, woanen and money.

tional church on the. occasion of its250th, anniversary.' Many familiarfaces of former residents, also de-
scendants, of well known families andstrangrfg were seen among the large
hTiErthier present Sunday. Palms and
Norfolk pines were either side of the
pulpit;- In front marguerites. sweet
elysium and salvia with ferns were
massed with pleasing color effect.

The Organ prelude in C Minor, 1y
Bach; the hymn, and responsive read-
ing of Psalm 145 preceded the anthem.
I Am Alpha and Omeera, by Stainer,
which was sung .by a choir of eight
voices. The soprano solo by Miss Pratt
and the tenor solo by Frank E. Sterry
were rendered expressively. Prayer
was offered ty Rev. Henry Strong
Huntington of Milton, Mass. In the
offertory, Fear Not, O Israel, Miss
L,ouise H. Pratt was again heard. The
hymn, Let Children Hear the Mighty
Deeds, was sung "by the choir.

Historical. Sermon.
The historical sermon was preached

by the pastor. Rev. George H.. Ewing,
who, taking his text from Deuteron-
omy 32:7, Remember the days of old,
consider the years of many genera-
tions, said:

True to the admonition of this an
cient poet-preach- er we are to go far
back into the strange world of our an-
cestors and seek to make these men of
old live again as they tell us the story
of 250 years. After all,, they are not
dead, for something of the immortal
soul of every good man and true is
enshrined in his deeds. Two hundred
and fifty years is a long time a very
long time, when measured by the span
of human lives. Over and over again
this church has completely changed its
constituency. And yet it remains the
same church through every change.
Men mas-- come and men may go, but
aot additions or subtractions, multipli-
cations or divisions affect the identity
of their ancient yet modern, old yet
ever young church of the living God.
Men of High Ideals and Strong Con-

victions.
And now we shall slip hack through

a round quarter of a millenium to the
natal day of this church. The United
States had not even an existence.
America was a waste and howling
wilderness, and the Rocky Mountains
entirely unknown. Men were still in
ttie prime of life who had been living
before Jamestown was founded. John
and Prieeilla Alden. patriarchs of the
Mayflower, were still alive and may
not impossibly have offered in person
their congratulations to Mr. James
Fitch and his thirty-fou- r comrades up-
on their successful enterprise in Nor
wich.

The first settlers of Norwich were a ,

select company not a miscellaneous
aggregation. They were men of high
Ideals and strong convictions, and they
were Congregationalists of the most
pronounced and absolute type. lhe
same men constituted both church and
state. The chief function of the state
was to guard fhe church; and the main
duty of the church was to make up
right citizens. Jealousy of ecclesias
tical rights was the outstanding char-
acteristic of these church communi-
ties, and emphatically was this true of
the church founded in Norwich In
1660.

The First Pastor.
First of the men whom today we de

light to honor is Mr. James Fitch, first
pastor of this church. He is no novice
in the pastoral office, for he has effi
ciently served the church in Saybrook
for fourteen years. He is a leader.
This "parson" is the commanding "per-
son,"' second to none save Major John
Mason. For ,"ixty years so closely
were town ana church knit together
that the affairs of both were recorded
In one book. Mr. Fitch was a mission
ary to the Indians a century and a half
before foreign missions came into
vogue. No words better sum up ths
man than those inscribed in Latin on
his tombstone in Lebanon, where ho
died in 1702: "He was a man. for pen
etration of mind, solidity of judgment.
devotion to the sacred duties of his
office, and entire holiness of life, as
also for skill and energy in preaching.
inferior to none."

Independence cf the Church.
The extreme independence of this

and other churches of the day was a
reaction from long-tim- e impositions of
the established church of England. It
was inevitable that independent
churches would develop considerable
variations. These differences created
a demand for a common platform, and
in 1648 the so-cal- Cambridge plat- -
worm was officially adopted by the
majority of churches. Everybody, it
should foe understood, was obliged to
go to cthurch, yet only those who could
make public confession of sin were ad-
mitted to the rights and privileges of
membership. This was too much like
taxation without representation. The
concessions of the Cambridge plat
form relieved the situation. The con-
cession wag insufficient and a second
convention met immediate require-
ments by devising the famous Half-
way covenant of 1657. It provided for
a double merrtbership in every church.
From the beginnlg the church of Nor-
wich was an ardent supporter of the
Cambridge platform and Half-wa- y

covenant. During the forty years' pas-
torate of Mr. Fitch there were two sets
of church members. First, there were
those who were in full communion;
and, second, those who had themselves
publicly professed their conversion, but
were ready to "own the covenant," as-
senting to the main truths of the gos
pel and promising obedience to the
church. They might not share in the
sacrament of the Lord's supper, but the
children of such half-wa- y members
might be brought for byptism.

