He was a native of Ashfield, Mass.,
and died in East Hartford January 8,
1896. lie was succeeded at Chaplin
by Rev. M. S. Phillips, who was set-
tled November 1, 1892, and remained
with the church until March, 1894.

Rev. E. M. Frary was settled July 1,
1S94, and concluded the work in Oc-

tober, 1903. In the revival of 1595,
which was conducted1 under his minis-
try, S3 new members were added to
the church. Mr. Frary's work in
Chaplin was for the advancement of
the church and community. He was
succeeded by Rev. Andrew J. Small,
January 11, 1904. who continued" in
the pastorate until last spring. He is
now settled in Merrimac. Me., his suc-
cessor at Chaplin being the Rev.
Granville Yeager.

Has Sent Out Many Preachers.
The Chaplin church has been the

spiritual birthplace of a considerable
number of men who have entered the
ministry. Rufus Smith, who heads the
list in point of time, 2ied in East
Hartford, without charge, June 1, 1854.
Other ministers converted in the Chap-
lin church were Rev. Ebenezer Church-
ill. Rev. Rufus Smith, Rev. Roswell
Robinson. Snow, Rev. Allen Clark,
Kev. George Soule, Rev. John Robin-
son Freeman, Rev. Isaac Clark. Rev.
William Burton Sandford. Rev. Wal-
ter Eugene Lanphear, also Justin Mar-
tin and Charles Edwin Griggs. Rev.
George Soule was the father of Rev.
Sherrod Soule, who was one of the
speakers at the services Tuesday. Rev.
Walter E. Lanphear is pastor of the
Congregational churches of Mansfield
Center and JCorth Windham.

Membership Ninety-thre- e.

The present pastor of the Chaplin
church is Rev. Granville Yeager, who
came from Uraintree, Mass., about five
months ago. The membership of the
church is now 'ninety-thre- e, twenty-seve- n

of whom are absentees. ' Thepersons who have been members the
longest are Julius Church of North
Windham and Miss Julia A. Clark of
Chaplin, both of whom joined the
church in 1840. Miss Jerusha Crosby,
who is in her 100th year, became a
member of the church about twenty
years ago. She is a native of Lisbon,
this state, and lived in Brooklyn for
many years. When 17 years old she
went to Norwich. She has a sister
in Brooklyn who is 96 years old. Miss
Crosby lives near the Chaplin church
and is cared for by Mrs. Kellar of
Hartford, a graduate nurse.

The deacons of the Chaplin church
are Winslow R. Gallup and Andrew
H. Grant. The latter is clerk and
treasurer of the church. Frank W.
Martin is superintendent of the Sun-
day school.

COMMUNION WINE ILLICIT.

Michigan District Attorney Says He'll
Prosecute if It's Used.

Battle Creek, Mich.. May 31. Min-
isters who serve wine to their congre-
gations will hereafter be classed as
"boot-legger- s" in dry Calhoun county,
according to Prosecuting Attorney
Howard Cavanagh's announcement.

One Household Waste.
The protest against the higher price

of milk in Boston and other New Eng-
land cities has served to directatten-ttontoth- e

needless multiplication of
expenses in Its delivery. The cost of
distribution, it may be assumed, must
fall upon the ultimate consumer. The
present method needs such system of
economical distribution as Mr. Rocke-
feller introduced into the local market-
ing of petroleum. An observer may see
a dozen milk wagons, each with a
driver and a boy, pass through the
same street within an hour. Each will
deliver milk at a few houses, seldom
adjacent; for it appears a fact not
readiiy explained ihat rare!;- - do two
next-doo- r neighbors, or even two
families in one tenement or apartment
house, buy milk of the same dealer.

It would be an obvious advantage to
the milkman if he could concentrate
hia customers within one neighborhood.
Instead, he supplies families scattered
through long routes, when his stock
might be disposed of within a few
blocks if his customers were contigu-
ous. These dealers are industrious and
accommodating, but their laibors are
misdirected and scattered. Here is an
example of competition that is waste-
ful, that must fall as a tax upon the
consumer and that appears to be of no
benefit to anyone. Washington Post.

SMOKE MENACE.

New Haven Physician Says that Dense
Pall Greatly Impairs Health.

Dr. James S. Maher of the New
Haven health board, has been
atmospheric olx$ervatkiua to determine
various matters, among whicE1 was the
effect of the smoke caused b the local
factories on the population.

He said this week that the number
of clear days in New Haven was com-
paratively smsUl. He further states
tliat there is a dense pall of smkjke con-
tinually hanging over the city, which
greatly impairs the health of its resi-
dents.

Dr. ilaher claims that the city should
pass a smoke ordinance which would
'make it necessary for every factory
burning soft coal to use a smoke con-
sumer.

At the present time there is such a
petition pending before th local board
of aldermen. At the public hearing a
short time ago. it was warmly opposed
by local manufacturers. Dr. Maher
has received communications from al-
most every large city in the country,
in which they state that regulations
have been adopted making it necessary
for the shops to have smoke consumers.

Parole of Federal Prisoners.
Congress seems to be quite as muchimpressed with the new notions aboutthp parole of prisoners and the pro-

bation system as many of the individ-
ual strttee appear to be. Congress has
recently passed a law which will, if
the president approves it. make things
decidedly easier for the constantly in-
creasing number of federal prisoners
who are incarcerated for violating theledwal statues.

Under the new law any federalprisoner who is sentenced to a year
or more and for less than a lifetime,
who has not had a previous conviction
and has behaved himself well, is en-
titled to his parole after serving one-thi- rd

of his term. If in anv way he
violates the term of his parole he may
be ordered back to prison. There is to
be a .parole board' in each Judicial dis-
trict, consisting of a federal judge,
some private citizen and the super-
intendent of prisons at Washington.
These are to determine in each casewhether a convict is entitled to a par-
ole and issue orders for his release. The
law is very similar to the parole andprobation systems now in force in a
nurrrber of states. Where the newsystem has been tried it is said to haveworked well, and that the number ofparoled prisoners' who violate their pa-
role is extremely small. New OrleansPicayune.
