The facts In the case were of such

FIFTY-SEVE- N YEARS OF
E LIFE

Experienced by General Harland of
This City P. H. Woodward, a Na-
tive of Franklin, a Post-Graduat- e.

The completion of fifty-fiv- e years
of post-gradua- te life is an occurrence
of uncommon satisfaction. The Yale
survivors of the class of 1855 will
experience this satisfaction in Junp.
At the time, when the members of
1855 became juniors, the college had
just launched the famous class of
1853, which included a group of men
destined to become foremost in lit
erary and professional fields. This
group contained the names of Isaac
H. Bromley. Edward Clarence Sted-ma- n,

Samuel L. Bronson of New
Haven, Oeorge Washburn Smalley,
Henry P. Stearns,' Henry C. Robinson,
Andrew D. White. Wayne MacVeagh,
and Gen. Edward Harland of Norwich,
the last named, last of the Connecticut
generals of the civil war. In the class
of 1854 were men of the standing of
Judge Henry Elias Howland of New
York, who 'declines as a
fellow of the college, Yung Wing of
Hartford and the late Gov. Luzon B.
Morris. The surviving members of
1855 include P. H. Woodward, a native
of Franklin, who reorganized the post-offi- ce

service from the Ohio river to
the gulf, and prepared the evidence
in the noted Star route cases; Lewis
E. Stanton, formerly LTnited States
district attorney; Prof. Charles F.
Johnson and Theodore Lyman. Mr.
Woo'dward, who was in the postofflce
department as a special agent from
1865 until 1876-- . being chief special
agent from 1874 until 1876, and had
the Star route evidence In charge from
1881 until 1S85, was born in the town
of Franklin. March 19, 1833. being the
son of Dr. Ashbel and Emellne Wood-
ward. His grandfather was Abner
Woodward and he is a, descendant of
Richard Woodward. The family has
been a notable one in New England.
Dr. Woodward graduated from the
medical department n Bowdoin coS-le- ge

in May, 1829, settling profession-
ally in Franklin in September of that
year. He was surgeon of the Twenty-sixt- h

Connecticut under Col. Thomas
G. Kingsley of Franklin and was a
prominent medical examiner and di-
rector In the gulf kiepartment. He
completed fifty years. of practice in
Franklin. September 8, 1879. The
event was suitably celebrated in the
town by a public assemblage and the
presentation of a gold-head- ed cane to
the venerable physician. The Rev. F.
C. Jones made the presentation. Unit-
ed States Senator Lafayette S. Foster
of Norwich, who came within an ace
of being president of the United States
through the impeachment trial of An-
drew Johnson, was present as a na-
tive of the town.

At the one hundred and fiftieth
anniversary of the Congregational
church in Franklin October 14. 1868,
the historical avMress was delivered
by Dr. Woodward.
Franklin Furnished Two Commanders

This old agricultural town In New
London county possesses envious dis-
tinction in having furnished the com-
manders of two Connecticut regi-
ments in the civil war, Col. Thomas
H. C. Kingsbury of the Eleventh and
Col. Thomas G. Kingsley of the Twenty-si-

xth, of which Dr. Woodward was
the surgeon. The Twenty-sixt- h was
in the charge at Port Hudson May 27,
1S63. and Colonel Kingsley was woundi-e- d

in the attack. Charles P. Cran-da- ll

of Franklin was wounded and
died May 28; Philip Heinrtch was
killed on the field: Henry Worthing-to- n

and Horace Worthington of the
town were both wounded at Port Hud-
son. John P. Case of Franklin was
also woum?ed In the charge. Capt. Al-

bert E. Daniels and First Lieut. John
L. Daniels, both of Franklin, were in
the Eleventh regiment under Colonel
Kingsbury, who became a member of
the general assembly in 1872 and was
returned from Franklin in 1873. He
was a native of New Orleans. The
town has had a goodly number of In-

fluential members of the legislature.
James C. Woodward was a member
of the house inlSBS and Henry W.
Kingsley was a atate senator in 1863:
Bla T. Hastings served in the house
in 171.

The birthplace of Mr. Woodward
has been noted for its educatfonal
prominence. - The Rev. Samuel Nott,
progenitor of missionaries an' repre-
sentative of educational work, was
settled In Franklin in 17S2. In 17?4.
he e.ta hli.hed the Franklin library,
which was continued for forty years.

With these illustrations of civic, ed-

ucational and martial functions. Mr.
Woodward began his active public,
service in 1865. From 1S62 until the
time of his entering the postofflce de-
partment he was an editor on the
Hartford Courant. His mental disci-
pline and scholarship fitted him for
the long perio-r- i of work in the post-offi- ce

department, which awaited him
in 1865. He won his way to the posi-
tion of chief special agent in 1874. and
reorganized the mail service in Geor-
gia. His identity with the railway
mail service from the, Ohio river to
the gulf gave him ample preparation
for dealing with the Star route in-
quiries and evidence from 1831 until
1SS5.

Mr Woodward has been a prolific
writer. His works have included
Guarding the Mails. Secret Service of
the Postuffloe Department ; Hartford.
Its Institutions and Industries: loo
li'eara at tUe Hartford Bank, and In-
surance in Connecticut. He became
secretary of the Hartford board of
trade at It inception and was con-
nected with President J. M. Allen in
its management for year. He was
succeeded by James IT. Taintor. The
work of Mr. Woodward as secretary of
the board was sound an'di promotive of
the best Industrial 'interests of thecity. His judgment was clear and hisknowledge of finance was unsuzn-ser- t.

MORNING AND EVENING.

Freshmen Get the Old 'Varsity Shell
'Varsity Does Three and a Half
Miles.

With the water on the Thames
smooth and the weather somewhatv

warmer than for the past two days, all
the Yale crews were out on the Thames
shortly after 6 o'clock Friday night for
the second row of the day. The 'var-
sity eight took a row of three and a
half miles down stream and return at
a stroke varying from 27 to 28. There
was very little splashing and the boat
seemed to run smoothly. Coach Ken-
nedy followed the eight in a small
launchy and on the return picked up
the freshmen four and coached them
on their way to the clubhouse float.

Following the 'varsity eight and
freshmen four oared, the freshmen
eight pulled down stream for two miles
in easy etretches, returning in one
etretch at a stroke of 30, which was
raised to 36 a half a mile from home.

The two 'varsity fours, the last to
go out, Taced down stream a mile and
return, the four stroked toy Wallis, the
regular 'varsity eight stroke, winning
by several lengths. Among the visit-
ors of the day was R. H. Richards of
the class of 1S62, Columbia.

A pull down stream and back with a
half mile brush between the two boats
constituted the morning work of the
Yale 'varsity and freshmen eights. The
'varsity, rowing a fairly high stroke
during the race, won by a length. Coach
Kennedy accompanied the men in a
small launch. Later the four oars
went out for a short paddle, with Lowe
at stroke in the second 'varsity four In
place of Patterson. The river was
very smooth. Brundred, who has been
somew hat out of condition, but who is
expected shortly to get back Into the
freshmen eight, went out on the river
in a pair oar. Having a new shell, the
'varsity eight has turned its old boat
over to the freshmen, who are now
using that craft. -
