FINANCIAL AND

NERVOUS AND FEVERISH,
FLUCTUATIONS UP AND DOWN.

Stock Prices Broke Violently to Now
Low Levels for tho Year.

New York. June 6. Prices of stocks
broke violently to new low levels for
the year in the late session of the stock
exchange today after nervous and
feverish fluctuations up and down,
for most of the session.

The break was coincident with, the
circulation of reports that the railroad
presidents who have gone to Washing-
ton to protest against the government's
action to enjoin western trunk lines'
freight rates had given up hope of se-
curing any modification of the intend-
ed course of the law officers of the ad-
ministration. There had been much
talk of the conference to be held at the
White House later in the day between
President Taft and the railroad execu-
tives, and conjecture was rife over
what it was hoped to accomplish by
this meeting. The speculation assum-
ed that some measure was sought that
would be matter of satisfaction to tho
railroads. This assumption proved dis-
quieting to tha uncovered bears and
their demand to cover promptly caus-
ed a strong sustaining influence on
prices during the early session; At the
time the level had been lifted 1 to 2
points over the closing level of Satur-
day quite generally. London joined
actively in the buying and speculative
semtiment took on quite a cheerful hue.
The excessive dullness into which the
trading fell at the advance argued an
unwillingness on tha part of buyers to
follow the rise and indicated a weak
undertone, but it was Jioped that the
hesitation was due simply to a desire
to await the outcome of the White
House conference.

During the time of advancing- prices
there was a supposition entertained
that some sort of working agreement
had been arrived at betwen the rail-
roads and the government authorities
for a solution of the rate controversy
on lines which would relieve the artx- -,

ieties of railroad officials.
News of the crops and. money con-

ditions were taken to account partly
for the better tone of the early deal-
ings. Expressions of satisfaction were
heard ' from western banking authori-tis- e

over the benefit to the credit posi-
tion of the liquidation, which has been
effected in grain, cotton and stocks,
and also, it was intimated, to the pay-
ing off by counrtry borrowers of loans
for Investment in farm paper. In con-
trast with the prevailing tone in Wall
street there was quoted a leading Chi-
cago banker as saying:

'Railroad earnings are still satisfac-
tory and the disposition of many roads
to enlarge dividends in spite of their
claims that higher freight rates are
recess ary in order to cover expenses of
increased wage allowance shows that
the country's transportation industry is
in fairly prosperous condition."

News of the sale abroad of $25,000,000
Southern Pacific bonds was not gen-
erally known in Wall street before the
market closed. No attention was paid
to anything but the conference at
Washington. After breaking from 2
to over S points, prices rebounded 1 to
3 points with the demand from the
bears to cover shorts and, closed in
considerable disorder.

Bonds were irregular. Total sales,
par value, $1,854,000. .United States
bonds wera unchanged on call.
