The last meeting- of the present
town council was held Monday, tout
the members will undoubtedly be re-
elected Tuesday, as they have all been
renominated end their only opponents
are on the prohibition ticket. Presi
dent William L. Clarke presided and
tnere were present Councilmen Al
bert H. Langworthy, Maurice W.
Klynn, C. Clarence Maxson, William
Culley. Horace 1C. BunS-ic- and Way-lan- d

Saunders. Clerk Everett E.
Whipple read the minutes of the last
regular and the special meetings, held
during May, and they were approved.

Mrs. teaxton urdick of 102 Gran
ite street, made sensational complaints
to the council against Mrs. Ed-war-

Brewer, a neigrhhor, and. asketl protec
tion. Mrs. ISuriick asserted that for
a long time Mrs. Brewer had threat-
ened the life of the Burdick children
and as late as last Thursday declared,
with knife in hand, that she "would
kill Mrs. Burdick. Mrs. Burdick de-
clared that the trouble haidi existed
for over four years and that it was
about time herself and family were
given x,rtection. She had engaged
and paid lawyers, had appealed to the
court judge, to chief of police and po-
lice committee, but received no perma-
nent satisfaction. If Mrs. Brewer wascray she should be placed under prop-
er restraint, said Mrs. Burdick, and if
she Is not crazy she should be com-
pelled to behave herself and not at-
tempt to take the lives of others. Mrs.
Burdick said that Mrs. Brewer at
tempted to assault the Burdick chil
dren and that the mother armed! with
hoe went to their relief. She told Mrs.
Brewer thajt if she did not mind her
own affairs she would "put the hoe
to her. Mrs. Burdick said she ap-
pealed to the council as a court of last
resort.

Chief BransfieM, Town Solicitor
Agard. and Committeeman Culley, said
they hai given the complaints of Mrs.
Burdick repeated attention, and were
of opinion that there was need for
decisive action in this case, which
was perhaps aggravated by the un
friendliness of both parties. It was ex-
plained that when the police attempted
to have Mrs. Burdick placed in a
sanitarium for treatment physicians
declared that Mrs. Burdick was not
insane.

The council vote'di to refer the mat
ter to the police committee, with in-

structions to take immediate action.
The report of Chief of Police

P.ransfield showed six arrests during
Slav, and Health Officer Stanton re
ported one case of diphtheria.

licitor was asked to modify the ordi-
nance, and have it ready for presenta-
tion to the next meeting of the coun-
cil. It was the general opinion of the
councilmen that the ordinance should
be more liberal.

James A. Quinlan presented to the
council a deed of section of John
street, to be used in connection with
the opening of the street. No action
was taken. The council voted that the
next regular meeting be held July 5.

Frank W. Coy. as agent for the
property of Isaac C. Starr, at Watch
Hill, inquired whether the town

aone in tnat line with his property.
The railroad official, he says, failed
to keep his agreement, areii he asked
tor yedress through the town council,
which could be done by insisting thatthe road make good with Mr. Clark
Deiore any more privileges are given

It was also said at this informal
session that there was remote possi
bility that the entire republican ticket
would be elected and that it might be
well to agree tipon a time for reor
ganization. One of the councilmen
said it was not always well to count
chickens before they are hatched.

The body of Private William J.
Ward, Eighty-eight- h company, coast
artillery corps, was found on the beach
on the sound side of Xapatree point,
about three-quarte- rs of a mile from
Fort Mansfield, Privates Ward and
Powell were out lobstering in a skiff
on tiie night of May 26, landing at the
government reservation on the return
trip at 9.30. "Powell remained ashore,
while Ward went out for a short row
in the breakers. He had gone about
three hundred feet from snore when
the boat upset and Ward called for
assistance. Powell swam out a dis
tance but could not get a trace of
his companion, and was nearly ex-
hausted when he reachpd shore.

Searching parties went out in Joats
but it was apparent that Ward was
drowned. Since then his comrades
have patrolled the beach when off du-
ty, hoping that the body would be cast
up by the sea. -

Monday morning at 8.30 while pa
trolling the beach, Sergeant Swain dis-
covered- the body lying face downward
on the sandy beach. He notified the
commanding officer at Fort Mansfield.
Dr. J. Howard Morgan, medical 'ex
aminer of the town of Westerly, was
notified and alter examination and
identification the 'body was taken by

local undertaker and prepared for
burial.

Although the part of the body cov
ered by clothing was not decomposed,
every bit of flesh of the face and head
to the neckbanid of the shirt was com-
pletely gone, leaving the skull as
clean shaven as if it had been scraped
with a sharp knife. The fish of the
left hand and arm, which- - was bared
to the elbow, was also all .as was
the flesh from the right iiftjid, and
the lower jaw was dislocated.

The deaid soldier was the son of
William J. and Martha Ward of South-por- t,

Conn., and the body was for-
warded Monday afternoon to that
place for burial. Ward was twenty-tw- o

years old and enlisted in January,
1909. His comrades speak of him In
the highest terms as do his acquaint
ances in W'esterly.

Samuel Lawton, aged 80, who re-
sides near Beach and Main streets,
tripped and fell while on the Watch
Hill road, near the Foster farm. Sun-
day afternoon, anfcl sustained three
fractures of the left arm. He was
found lying on the side of the road by
Dr. John L. May, who assisted him in
an electric car to his home. Dr. Har-
old Kenyon. the family physician, was
called and. assisted by Dr. May, re-
duced the fractures.
