REGARDING PHYSICAL FITNESS

OF NEW YORK FIREMEN.

FIRE COMMISSIONER'S VIEWS

Says Flame Fighters Are As Fit To
day as They Ever Were Knows

What He's Talking About,

Xew Xorkk June 7. Rhinelander
Waldo, fire commissioner, does not
snare the view expressed by Edward
x . Croker. chief of the department, re
garding the jhysical fitness of New
York's force of flame fighters. Chief
Croker's declaration at" yesterday's
disastrous fire in Washington street, in
which two firemen were lulled and a
score injured, that the class of men
on the force was deteriorating because
the civil service regulations kept the
best men away, has etirred the entiredepartment. Some agree with the
chief, and others including, Commls
siorcr Waldo do sjpt agree with him.

Defense of Uniformed Force.
The commissioner was not willing

today, to reply directly to what his
chief had said, but he came to the
defense of. the uniformed force by de
claring that he knew of no better body
of men in the world. Incidentally he
said he was planning to introduce oxy-
gen helmets, like those worn by min-
ers out west, as a protection for the
men gains' into smoke-fille- d buildings.

Husky Looking Body of Men.
"As far as the men are concerned,"

he added, 'I want to say that they are
as husky and fine looking a body of
men, physically, as you will find any-
where. I've knocked around the world
a bit myself, and I think I know what
I am talking about.

"The best answer I can give to Chief
Croker's intimation that the men are
weaklings is: Go out and look the men
over. Watch them at work! I mean
the new men as well as the old. I teil
you they are all as husky, a Jot as I
have ever seen.

"It is, perhaps, natural that the old-
er men of the department should think
that the newcomers are not up to the
old standard. Go back to school or to
college and look over the fellows you
see there. You'll be likely to remark
how young and email and undersized
they are. It is hard to realize that
you were like that yourself when you
were there.

x Oxygen Helmets Needed.
"I think, though, that "we would do

well to equip the force with Are hel-
mets such as they use in eome western
mines. With these helmets the men
wouldpe able to get a supply of oxy-
gen that would last two hours, in the
densest kind of smoke. I don't know
that helmets like this have ever been
used by firemen in other cities, but the
experiment is worth - trying. It works
well in the mines and ought to wor..
well In a burning, emolte-fille- d "build-
ing. 1 hope to give them a trial soon."

MEXICAN TROOPS
TO FIGHT MAYAS INDIANS

Government of Mexico Said to Be Sup-
pressing the Facts.

Vera Cruz, Mexico, June 7. FurtherIntelligence regarding the reported In-
dian uprising on the east coast of the
state of Yucatan is awaited eagerly
here. Little has come through today.

The papers claim that the govern-
ment authorities and army officers are
suppressing the facts. El Dictamen
pins its faith to its correspondent at
Menda. the capital of Yucatan, who
yesterday sent alarming reports, in-
cluding the statement that forty per-
sons had been killed by the Maya In- -
jjfens on Saturday, and that 5,000 in- -
puigtriua CdLlVCU Lite Luvt u ui I I i.I li'l- -
lid. killing the government employes.

The commander of the gunboat Za- -
ragoza has received sealed orders, and
only awaits the arrival of troops from
the station at Perota, to sail. The
trooiflr were expected to reach here be
fore night. It is believed that the
gunboat is bound for Progreso. a port
on the northwest coast of the disturbed
peninsula.

Later today It was confirmed au
thoritatively that Gen. Ignacio Bravo,
chief of the tenth military zone, with
headquarters at Santa Cruz, Quintana
Roo, adjoning Yucatan, had been or-
dered to proceed with 1,000 men to
Valladolid, where he is expected to
arrive in . four days.

The gunboat Morelos, which sailed
from here with 600 soldiers, should be
off Progreso some time today. With
these additional forces it is believed
that the local militia will be able to
cope with the situation, but reinforce
ments will be in readiness here 11 re
quired.

PACKING CO. SUITS DELAYED.

Will Not Be Moved Until Decision
About Producing Books Is Made.

Trenton, X. J., June 7. When the
state supreme court today reached the
suits instituted by P. P. Garven, pros-
ecutor of Hudson county, for the dis-
solution of the charter of the Nation-
al Packing company. Armour .& Co.,
Swift & Otsrf and Morris & Co., Will-
iam D. Edwards, acting for Mr. Gar-
vin, announced that the suits will not
be moved until the court of errors and
appeals has rendered a .decision on the
appeal taken by these concerns from
the order of Supreme Court Justice
Swayze that they produce their books
and papers for the purpose of investi-
gation.

- This practically means that the
suits are off for the term. Mr. Gar-
vin wants to place the books before
the Hudson county grand jury in con-
nection with the investigation of the
causes of the high prices of meat.

Washington, June 7. More than 300

brewers from all over the country are
in Washington attending the meetings
of the United Brewers' association at
the New Willard hotel. Frederick W.
Orr of New Haven, the secretary of
the Connecticut Brewers' association,
came down Sunday . afternoon, and
spent all iday yesterday at the capitol
calling on the Connecticut representa-
tives. Mr. Orr is one of the leading
republican orators of the state, and is
chairman of the Ninth ward repub-
lican committee of New Haven, which
is said to be the largest voting district
In the country.

