The report of the Carnegie Founda-
tion, just issued, leans jather hard on
New England doctors and lkewise on
some of the colleges which produce
them. It states that some the
medical colleges of New Engiand are
“thoroughly wretched , Institutlions,” and
that the mere fact that some of them

Oof

“are all old schools is a poor roason
ftor continulng them if they (ail o do
fustice to the student.” The sgonclu-

sion Is also reached that bLecanuse the
schools are poor, their graduntes
must l{kewise be poorly equipped. The
general somming up, ualse, is to the
effect that New England ix already
over-neopied with physiciang anyway,
srnd therefare will need no more for a
long time L0 come,

The report says In part; “"Massachu-
satts, for esxample, remalns one of
three states which obstructs the im-
provement of medical education by
permitting non-graduates to be exam-
ined for Heense. The law should not
aonly require graduation from a repu
table medlcal school, but should. in the
intarest of rthe public. fix with due
warning a minimum basis for s«dmis-
wion thereto, as Connectleut has wise-
Iy done. and should empower and re-
quire the =tate boardes to refuse cxam-
ination to gradustes of schools whose
racilities Rre inadeguate.™

Critieism of this sort should bring
the old-school and new-school doctors
forward with thelr proofs of efficiency
as Indicated by the small percentoge
of death certificates signed by them,
compared with the number of cases
attended, and compared, too, with the
mortality rate of physicians graduated
in other state=. Data of this kind is
not difffeul! to obtain, and should
now be forthcoming if it is of the kind
that will help hold up the reputations
of New England doctors and assist
them in retaining the <confidence of
thelr patients. Confidence, when it
comes to doctoring, (s the elixir of
life. It is thie gecret of success in the
Lread plll and the power behind a
jacked-up echedule of prices. What
could Christian Sclence, for instance,
do without it?

It never would do for New Eng-
ianders to lose confidence weither In
their phyeicians or in the colleges from

which they graduata. Tt would be
fatal Why couldn't the Carnegle
Foundation have whitewashed this

thing over, for a while, until the con-
ditlon s corrected?

That s right enough, as & mere mat-
ter of uninterpreted observation, hbut as
basis for the conciusion drawn by tho
president and so oftéen reached by
other people—that the editors of today
are different from, inferior to and less
influential than thelr predsacessors in
the golden age of journalism-——is with-
out any foundation in fact. Newspi-
pers alwayg printed all the news their
resources and thelr facilitieas enabicd
themnn to get. The hetter and more
Prosperous ones get more of [t mow-
rdays because they can, and that i=
all there Is to the much-lamented
change.
