atrenglh.

This cpening of the private rooms
to competent surgeons and physicians
with the use of the equipment means
not enly larger opportunities for phys-
jcians of every schoeol, but a larger in-
come and & broadening Interest in this
bumane work, because it enlarges the
puldlic interest in thls splendid Insti-
tution,
