Mr. Editor: Will you kindly give me
opportunity for defense of the com-
misalon form of government, as 1 am
deeply interested [n this matter and
desirous of having the elty of Narwich
enter upon the benefits of this  im-
proved manner of conducting munici-
pal matters,

The system approved by the court
of commeon councll at its meeting last
ew.nlng on recommendation and by
vote of the mayor Is not the commis-
alon form of govermment. 1 make this
statement so that any fallure or dis-
satisfaction with the executive com-
mittea just ecreated will not bring dis-
repute upeon commission govermment,

The essentinl feuture of the commis-
slon form of government ks that mon
of fitnass, regardiess of party, shall be
chosen to conduct the affairs of the
eityv. The mayor's commission was
made up strictly on party lines. thus
violating the cardine!l principles of
commissfon government.

The great eecond benefit of commis-
sion government s that responsibilhy
can e placed upon some department
head for inefMclency of his department
and empioyes. In the mayor's nesw
schoema no responsibility can be so
placed, Nor can the responsibility even
b2 placed upon regular committess, for
they are subordinate to the exscutive
committee. In the shuMe the respon.
Tlmuiy for any department will be
DAat.

The schame proposed by the mayor
ie nothing new. It has been worked
vefore. it is nothing more or Ieaa
than a4 party caucus. IKvery mayor for
yYears has used these methods. In the |
new executive committes there in this
diffarence, however, that every bill for
evary deparrment goes to the execu-
tive committee. This puts the responsi.-

biilty for action on a lerge boldy of
men who cannot he canversant with'
the detalls of every department. It
balittles tha regular committees and
puts them in the attitude of Indiffer-
ence,

Mayor Thayer states that he got the
ides of axecutive committee fr the

TTnited States Steel cerporation. It is
a good idea, but the Tnited States
Stez] corporation appoints the greateat
minds on its board of directors to be
the executive committee,

Criticiem Is easy. ‘This letter Is not
written for that purpose. It has two
objects in view. 1 have accomplished
one, I hope, which s to defend the
commission form of government from
the example hefore e,

My second object Is t0o show how
easily the new mayor could have in-
augurated the commlssion govern-
ment. The five departments where 1
would have triad it out are as followa:
Public works, amusement, fire, police,
and finance, Taking these commit-
tees as nominated by the mayor. 1
should msake the head of these com-
mittees members of an executive com-
mittee and given them absolute power
of sppointment and executive direction
uf thelr departments and full respon-
albility for the saume. The executive
commitiee would be then constitoted
as follows: Alderman Gebrath, police
and public works; Alderman Ely fire
department, police department; Alder-
man Parker, finance department; Al-
derman Whiting, amusement. The
muyor would he a member of this ex-
ecutive committee.