' Norwich Covenant.
In these provisions there wem lurk

ing seeds of discord. . The church grew
more worldly, to the great distress and
perplexity or the godly-minde- d. Tn a

Ismail volume of eermons by Mr. Fitch
srtm extant, there Is inserted a very
interesting document dating from 1675
and bearing the title of "Norwich Cov- -
enant." A series of devastating Provi- -
dences in connection with King Philip's
war led the church to make this sol
emn vow. First, "All the males who
are eight or' nine years of age shall be
presented before the Lord every Lord's
day to "be catecmsed until thirteenyears in age. Second, Those who are
above thirteen years in age. both males
and females, shall frequent the meet-
ing appointed in private for their in-
struction so long as they abide under
family government," Clearty bere was
a Sunday school long toefore the day of
Sunday schools! The third provision
contains a dreadful threat ot exuwi-mirtouio- n

against the negligent and
obstinate. The final ciause o on tarns a
further : "We do a tree and deter-tuhi- e

tiat this writing- or content of
it efaaU be read ooc-f- every year in a
day of testing and prater toefope the
Lord aad his congregation." It im tt
Interest to luiow t!a.t tMs last article
of tli covenant wae faithfully observ-
ed tor thirty years, or until 17.

The Second Pastor.

New
England has become the happy hunt-
ing ground, not of the Indians, but of
every- - race of men .under heaven. Our
field is around us. We are the force.
and we go forward-wit- courage to the
conquest .of a second quarter-millien-iu- m

in the name of Christ our King.
The anthem Jubilate Deo and the

benediction by Rev. G. H. Ewing closed
the morning sert'ices.

A large audience filled the First Con

gregational church at the union serv-
ice Sunday evening. With the pastor.
Rev. G. H. Ewing. were seated Dr.
Leweliyn Pratt, Prof. Williston Walk- - J

er and Rev. H. J. Wyckoff. Rev. Dr.
S. H. Howe, Rev. C. H. Ricketts, Rev.
Harry Beadle and Rev. D. F. MacLane
were also present.

The hymn. Holy. Holy, Holy, preced
ed the reading of Psalm 90 by Rev..
IT. J. Wyckoff. The anthem. I Will
Lift up Mine Eyes, was sung with
line expression by the full choir. Dr.
Pratt led the worshippers in an earn-
est prayer of thankfulness for the
rich blessings of the past of this
church, and for their continuance
through all the future, and that from
this land might go forth streams of
influence that will make glad the city
of our God.

Connecticut 250 Years Agov
The solo, O Rest in the Lord, toy

Mendelssohn, which was given in a
clear, sweet tone by Miss Pratt, was
followed by the address. Connecticut
Two Hundred and Fifty Years Ago, by
Prof. Williston Walker of New Haven.

He said: I cannot help but think of
a book written by captain Johnson
seven or eight years before this church
was founded The VV onder-Workin- ig

Providence of ZIon's Saviour. If you
had as-ke- the founders of this church
why they came here, the answer would
have been a mixed one; perhaps a gen-
eral desire of betterment or land-hunge- r;

but deep down in rlieir hewrts was
the desire to serve God more perfect-
ly and to lay strong foundations for
those who should come after them.

Two hundred and fifty years ago
Connecticut had already been sketched
out. Hartford was founded in 163S.
New Haven In 16o8. Connecticut had
already-- been pledged by the constitu
tion of 16.19 the first written consti
tution of English-speakin- g people any
where. Its ecclesiastical constitution
was no less fully determined. There
had been sketched out democracy, lib-
erty, freedom, order and obedience to
law.

Governor Winthrop's Errand.
Greatest of all the changes at this

time was the grpat change In England
when Cromwell died and the king came
back, bringing the institutions which
the Puritans had opposed, Connecti-
cut summoned its most diplomatic tal-
ent and sent Governor Winthrop across
the Atlantic to win the favor of the
king. He procured that most generous
and liberal charter which lasted until
1818. One change to take place was
the absorption of the colony of New
Haven by Connecticut. The new char
ter made one colony out of two, and
made our commonwealth foursquare
There were plenty of questions about
the political outlook at home and
abroad to demand thought, and con
sideration, and earnestness, on the
part of the founders of this colony.
Intellectual Life at Meeting House.
The intellectual life in those daya

was centered about the meeting house
and what it had to give them.

I think it well to say a good word
for the theology of Calvin. It taught
the people of old England, Holland
Scotland, and the Huguenots of France
to think for themselves as no other
people of that age thought for them-
selves. Calvin's doctrine of election
taught that if man was chosen by
God he was chosen not merely to ev
erlasting life but to make God's will
regnant in this world.

The Connecticut colony was divided
on the question as to whether children
of church members should be mem-
bers of the church. For years
the halfway covenant was in force.

One other question, should only tax-
payers have a voice in church coun-
cils, was a source of division.

The legislature in 1644 decided' that
the minister should receive his sup-
port from a legally assessed tax. In
the earlier churches the people were
seated according to their dignity; this
caused heartburnings and this manner
of seating was called dignirying

.house. T'ncje were no mrans
of heating the churches until alter
the Revolution.

New England singing was said to he
not worse than in otner parts of the
world. There were only five tunes
known in Connecticut.

The preachers were men of force and
power and the peopl of that time
were hungry for the Word of God. The
noontide hour tjrew people from long
distances. They enjoyed "visiting and
talking over news.

Our forbears were doing a great
work ng in its influence be
cause of their devotion to God.

The service closed with prayer and
benediction toy Rev. C. H. Ricketts.