Mr. Orr was asked as to the politi-
cal situation, in Connecti.-ut- . but re-
fused to ay anything at this time.
He said he was here to attend the
convention of the National Brewers'
association, as eeef'tary of the Con-
necticut branch, and that his work
kept him so busy that he did not
have time to give to political matter.

NINE CABINS ENCACED

For the Roosevelt Party-
Delivers Romanes Lecture , at the
Sheldonian Theater, Oxford.

Oxford, England. June 7. Oxford to-
day conferred upon Theodore Roose-
velt the honorary degree of doctor of
civil law. The ceremony took place in
the Sheldonian theater, where . for
three centuries and more it has been
the custom to hold the Encaenial exer-
cises, the annual commemoration ot
the founders and other official assem-
blies, but Mr. Roosevelt's reception
surpassed in enthusiasm anything
within the memory of the oldest Ox-
onian.
Audience Carried Away by His Ro-

manes Lecture.
His Romanes lecture, which dealt

with "Biological Analogies in History,"
proved to be a powerful exposition of
all the "strange analogies," as the lec-
turer himself expressed it, 'ia the phe-
nomena of life and death, of birth,growth and change, between thosephysical groups of animal life which
we designate aa species, forms, races
and the highly complex and composite
entities which rise before our minds
when we e(peak of nations and civiliza-
tions."

Toward the close, however, Mr.
Roosevelte voice failed, and he was
obliged to leave undelivered a portion
of his prepared lecture. But before he
withdrew from the platform the for-
mer president had won the great au-
dience that gathered in the theater by
his vigorous utterances and forcefulgestures, being cheered repeatedly at
various stages of his speech. Even
the usually solemn red-rob- ed donswere carried away and stood up andjoined in the loud-lung- ed hurrahs of
the younger element.

Consideration Postal Savings Bank
Bill Begins. "

Washington. Jane 7. The railroad
bill was sent to conference and con-
sideration of the postal savin-e- bank
bill was begun in the house today.

An ineffectual attempt was made bv
democrats and Insurgents in the house
unaer tne lea tier snip or Representative
Lenroot of Wisconsin, to agree to the
senate amendments to the railroad bill
rnd avoid a conference. Mr. Lenroot s
motion was defeated 158 to 1S2. twenty--

one insurgents voting with the
democrats for the bill, six democrats
voted with the regular republicans
against it.

The postal savings bank bill was
taken up by the house after the adop-
tion of a rule limiting idebate to eight
hours and requiring a vote on the
measure without amendment. This ac
tion was in the face of protests on
the part of the democrats, who accused
the insurgents of inconsistency in .ap-
plying a "gag rule" to this measure.
after having received the assistance of
the minority In getting rid of the arbi-
trary control of legislation:

An agreement was made later un
der which it is expected the bill will
be voted on next Thursday.

In the senate today five hours were
occupied with criticisms of the admin
istration of the public land laws of the
United States in connection with the
consideration of the public land with-
drawal bill. Set speeches were made
against the provisions of the bill by
Senators Clark of Wyoming and Rey-bu- rn

of Idaho. Mr. Reyburn opposed
the principle of the bill, wnne Mr.
Clark confined itftsvf. to opposition
to terms of the pending measure. The
bill was under consideration when the
senate adjourned. Both houses will
be in session tomorrow.
BLUNDER SPOILS TIME TABLES.

Distances Changed in Folder and New
Ones Must Be Issued.

New Haven, June 7. In connection
with changes in mileage appearing in
the last issue of the New Y'ork, New
Haven & Hartforl timetable, the fol-
lowing statement was issued from the
offices of the company today:

"The change of distance shown in
the folder is due to a senseless blun-
der. The company has not made any
alteration in its mileage tables, and
the publications indicating this are
now being corrected by re-iss-

"The erroneous distances shown
have no bearing whatever upon the
rates recently changed."

New York, June 7. In commenting
on the New York, New Haven and
Hartford Railroad company's explana-
tion today of the added distance ap-
pearing in its suburban time tables,
Hugh M. Hewson, the attorney retain-
ed by commuters opposed to the in-
crease in suburban fares, made the
following statement tonight:

"Somebody did blunder and the blun-
der is going to be costly to the rail-
road. We believe that the company-mus-t

pay a penalty of $50 for each
case in which ft is shown that extra
mileage has been collected on the dis-
tances shown by the time table."

COMMUTATION RATES.

Eastern Roads Ask President to Pre-
vent Increase.

Mount Vernon, N. Y"., June 7. On
behalf of commuters living here who
are afljected by the advance in com-
mutation rates ordered bjf the New
York Central and New York, New Ha-
ven and Hartford railroads, Mayor
Edwin W. Fiske today sent the follow-
ing message to President Taft and At-
torney General Wickersham:

"This community desires you, if
possible, to prevail upon the eastern
railroads from increasing, their pas-
senger rates until such time as the
reasonableness of "the same can be
shown before a competent commis-
sion."
